Osbend death 
ruled homicide
■  Autopsy reveals 
County woman 
died of blunt trauma

Ella Mae Osbend’s death has 
been officially ruled a homi­
cide, based on an autopsy report 
released last week.

Osbend died as a result of 
“blunt trauma and dehydration’’ 
according to an autopsy report 
from the Forensic Pathologists 
Associates of Lubbock.

Bailey County criminal in­
vestigator Benny Clifton said 
Monday the 54-ycar-oUi men­
ta lly -handicapped  woman 
suffered “severe head injuries 
and multiple rib fractures and 
other related injures.”

Clifton said he could not be 
more specific on the contents 
of the report until the case goes 
to trial.

Osbend was found dead Jan. 
18 by county deputies in her
home about a mile west of 
Muleshoe.

Andrew Lee Shaw, 42, was 
arrested five days later and in­

dicated by a grand jury last 
month on one count of man­
slaughter and two counts of 
injury to a disabled person.

He has been in custody in 
the county jail on $50,(XX) bail 
since his arrest Jan. 23.

Shaw was the  live-in  
caregiver for Osbend and her 
49-year-old brother Bobby D. 
Raybon, who is also mentally 
handicapped.

Raybon, who was found in 
“extremely critical condition,” 
was hospitalized with hypoth­
erm ia, deh y d ra tio n  and 
malnourishment. He was later 
released.

Clifton said the autopsy con­
cluded that Osbend’s injuries 
were systematic and occurred 
over a period of time.

Clifton would not comment 
on whether fists o r a weapon 
was used to inflict the injuries. 
He did say that no weapon that 
could be used as evidence was 
recovered at the scene.

Shaw is scheduled to appear 
in court March 21.

"R ender” your taxable  
property by April 15th.

A "rendition" is a report to the appraisal district that lists all the 
taxable property you owned or controlled on muary 1 st of this year. 
The rendition form is available at your local appraisal district 
office...or you may draft a similar form.

Who must file a rendition?
Youjnust file a rendition if you own tangible personal property that 
is used to produce income — such as the inventory and equipment 
used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:
-> You give your opinion of your property's value. If the appraisal 

district believes the value is higher, it must notify you in writing 
of the higher value and explain how you can protest that value 
to the appraisal review board.

-* You record your correct mailing address so your tax bills will 
go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to the wrong 
address, the law still holds you responsible for paying your 
taxes on time or paying extra charges for late payments.
You can also file a "report of decreased value” to notify the 
appraisal district of significant depreciation of the value of your 
property in 1996. The district will look at your property before 
assigning a value in 1997.

What's the deadline?
The last day for filing 1997 renditions is Tuesday, April 15. Call 
your appraisal district for the last date the rendition may be post­
marked, if mailing, you can get an extra 15 days > f you ask for it in 
writing by the April 15 deadline.

The Texas Agriculture Exten­
sion Service has prepared a se­
ries of guidelines to help farmers 
understand the new rules for the 
Conservatiuon Reserve Program.

The materials point out items 
each landowner must evaluate 
when considering alternative uses 
for CRP land, and include a com­
puter software program which 
will guide them through the deci­
sion process and reduce the time 
required to consider multiple al­
ternatives.

Under the CRP the government 
entered into 10-year contracts with 
landowners to remove highly 
erodible cropland from produc­
tion in return for an annual rental 
payment. "Other environmental, 
supply management and income 
support objectives were also in­
cluded,” Dr. Jackie Smith, a pro­
fessor from Lubbock.

Under the new policy, each 
parcel of land deemed eligible for 
CRP will receive a bid cap, or 
maximum rental payment to the 
landowner, based on its environ­
mental and production character­
istics, Amosson explained.

Some 36.4 million acresof U.S. 
farmland were enrolled in the pro­
gram during the first 1£ sign-ups 
from 1986 through 19^3. Texas 
enrolled 4.1 million acres, more 
than any other state and 11.4 per­
cent of the national total.

"The CRP enrollment in Texas 
was concentrated in the western 
part of the Panhandle and South 
Plains," Smith noted. He said 25 
of the 31 Texascounties with more 
than 50,000 acres in CRP are in 
that region. "Just those 25 coun­
ties account for over 2.2 million 
acres of CRP, or almost 55 per­
cent of the Texas total."
