Governor Coliiultt recently signed 
pardons that will release from the 
State prisons eighty prisoners, in piir 
suaiice of his policy of handling the 
prison (|uestion, tlie pardons granted 
today were mostly fur minor uffeiiseg 
although two were o a more serioin 
nature.

The cases in question were those 
two Swedes who were convicted yea 
ago for killing a man in Galvestoi^ 
Seventeen and one.half years of liljt 
sentences have been served, and aO- 
cording to Governor Col<|uitt, the seji 
teiices were unjust, considering the 
circumstances. J

The men are Jan Jansen and Tom 
Tliumpsoii and were convicted in Gal­
veston on the testimony of gamblers 
and women of the underworld. They 
were unable to speak English and 
were at a disadvantage in the defense 
of their liberty. Fellow countrymen 
from time to time liave tried to get 
them pardoned, and Governor Col- 
qiiit, ill view of doubt that exists as 
to tlieir guilt, and fhg fact that they 
have grown old in the penitentiary, 
has decided to give them their liber­
ty.

They have spent practically all the 
time they have been in America in 
tlie penitentiary, and declare their in­
tentions of going hack to Sweden.

Salonika, Greece, March 18.— King 
George of Greece was assassinated 
while walking the streets of Salon 
ika this afternoon. The assassin was 
a Greek of low mental type vho gavj 
the name of Aleko Schiiias. He riot 
the King through tlie he.-irt.

The King was accompanied liy his 
aide, lieutenant Colonel Fran coudis. 
The assassii) aimed at the King and 
fired one shot from a seven chainher 
revolver.

’The tragedy cause I in>.«iise exclle- 
nient, and Shinas \>as seized imme­
diately. The King was lifted into a 
carriage which hurrud li'iii to a hos­
pital, but he died before roachlns 
there.

Prince Nicholas, ihe King’s third 
son and other officers ■.i"ci;ed to the 
hospital. On arriving the prince sum­
moned the officers and speiixlng In 
a vice choked with sobs said, ” it is 
my deep grief to announce to you 
the death of our beloved King, and 
to invite you to swear fidelity to our 
new sovereign. King Constantine.”

The crown Prince Constantine at 
present at Janiiia is expected here 
with all possible speed.

The assassin of the King is an evil 
looking fellow, about 40 years of age. 
On being arrested, he refused to ex­
plain his motives for the crime. He 
declared he is against the govern, 
ments.

Some of tile advanced thinkers of 
’I'exas are speaking and writing In 
favor of consolidating the State Uni­
versity and the A. A .M. College, at 
Austin. The Signal has not yet loiua 
to that view of mutters. The Univer­
sity, and the .\. A M. College both 
have grown to be big concerns. T;ie 
A. A .M. especially has become so 
large that the student body is un. 
wleUiy and hard to manage and when 
the A. A .M. body and the University 
body are thrown together it will 
bring, a united student force that 
may seek to dictate state uflairs, or 
there is apt to he such a lack of 
unity as will impair the usefulness 
of the Institution. In any event it is 
apt to take at least two years to 
bring the two schools into harmoni­
ous relations and the t4udents will 
lose a large part of opportunity.

The Signal believes that, Instead of 
doing away with the A. A .M. College 
at Bryan, there should be three or 
four new schools established on th 
same general lines.

Agriculture is the most important 
branch of industry in Texas, and 
scientific agriculture has made un­
usual advancement, largely us a re­
sult of methods and teachings com­
ing from the A. A .M. College, and 
nothing should be started up now 
to retard that good work.

The State University turns out a 
few engineers, but her principal pro­
ducts are lawyers, doctors andpoliti- 
cians. She has not been turning out 
fanners and artisans. The A. A M. 
should be properly regulated and 
equipped to do her special work, 
that of turning out practical men and 
leave the University to give to our 
men and women the higher finishes 
in education.

Every section of Texas ought to 
have a school for training farmers, 
stock raisers and mechanics. Thetime 
has come when the business world 
demands specialists and these should 
come from industrial colleges and not 
left to come from a University where 
a complete University course must 
be furnished before the student may 
take up any special study. Give us 
more industrial colleges.

To the Kansas legislature belongs

money in Texas he must pay Interest 
on his notes, and the man to whom 
he loans it is charged interest on the 
money, if a person sells a piece of 
land he is taxed on the notes, and 
the person to whom he sells the land 
is taxed on the land. The out come ia 
that we have a double taxation— a 
thing that is unfair and unjust in 
every sense of the word. Firms in 
New- York can loan money in Texas 
at 7 per rent as easily as a Texas Arm 
can loan it at 10 per cent. The Tex­
as firm or person has to pay about 3 
per cent taxation, while the person 
who uses the money has to pay the 
same rate. The New York firm keeps 
Us notes in its own state, thus avoid­
ing the taxation, and at the same time 
taking “ Interest” money away from 
Texas that should remain here. But 
of course It is “ constitutional”  and 
we'll have to stand for it until some 
of our legislators get up courage

enough to work for a law that will 
remedy it.”

The law of which the Graphic- 
Democrat complains is the statute re­
quiring the listing for taxation of 
notes, mortgages, bonds and other ev. 
idencea of indebtedness. While it is 
true the law ia more honored in its 
breach that in its observance, it is 
true that ' *  baa an influence on In­
terest rates. The possibility that the 
ender will be required to pay taxes 

on money loaned prompts him to add 
the tax to the interest rate and col­
lect it from the borrower. I f  ^e 
evades the tax collector, and most 
lenders do evade him, he is that much 
richer.— Fort Worth Record.
