The school year In Snyder has 
closed.

On Saturday night the pupils of 
the north ward and Colonial hill 
schools presented a good program. 
They acquitted themselves nicely 
reflecting credit upon themselves 
and their teachers.

The opera house was filled to its 
capacity at all these exercises, show­
ing the splendid interest of the peo­
ple in the work of the school.

At 11 o’clock Sunday the spacious 
auditorium, of the First Christian 
church was literally crowded. Every 
available space was occupied by Sny­
der people to hear the Baccalaure­
ate sermon by Rev. E. L. Rgger of 
Denison, Texas.

Even a synopsis of the sermon 
would occupy a column or two of 
space, and then would fall short of 
presenting the subject with anything 
like the force and clearness In which 
it was developed by the eloquent min 
Ister. He made practical application 
of a general text and his language 
was simple, plain and easily under­
stood.

It was a great service, enjoyed by 
all thp vast audience and especially 
applicable to the twenty-one mem­
bers of the graduating class.

The Board of Trustees of Snyder 
schools met Monday to complete the 
election of teachers for next year.

The unanimous endorsement and 
re-election of Prof. Watson, as sup- 
eninteiident took place some days 
ago.

The board decided st a re­
cent meeting to reduce the teaching 
force to fourteen rather than to 
shorten the school term, therefore 
the ward schools will each have two 
teachers instead of three and there 
has been a re.arrangement of some 
of the lower grades at the Central 
building.

The salaries of all the teachers 
who have previously taught In the 
Snyder schools were raised, that of 
High school department was raised 
ten dollars per month, the inter­
mediate grades five dollars and the 
primary gra'des made uniform at 
$75 per month. Tlie increase in sal­
ary carries with It a corresponding 
increase in amount of work, especial­
ly in the High school and primary 
departments. This was made necesn-' 
ary on account of finances and the 
necessity of decreasing the teaching 
force.

Keiid county and build factories and 
other penll couceras there and a- 
bandon Huntsville and Husk. The 
White citizens of Fort Bead oppose 
this plan because when the convicts 
are discharged many of them stay 
in that country and make trouble.

There seems to be an idea in the 
minds of the official family that tlih; 
penitentiary and convict labor is a 
business investment and should be 
used to make money for the state 
and the contractors. That is certain­
ly u wrong Idea. The penitentiary 
Is u place of punishment for crime. 
Orimlnuls ar- sent up to pay the pen­
alty for evil doing It should not be 
desired to coin thelr.^tlme , their 
blood and their labor for profit.. 
Were that the purpose the state 
might be interested In keeping up 
the supply of convicts.

Uf course the instltutiou should 
he self sustaining The convbts 
should be required to do a reason­
able amount of work to make e- 
nougb to pay the expenses of his 
k€>ep, but beyond that there should 
be no (les're to profit by bis labor.

The spirit of humanity in treat­
ment is right, so far us reasonable, 
but there Is dangir of carrying that 
too far. Convicts, as u rule are of 
t)ie worst classes of people. Suppose 
there Is no way to force them to 
work. -Many would do nothing— then 
If as has been suggested, they be 
paid for all they do beyond expenses

of keep. This would In many cases 
be like casting pearls before swine, 
and in fact such an excess of good 
treatment might as intimated by one 
of the experts, cause a lot of people 
to prefer to be in the pen.
The whole system is a problem and 

the most practical suggestions are 
those looking to have convicts grow 
and preserve fruits and vegetables 
enough to supply all the state insti­
tutions, grow corn and raise a sup­
ply of meat, butter, molasses nnd 

! other necessities. In fact, as suggest­
ed by Mr. KIdridge use the convict 
labor to support the penitentiary sys­
tem ^ d  also the state asylums. Mr. 
Khlrfilge has a humane, business like 
plan and It would be well for the 
legislature to give It full considera­
tion.

augurate a more humane system of 
treating convicts. It was found that I 
farmers and contractors who hired ' 
convicts sought to make of the poor ! 
w retches, money inuking machines, j 
To ths end they employed brutal 
guat;d8, some of w hom are meaner | 
men than the convicted crimlnuls. ' 
These guards imposed unreasonable ! 
tasks and the prisoners were beat, j 
en U r: failure to meet requirements. , 
L’pon the insistence of public seiitl- | 
ment. Gov. Cohiultt ordered the use 
of the “ bat” to he stopped. During , 
the last campaign that humane ex­
ecutive order was applauded.

Judge Kanisey claimed some of 
the credit because of his declared In. 
tent'.on to do It If elected.

Then came reports that the peni­
tentiary syateni was not paying Its

way, and the administration had to 
explain some more.

It was said the cane crop was 
frozen andHherefore the state suffer- 
red loss.

The last legislature sent out an­
other commission to see why the fi­
nancial condition is so bad. These 
men have called In men of experience 
nnd are told that one reason the fi­
nances are falling behind Is that the 
convicts cannot be made to work 
without the lash and therefore the 
output on the farms has fallen down. 
Experts say also that the state con- 
iiot make sugar at a profit because 
the land Is not suitable for sugar 
can growing.

It is found further that the pen­
itentiary forces are too much scatter 
ed. It Is therefore beginning to be 
talked to have the bull whip partial­
ly restored to active functions, to 
quit trying to raise cane and to con­
centrate all the penitentiaries in one 
community.

