.Mexico City, Aug. 26.— President 
Wilson’s personal representative, 
John I.,lud will leave the Mexican 
capital tomorrow proceeding to Vera 
Cruz.

Mud called on Foreign Minister 
Gamboa today and said good bye. 
There was nothing in their conver- 
sa$Ton regarding resumption of nego­
tiations or to indicate that Mexico 
would recede from herposltion.

Dind will sail from Vera Cruz at 
an early date, presumably on a battle 
ship.

It is expected that William Bayard 
Hale, who has been in Mexico City in 
an official capacity, will accompanv 
Dind or leave soon after him.

Rumors persist that Gen. Trevino 
who has been summoned to the cap­
ital will become provisional presi­
dent, but confirmation im lacking and 
this report is offset by another that 
Huerta has called in most of the re­
tired officers and many of those on 
detached service to report for duty.

Gen. Felix Diaz who started for Ja­
pan as special Mexican ambassador, 
is also said to have received a sum- 
mns to return to the capital.

Following receipt of the Mexico 
.Message, President Wilson and Cabi­
net held a midnight meeting and the 
two Congressional Committees on 
foreign relations endorsed the mes­
sage to be read to congress indicat­
ing Washington’s policy.

The further course of the United 
States government will be one of non­
interference in hopes that present ef­
forts and pressure of foreign gOTern- 
nients will constitute moral suasion 
that will ultimately bring peace in 
Mexico.

The message makes it plain that 
there will be no lifting of the em­
bargo on arms and that no faction 
or government in Mexico will be al­
lowed to receive munitions of war 
from the United States and that ths 
bnredr patrol will be Increased if nec­
essary.

Direct Election of Benntors.
Gov. Colquitt filed, without bis ap­

proval, the bill providing for the e-
lection of United States Senators by 
direct vote of the people. He also fil­
ed, with his approval, the bill amend­
ing the act passed ai tne regular ses­
sion of the Thirty-third legislature 
relating to the governing of the State 
experimental stations. With the fil­
ing of these bills there are left only 
the departmental, eleemosynary, edu­
cational and miscellaneous appropria­
tion bills and the penitentiary meas­
ure yet to be acted upon by the Ex­
ecutive.

The bill relating to the election of 
'United States Senators provides that 
when any vacancy occurs In the rep- 
rc-sentatlon of this State in the Unit­
ed States the Governor shall within 
■ten days issue writs of election to fill 
such vacancy, which election shall be 
held not less than sixty days nor 
more than ninety days after such 
vacancy occurs. It Is provided that if 
('ongress or the Senate is in session 
(at the time of the vacancy or should 
convene before such election or be­
fore the, rusult of It can he official­
ly ascertained under the law, the 
Governor shall make temporary ap­
pointment to represent the state un­
til the election and qualification of a 

! senator can be made.
Provision is made that no person 

sball be entitled to a position on the 
official ballot who shall have spent 
in the campaign preceding the nom­
ination more than $5,000, or who 
shall have failed or refused to com­
ply with any provisions of the law 
regulating the collection and dis­
bursement of funds preceding? the 
election.

When there is a second primary, 
each candidate for the United States 
Senate, may expend in his own be­
half, under regulations prescribed by 
this act, an additional $1,000.

The bill amending the act govern­
ing the state experiment otatlons pro­
vides that the principal experiment 
station, located at the .A.&M. College. 
(Shall remain there as a permanent 
institution, and continue under the 
supervision of the board of managers 
of A. & .M. College, the board to have 
Authority to accept from the Federal 
|Governmeiit such aid, in its support, 
as It now or which may hereafter be 
provided by Congress.

cials have leaned to a course so drast 
Ic as to be almost persecution— tend­
ing to prevent legitimate investment 
pnd development.

There is a move on foot now for 
general conference of all classes of 
citizenship except politicians to e- 
volve aif anti-trust law that will pro­
tect the public against monopoly and 
at the same time permit healthy !n- 
ivostinent and encourage a fair co- 
joperation of capital and reasonable 
control of corporations.

Surface Water and Kain.
It has probably been always un­

der stood that a country becomes 
more seasonable as more land is re­
duced to cultivation. Now comes 
Henry Exall who suggests that evap­
oration of surface water serves to sat­
urate the atmosphere and rain comes 
as a result.

Now, we ought to take advantage 
of the favors offered by nature. There 
is probably not a guarter section of 
land in Scurry County but has some 
sort of a draw or depression where 
a lake could be formed.

There are thousands of places 
which at no very great expense could 
be made to Impound several acres of 
water. Many farms have places suit­
able for a five, ten or fifteen acre 
lake from which considerable scopes 
of lower 'land could be easily Irri­
gated.

Besides this means of irrigation, 
the evaporation in the lake would 
carry the moisture to the atmos­
phere, and with numbers of these 
lakes in a community, there would 
be enough evaporation to bring a- 
bout rains and thus a double purpose 
is provided. It is surely worth try­
ing.

Samples of Fine Com.

urday from his farm five miles 
southeast of Snyder. He brought in 
four as fine stalks of corn as any 
body ever raised and each bore two 
ears of corn. Mr. Rhodes has an 
acre b f this corn on overflow land 
and says he will get 45 bushels.

The result of overflow is an object 
lesson in irHgation and there are 
thousands of acres of farm land In 
Scurry county that could be irrigat­
ed at no very great expense.

On this uc- 
ccunt no new departments can be put 
in and the scliuuls will be over taxed 
for room and possibly some of their 
present facilities may have to lie a- 
bandoned.

The Governor says he can issue 
deficiency warrants if it becomes 
necessary and the chances are that It 
may have to he done.

It is to be regretted that the al­
lowances for the various asylums 
must he cut short. It is hoped that 
some ineuns can be found to stop 
what Senator Willacy calls “ near- 
graft” so that the heavy tax rate 
levied upon the people will be enough 
to support tlie staje institutions de­
cently.

UitizeiiM Will Work KuadN.
The local good roads committee 

had a meeting Tuesday evening in 
Judge Buchanan’s office to consult 
over the most effective plan for a 
general road building campaign.

It is proposed to make this a coun­
ty-wide movement and each road 
overseer will be asked to take the 
lead in his community and every 
ablebodied man regardless of age,will 
he asked to put in two days at road­
work.

This is a move of pure patriotism 
and every man is expected to help.

The committee will designate Oc­
tober 1 and 2 as road days.

The committee suggests that the 
men who live in town shall be as­
signed certain sections of road and 
men outside of town will be expected 
to work on their sections. Judge 
Buchanan will issue a call and will 
more fully explain the plan.

Our I'l'oltahlc Cotton Crop.
A great many farmers are of the 

opinion that Scurry county will pro­
duce twice as much cotton this year 
as last. If so we will round out with 
at least 15,000 bales.

The opinion is based on the fact 
that the crop is nearly or quite as 
good as it was in the best part last 
year and in large scopes of the coun­
ty that made almost no cotton last 
year, the prospects are very promis­
ing this year.

An exchange in discussing the leg­
islature appropriation of $25,000 to 
Comptroller Lane to be used in en­
forcing the liquor laws, asks; “ What 
sort of democracy is that?” It is the 
uanie sort that undertakes to limit 
a candidate’s campaign expenses and 
to say what citizen shall or shall not 
run for office.

OROANI^KD MARKETING

One paragraph in the resolutions 
adopted by the state meeting of the 
Farmers' Union says:

” We declare that marketing Is of 
paramount importance in farming 
and the keynote to agricultural pros­
perity. We are opposed to any re­
laxation of effort on the part of gov- 
eniineiit in prompting practical 
science in production and on the 
otlier hand, favor more vigorous ao- 
tion on tlie part of all agencies to 
improve agriculture methods and we 
pledge tile co-operation of the Union 
to that end. But If the Government 
is now assisting agriculture to the 
extent of its financial ability, we fa- 
:or a transfer of a portion of the ap­
propriation from production to mar­
keting. it is our belief that out of 
every dollar appropriated by Federal 
and State Governments, donated by 
individuals, corporations or organiza­
tions, at least fifty per cent should 
be spent ill improving marketing con­
ditions, and we reconimeiid that all 
agricultural appropriations be made 
upon this basis.”
