Last Sund.y County Judge, J. H,
Cochran and Veterinarian, Dr. Ste-
venson were called out to the east

part of the county to make investi-
gation concerning a disease that has
been discovered among the horses of
that community,

While the disease has not become
very wide-spread, it appears to be
very fatal to horses contracting it.
While Judge Cochran and Dr. Steven-
son were there a horse died with it
and another appeared very ill. The
sick &nimal was vaccinated and at
last report was improving.

The disease appears to begin on
the body and works its way to the
neck and throat, throwing the ani-
mals into convulgions and often chok
ing them to death. Dr. Stevenson
pronounced the disease the deadly
Charbon that is so fatal to stock
where it prevails.
