Now what is to keep cotton held for 
a year, or until 1915, from selling 
for a fancy price.

The Dallas News or Saturday gave 

reports of cotton markets on Friday 
from thirty Texas towns. Prices 
ranged from 7 cents to $7.90. Mostly 
7.25 to 7.50. At Ennis cottonseed 
brought $16 a ton, at Greenville $17 
at Gainesville $18, at Denison $15.

The tendency of political thought 
for several months has been so much 
toward government ownership of In­
dustries that even the Cotton Seed 
Crushers have been encouraged to 
try to unload their cotton oil mills on 
the State. A number of oil mill men 
met in Dallas a few days ago and 
discussed the matter, and a further 
meeting was to be held this week In 
Houston, to probably prepare a pro­
position to Governor Colquitt to buy 
all the oil mills up for the State.

The ('rushers have seen how poli­
ticians have favored control of the 
private affairs of the people, how, 
the government Is asked to bring the 
money out of hiding to be loaned to 
farnters at a very low rate of Inter­
est. The ’.aw is to step into private 
affairs and tay just how much rent 
the tenant must pay. then It is to 
say how many a<Tes he shall plant Tn 
cotton. The State has its record to 
show as a farmer with convict labor 
and Is now trying to extend Its busl- 
nets operations Into the field of 
banking.

These things have caused the oil 
mill men to look upon the State as 
an easy mark for exploiting and It 
leads them to say: “ If you think we 
are not toting fair, buy us out and 
try it yourself.”  The object of the 
mill men probably has two edges— 
either to unload their holdings on 
the state, or to stop legislative and 
executive criticism of their methods

They are not going out of the seed 
crushing business— but they may 

I think to prevent the passage of any 
I more regulation laws.

Scurry county has made more than 
twice as much cotton this year as 
last and more feed stuff than in 
three years put together. Last spring 
and the year before the farmers had 
to buy feed for their stock In order 
to make a crop. This fall they have 
sold hundreds of tons of feed and 
most farmers have enough feed stor­
ed to run them two years..

They will not have to huy feed 
next year to make a crop. Probably, 
nearly every fanner has a few hogs 
and feed to make them fat, so they 
will not have to buy meat next year. 
Theee facts look sufficient to show 
that this country Is In good fix.

Of course the people are disap­
pointed over the price of cotton. We 

! expected to get 10 or 12 cents for the 
cotton and now to have to take seven 
j rents it Is a hard proposition, how- 
lever with the feed stuff for sale and 
already sold, the people may pull

through with selling Just a part of 
the cotton and certainly prices will 
be better later on. It takes a while 
to get the market adjusted after so 
sudden a collapse. Merchants, man­
ufacturers and business men in all 
lines are trying to evolve a plan to

take care of the cotton producer and 
they’ll find a way to do it.

Local merchants and bankers are 
doing all they can to help bridge ov­
er and there ought to be a mutual 
confidence and co-operation main­
tained so that a brighter day may 
scon come. Let the people live as 
much as possible at home and quit 
expecting starvation and the country 
will build up in new hope, new peo­
ple and new aspirations.

Judge Norman O. Kittrell of Har­
ris county has an unenviable repu­
tation as a jurist. In announcing bla 
decision in the Lane-McLeir.ore case 
he said:

I am sure it was never the 
intention of the legiclature to 
disfranchise thousands of Dem­
ocratic voters simply because of 
the negligence of the county 
chairman. There was no evi­
dence to show that any except 
Democrats voted in any of the 
five counties. I hold that the 
provisions of the election law 
requiring the pledge to be print­
ed on the ballot Is merely discre 
tional and not mandatory.
This decision has aroused the ire 

of the editor of the Weatherford Dai­
ly Herald. He holds that unless a bal­
lot contains the pledge it is void and 
should not be counted. The Herald 
says:

The news from Houston last 
Saturday was that Judge Kit­
trell had decided in favor of 
Jeff Mcl.,emore as the nominee 
of the Democratic primary in 
July over W. P. Lane, for tbs 
office of Congressman-at-Large 
from Texas. In another column 
editorializing from the Fort 
Worth Record, written In Mr. 
Fitzgerald's choicest persiflage- 
nous style, and beneath its sur­
face is the dimly coicealod 
sneer at the Democratic Institu­
tion requiring a man to agree to 
support the nominee of the 
parly.
Judge Kittrell has been a law ma­

ker as well as a law interpreter dur­
ing his most interesting career as a 
citizen of the l,one Star State. He is 
not a piwjudiced judge. He is a life 
long prohibitionist.His interpretation 
of the law should be satisfactory to 
all consistent Democrats. A man who 
participatec in a political primary is 
in honor bound to support the nom­
inees. Why should he be compelled 
to make a pledge? Why should he be 
compelled to make an oath that he 
is a Democrat and will support the 
nominees? A man who will break his 
word will break his oath. Its sanc­
tity would not hold him to the party 
or its standard bearers.— F'ort Worth 
Record.

The Record argues away from the 
question. It is not whether the pri­
mary election law is good or bad. It 
is not a question whether voters will 
or will not perjure themselves. The 
question i?— How could Judge Kit­
trell or any other learned jurist in­
terpret the law as he has.

I duty and responsibility to God and 
I  his fellow man.

It seems that the question hingeij 
on the votes of five certtiln counties 
where the pledge was not irlnted on 
the tickets and Lane contended that 
these shmilil not l)e counted. Judge 
Kittrell held othenvi?e and Lane will 
seek the opinion of the Civil Court 
of Appeals.

Here s what the law says; Chapter 
10, Section 187. No official ballot for 
primary election shall have on it any 
symbol or device or any printed mat­
ter except a primary test, to be uni­
form throughout the state which 
shall reail as follows;

‘T am a (insert party or organiza­
tion of which the voter is a member) 
and pledge myself to support tbC 
nominees of this primary,” and any 
ballot which shall not contain such 
test printed above the names of the 
candidates thereon shall be void and 
shall not l)o counted.” Article 3076 
Revised Statutes. Notes by Attorney 
General:

1. ‘ ‘The tect prescrilied for^'parti- 
eipation in tlie primary election of 
any poltical party cannot be omit­
ted from the official ballot for the 
primary election.

2. “ A citizen may not vote for or 
against some proposition in a pri­
mary election without pledging him­
self to support the candidates nom­
inated therein.”

We must confess that in our quest 

for an answer to the question, “ What 
is eniergeriry currency for?” our 
nelghl)or, the Sun offer.s no enlight­
enment.

If we accept its intimation that 
emergency currency does not 
strengthen banking and commercial 
credit, then, once more, what Is It 
for?

If we admit that with a thousand 
millions of this currency available 
it has no particular bearing upon the 
price of bank credit, then, agan, 
what is it for?

If we confess that currency based 
on state and municipal bonds and 
approved commercial paper, the very 
bed rock of .American credit and 
wealth. Is “ populistic inflation’’ then 
finally, why was it devised by .Mes­
srs Aldricli and Vreeland, two sound 
money repul)Iicnns. and why was it 
accepted l)y a sound money congress?

One thing in regard to the emer­
gency currency act is very clear— it 
was not designed to promote strin­
gency and panic. It was not expected 
to enricli money lenders. Nobody who 
voted for it had any otlier idea than 
that in times of financial stress, of­
ten wholly irrational, it would oper­
ate not only to strengthen real cred­
it l)ut to provide a circulating med­
ium of uudouhted security when tim­
idity or speculation had locked up 
Hie real money of the republic.

What do we see today? There Is a 
comparitively small issue of emergen­
cy notes. Bank credits in tlie United 
States, a nation at peace, with all the 
world, are ciuoted at 7, K and 9 per 
cent, wliereas, in England, F'rance, 
Gerniany, Austria, Belgium and Hol­
land. ail but one of them at war. tliey 
range from 3 to 7 per cent. We are 
not. making use of our emergency 
notes. So far as they are in use tliey 
arc' shylooked.

Tlie World's que'tion lias been 
asked in all sincerity. What is emer­
gency riirrency for?

The people of Texas who have kept 
posted on tlie tiilsinanagenieiit of the 
lieiiltentlary system and who reinem- 
lier what a failure resulted from an 
attempt to put the state in the rail­
road iMisiness, are not enthusiastic 
over the matter of going into the 
li.inktng hiiriiioss.

A New York newspaper said th« 
I other day that Mr. IJoyd-flcorge, the 

British chancellor of the exchequer, 
fostered schemes for ‘‘the permanent 
pauperization of the people.”

This newspapt'r had in mind the old 
age pension system. An old age pen­
sion is the exorbitant sum of $1.25 a 
week, allowed to destitute persons of 
good character who are past seventy. 
It is a fact that in England farmhands 
are lucky if they get $4 a week. Most 
of them get |3.50. That is the scale 
of wages.

"They who begrudge the British 
poor their old age pension." said J. 
Bhelps Stokes, “ remind me of tbe 
slave owner of Malden.

! had been in the family till be was 
I seventy years old. Seeing that there 

was very little more work left in the 
old man, the squire sent for him one 
day and said pompously:
