HORRIBLE TRAG
EDY NEAR PYRON

Body of A, L. Peters Slashed With
Knife and Hanged at Old
Pyron,

News was received here last Fri-

day afternoon of a serious tragedy at
old Pyron, five miles southeast
Hermleigh. Sheriﬂ Merrill hurried to
the southbound Santa Fe train to
g0 to the scene of the trouble.,
Later telephoned for other offi-

cers to go, saying a man had been
kilied.

Justice of the Peace, G. W. Brown,
Special Prosecutor C. C. Higgins and
Undertaker R. M. Stokes went down
! during the night. They were joined
by Deputy Sheriff T. H. Bills.

They found the dead body of a
stranger namced A, L. Peters hang-
| ed by the neck in the barn of J. M.
Armstrong. At first there was a hint
of suicide, but it was found that the
throat was cut, ®ith wrists showed |
large gapping gashes made by a
knife. There were eight stab wounds
over the heart. Bruises were on the
elbow and on top of the head, as if
inflicted by heavy blows.

It is said that out in the fleld
some distance from the barn, evi-
dences were found of a struggle.

All these circumstances tend to
establish a theory of murder, but up
to Monday morning, no specific sus-
picions or clews had been establish-
ed.

RUBBER MAKERS
MAKE LAND DEALS

Akron (0O) Syndicate Wijll Cultivate
Shirub on Large Tract
in Texas.

Marathon, Texas, Nov. 28.—Con-
tracts have been entered into by a
syndicate of Akrom, ©Ohio men with a
number of ranch owners of this sec-
tion for the right to grow and gather
the guayule shrub upon their respec-
tive properties, the area involved be-
ing several million acres of land. The
contracts cover 12 years. It is said to
be the purpose of the syndicate to
ship the guayuie shrub to Akron,
where it will be.manutactured into
crude rubber.

The men who are interested im
the proposition are said to be promi-
nently identified with the rubber in-
dustry. The construction of a large
crude rubber factory either at Mara-
thon or Alpine is also said to be in
contemplation by the syndicate.

The value of the zuayule shrub as
a rubber produecing plant has been
thoroughly demonstrated, it is claim-
ed. The only factory for making
crude rubber in the United States is
located here. It i§ owned by the
Rockefeller-Aldrich Interests which
also have large guayule rubber hold-
ings in Mexico, its factories and
shrub producing land in that country
representing an original investment
of more than $30,000,000.

The guayule shrub grows wild np:
on a large area of country around
Marathon in the upper Rio Grande
border region, of Texas. Experiments
that were conducted inpropagating
the shrubs from ithe seed have proved
entirely successful and it is said to be
the plan of the Akron Syndicate to
establish a large plantation. The
shrubs reach a commercial size in
about three years.

The - guayule rubber interests in
the Torreon distriet of Mexico where
a number of factories are situated, is
being slowly revived after a long pe-
riod of inactivity.
