W hen th e  deputy  sherifi got the re  
he fouiul J. H. Jo rd a n  who was about
00 years  old, lying deail in the  yard 
at  th e  hom e of Dutch Jo rd an ,  abou t 
four  miies from his own home, about 
two miles sou theas t  of Dutiii.

Dutch met the  officer and said he 
guesst'd he had violated the  law.

Hill Jo rd a n  was s it t ing  in the  dug 
out in th e  yard overcome with grief. 
,Iusti»e T. t' . Stinson viewed tlie body 
of th e  dead man and asked the  boys 
\ .h o  killed th e ir  fa th e r  and it is said 
tliey both suici tliat Dutch did it.

It is learned th a t  the re  were two
1 ttllet wounds in the  body and one 
in the  head, it is said tliat the  
hoys say tlie troub le  came up over a 
business m a tte r ,  but lieyotid these 
s ta te m e n ts  the  boys decline to ta lk , 
except to say tha t  Hill had notliitig 
w hatever to  do with it.

He has reared  
a large family and  was looked upon 
ns one of the  best citizens of his com­
munity.
