A fter the  L usitaniaa had besn 

struck  by the German torpedo th ere  
followed a  second explosion. I t  was 
suggested by many su tbo ritie s  a t th«  
tim e th a t th is  was due to  the  use of 
a gun torpedo by the German snb« 
marines.

There is no doubt th a t the Ger­
mans are using th is new kind of to r­
pedo, for several BritUh ships which 
have been sunk would have kept a- 
float a fte r the  efforts of an ordinary  
explosive. In the Russo-Japanese 
w ar quite a num ber of w arships, 
struck  by torpedos go t safely into 
harbor. That was before the inven­
tion of the new torpedo.

Inside the torpedo Is a steel tube 
containing a six inch shell, the fuse 
of which is timed to explode a f te r  
the torpedo has penetrated the in te r­
ior of the vessel fired at.

This shell is really designed to  ex­
plode th e  magazine o fthe ship and 
so complete the destruction caused 
by the torpedo. Even If It falls to ex­
plode the magazine, it tears such a  
huge hole in the bottom of the ves­
sel th a t it is doomed, for nothing 
ran  stop the terrific rush of w ater.

who remem ber the modest p lant 
from which the flrst copies of the 
Dallas News was sent out about 26 
years ago, the growth of the News 
is a wonderful dem onstration of 
what capital, opportunity , brahis 
and energy ran do.

When I came to Ennis a montn 
ago I found the black land crops 
swiveling up from a drouth  which 
th reatened  the  cotton. T her^ had 
been no rain since early  in June. 
Corn was made, a fairly good crop, 
and a fair hay crop. The people say 
that they have made more feed stuff 
than for several years, but their 
cotton promised not more than a j 
fourth of a bale an acre— th a t looks ■ 
hard  for $125.00 land.

Then came the East India storm  
and a flood of rain  fell here for

I two days. It Is a question yet wheth- 
^er the rain will benefit cotton more 

I than it was damaged. A large per 
centage of the crop had quit grow­
ing and the flelds were alm ost white 
I with open bolls. This of course was 
J badly beaten out and much of it lost. 
,The plant is unusually small for this 
country.

Some of the old resldenters are 
still boosting but more people than 
ever before are turnUig their eyes 
to W est Texas and Tight now ear  
Chamber ^  '^m m egwe can do a 
splendid missionary work. A delega­
tion of farm ers and business men 
from Snyder, by a whirlwind tour 
through this country could Impress 
hundreds of hom eseekers to go to 
our part cf the S tate and they would 
make good citizens.

There is considerable im prove­
ment going on here. Several resi­
dences are being built, a Federal 
building going up, a city hall near­
ing completion and a new school 
building started . They have m ore 
school children than  Snyder, but 
are not nearly so well fixed in school ( 
buildings. .

Ennis owes her prosperity largely 
to the presence of the railroad shops 
and she doesn’t know yet if she will 
be perm itted to keep them.

I have watched the m aterial pro­
gress of Ellis oeunty for twenty- 
five years and it has been slow ns 
compared with the advancem ent of 
our W estern country. W ith our su­
perior climate, our fertile  soli and 
our intelligent and pogressive citi­
zenship, and with access to outside 
capital for the prom otion of indus- 
tTlal enterprises, Snyder will build 
faster and more substan tially  than 
have any of the C entral Texas 
towns.

causes of fire.

The S ta te  F ire  Insurance Com- 
I mission is now, and has been for 

some tim e, engaged in m aking a 
rigid Inspection of practically  every 
city and town in th e  S ta te  and, a f­
te r  the  inspection of th e  city or town 
is com pleted, is tak ing  up with its 
city officials the  question of elim in­
ating  o r correcting  the  hazardous 
conditions found. Many dangerous 
fire hazards exist In alm ost every 
city or town of the  a tate  and, in 
m any instances, they a re  due to lack 
of a proper conception of the  la ten t 
danger th a t lu rks in such conditions. 
F or example, the cereless and im­
proper handling of volatile oils has 
been, and is now, alm ost daily the 
source of very destructive fires. Poor 
electrical w iring, im proper in sta ll­
ed gasoline lighting system s, gas en­
gines and gas heating  devices; the 
accum ulation of rubbish, paper trash  
em pty boxes, barrels, etc., each and 
all create  a hazard th a t may, a t any 
m oment, b reak out in a serious flr<3 
or even a  conflagration.

The Commission believes th a t, if 
it can have the  enthuslaatic support 
and co-operation of th e  various cities 
and towns, m anifested by th e  adop­
tion and enforcem ent of the proper 
lire prevention ordinances and the 
carrying ou t of th e  instructions of 
the  Commission, which is also m ak­
ing a close Investigation of every 
auspicious fire  brought to  its  a tten ­
tion, tb a t th e  nnnual fire  w aste in 
th is s ta te  can be very substan tially  
reduced.

The commiaaion will be very grat­
ified If fire waste 'ean be reduced 
and kept to a fo in t wb»re »  general

Along this line I am in receipt of 
the following le tte r from a St. Louis 
produce commission dealer, one of 
the stra igh test in the trade, to whom 
I shipped car-lot stu ff, covering a 
period of ten years:

“ My atten tion  has been called to 1 
a le tte r of yours In the Houston 
Daily Chfontcle, which is in te rest­
ing throughout, and which m akes 
one statem ent th a t every commission 
dealer should appreciate, and to 
which the shipper never re fers in 
print. But as a shipper and d is tri­
butor you are fam iliar w ith all the 
facts in the case, and I am certainly 
very glad you presented the m atte r 
so nicely, as i t  will be read by every­
body in the trad e  with more than 
passing Interest.

The Im portant point you m ake Is 
when the  m arket breaks down and 
th e  speculator aeee fio m oney in 
buying, then  the producer consigns 
and if prices a re  not in line with 
w hat he sold a t when th e  m arket 
waa high, he denouncea the  whole 
fra te rn ity  of commission men and 
declares be will never oonaicn an o th ­
e r  ear. In a  word they expect the