To the Editor:
Fermit me to direct attention to 

the several subjects contained In the 
proposed -niendment to Section 49 
and 52 of Article 3 of the ConstUu- 
tlou,‘ known ns Senate Joint resolu­
tion No. 18.

1. It authorizes the State officials 
to create debts against the State to 
the amount of half million dollars 
which may be repeated as often as 
the debts are paid.

2. The legislature is given power 
to authorize the issuance of bonds to 
purc hase adilltional groiind and erect 
necea.sary buildings for the UnlversL 
ty of Texas. TFils is to Include the 
Medical Department and an Agricul­
tural and .Mechanical College in con­
nection with the State University at 
Austin.

3. The l.^gislature may issue 
bonds for the construction of nec­
essary buildings for other State in­
stitutions.

4. The Legislature may authorize 
the Issuance of bonds secured by a 
lien on ‘ he real property of the Pen­
itentiary system for the purpose of 
constructing buildings and making 
permanent improvements.

5. The amendment authorizes the 
bonding of certain divisions of a 
county or any number of adjoining 
counties for roads and other public 
Improvements by a majority vote. It 
now requires a two-third majority to 
issue these bonds.

6. The improvement of rivers, 
creeks, building ori^vees to prevent 
overflows, etc., the bonded indebted­
ness may be for an amount not to 
exceed one half of the as^e^sed ral-

iiation of the lands. It is now one- 
fourt h.

7. The issuance of bonds by a ma­
jority vote for the construction and 
maintenance of public warehouses 
or in aid thereof may he authorized.

Therefore, we have seven distinct 
separate and indepndent proposi­
tions in one amendment, and the 
voter Is forced to vote for everyone 
of them or against everyone of them. 
He Is not permitted to exercise his 
judgment in choosing which he will 
oppose and which he will favor. But 
if a voter favors a majority vote 
for the issuance of road bonds, etc., 
and opposes other provisions of this 
amendment he can vote againt this 
resolution (No. 18.) and for Senate 
Joint Kesolution No. 4. If he favors 
bonded warehouses and opposes otb. 
er parts of tbi amendment ee can 
vote against this one and for senate 
Joint Itesolutlon No. 4. The ballot on 
No. 4 gives the voter the opportunity 
to vote for the road bond feature 
against ware houses or for one or 
both as he sees fit.

If the amendment is adopted the 
legislature can Issue all the bonJs of 
the class in paragraph two, ttar^ and 
four that It desires and pay whatever 
rate of Interest It may wish. There is 
no limit. So it is a guess as to how 
many bonds (In dollars) will be Is­
sued. But If the legislature heeds 
the demands that will be made, the 
account will be something like this;

For the University, 62,000,000; 
for the Penitentiary, $3,000,000; for 
other institutions, $1,000,000; or a 
grand total of SIX MILLION DOL- 
LORS. In addition to this, the Leg­
islature will be called upon to Ap­
propriate two million dollars to pay

the debts of the Penitentiary system 
for the reason that under the terms 
of the amendment the proceeds of 
the Penitentiary bonds can only be 
used for buildings and permanent 
improvements. Tlie Legislature 
struck from the amendment that 
part which authorized the use of the 
bond money to pay the Penitentiary 
debts.

“ The little leaks on the farm seem 
innumerable.

“ There is the waste occasioned by 
poor fences. Waste In both money 
and time. Live stock will in an hour’s 
time ruin enough of a crop to more 
than pay for a new fence.

“ We find high-priced farm ma­
chinery unprotected and weather­
beaten standing in various places a- 
bout the farm.
, “ If the housewife would set a $15 

sewing machine in the rain for an 
hour, she would be branded as a good 
for nothing careless housewife, and 
rightly so, but what about the hus­
band that leaves a $150 binder in 
the rain, sun, snow, and sleet for 
months and the corn-plow where he 
finished the last row of corn, and 
the wheat-drill half full of w’heat In 
the corner of the field until time to 
use them again?

“ Corn is thrown to the hogs on 
muddy ground, bushels at a time, 
and half of It wasted.

Good, fresh, warm separator milk 
is poured into a leaky trough to the 
pigs, and the greater part of It Is 
permitted to soak into the ground.

“ Live clock la not properly pro­
tected in the winter, and a greater 
amount of feed Is necessary. Hay and 
other roughage is fed in such man. 
ner that the greater amount of it is 
trampled under tho animal’s feet, y.

“ In the matter now before me af­
fecting the Japanese everything that 
is within my power to do will be 
done and all forces, military and civ­
il, of the United States, which I may 
lawfully employ will be so employed.

nla he chose the later, anr said so 
in words that were hrutally frank. 
He ignored the (lestlon of states’ 
rights and exhibited an utter disre­
gard of the feelings and sentiment of 
the white people of California. He 
won his point.

Itci'enily there has been another 
outburst of Anti-Japanese feeling In 
California. President Wilson does not 
believe in the Big Stick and thinks 
reason is a more effective weapon. In 
stead of threatening California with 
the army and navy he sent his secre­
tary of state to reason with Its legls 
lature. When the legislature acted 
contrary to his wishes. Instead of 
sending a warlike message to con­
gress, as Roosevelt did, he telegraph 
ed' to Governor Johnson a frank 
statement of the situation and asked 
him to veto the obnoxious law, ad­
ding:
