On Good Work of the Farmers’ Union
For years the Farmers' Union has endeavored to brinî  

about a cotton warehouse ami marketing system. Their 
slogan has been co-opo\otion and education. Those fa­
miliar with the work of that organization know that Its 
members are in hearty accord with the movement to 
build warehouses. They have been building warehouses 
for years past. But they also know that U Is going to 
take organization and persistent energetic effort to In­
duce the people to hold cotton In the warehouses. It can 
only become a reality by showing the benefits to be de­
rived. The farmer must be convinced that the expense 
of housing and holding his cotton plus the Interest he la 

compelled to pay for money borrowed to tide him over, la not in excess of 
(the probable Increase in the price of cotton during the same period. Tha 
■jtarmer cannot afford to speculate. He must play the safe game. His big 
brother In business must manifest a true spirit of cooperation; that la, he 
must do as he expects of the farmer. He must make aome aacrifice when 
it comea to cotton. Ha muat aselet In building warebouees without expecting 
to make money from their operation. Then, too, he must aaaiet In getting 
the lowest possible Interest rate on cotton as collataral. If stored in these 
warehouses.

It would seem that a receipt issued under this law fnmlahea all the safw- 
guards neces.-nry. The banks have approved it, hence there are no objeetlona 
except such as may be raised by the grower, the glnner and the warehouse­
man I shall not attempt In thts article to answer the objections which have 
been raised. I do not believe the three samples which ranet not exceed 1 1-3 
ounces each, or a total of one pound, w'ould exceed the amount taken out of the 
bale under the present sampling method, without taking Into consideration the 
benefit which comes to the grower i ;d buyer from being able to get a fair 
correct sample and having the cotton completely covered. Indeed, the three 
aamnles taken are not lost to the buyer. One of them mutt be preserved by 
the glnner and eventually sold fer the credit of the owner and the other two 
aauinles are given to the owner, one of which be must deposit with the cot- 
tun If stored and the other to bo used by him as he sees fit.

It may be admitted that some extra oxpense over present methods la oc­
casioned by the better wrapping and the aampllng but this should not exceed 
llfty cenu per bale. It la worth fifty canta par bala for the grower to hare

and will use its utmost endeavor for 
the localization of the conflict.”

' The cotton In the hlackland re- 
I gions in Uentral Texas promises the 
I poorest crop known in many years. 
Since the recent storm the foliage 
looks like it had been killed by frost. 
The leaves have dried up ami the 
stalk has shed what few forms there 
were. For awhile It was thought the 
plant would put on a new growth,

I hut that hope has vanished and now- 
jit is given up that the blackland crop 
will be far below normal.

The storm damage in South Texas 
has all the time been considered Ir­
reparable and weevils are taking 
what little top crop might have been. 
The mutter of price this year is not 
a (|uestion of supply and demand. It 
will depend on access to foreign con­
sumers and manipulation of the mar­
ket.

Secretary McAdoo proposes to 
leave the bankc without excuse in 
the matter of available money to 
handle the irop. His proposition >s 
to put the money in reserve banks 
to he loaned to farmers at six per­
cent on approved warehouse receipts. 
Some bniikers seem shy about han- 
tillng this reserve money on such 
terms, but other bankers are pro­
posing to do it.

The 1915 crop Is short, the world'n 
demand is greater than ever, and 
co-operation of banks, merchants 
and farmers is bound to result in 
unusually high prices for the cot­
ton.

Short crops and high priced land 
in central Texas are some of the In­
fluences now turning attention of 
the homeless people there to West 
Texas. Besides these the ending of 
the war in Europe will bring an un­
precedented Immigration to this 
country.

The heavy drain on the finance.  ̂
and resources of England, France 
and Servla and Germany has made it 
sure that those people will be crush­
ed for many years under the weight 
of taxation and those who can get 
away are apt to seek homes here. 
This will naturally inerease. the do- 
maud for land In West Texas.

Now, it is well for land merchants 
to heed the advice of Mr. Addison 
and not try to gel rlrh too quickly. 
Ho says this country is sure for 
seven years of prosperity, but we 
should not try to rush It. Instead of 
putting prohibitive prices on laud, 
we should keep it In mind that other 
sections of west Texas have land to 
sell and they want settlers the same 
as we do, and If we hold our land 
too high, the home seekers will go 
to the other parts of the west.

Now would be a good time for the 
Chamber of Commerce to compile a 
list of lands and flood the east with 
folders telling of Inducements to bo 
offered to the right class of heme 
seekers.

W'hy should we not seeure the e,o- 
operatlon of owners of ranch lands 
and pool these holdings and offer 
colonization propositions. The rail­
roads would gladly provide a sched­
ule of Homeseekers’ rates and the In­
flow of settlers would soon bring to 
Scurry county a population of 50,000 
•ind make Snyder a city of 10,000.

Nothing but the record of your 
losses in men and your expendltuie 
of money. True, I have lost certain 
colonial possessions, hut tliese I will 
trade for on tlie basis of delivering 
a part of tlie conquered territory I 
now hold. 1 shall, moreover, requir.j 
11 guaranty of the freedom of the 
seas, that hereafter all blockades of 
ports must be mulntalned effectively 
at the ports themselves, and not hv 
means of a cordon of vessels oper­
ating ill the open sea. That the In­
tegrity of Poland shall be effected 
by a oampact of the powers and that 
Turkey shall be permitted to hold 
her control of the Uosphorus and 
the sea of .Marmora. All of the in­
stitutions of Germany shall remain 
undisturbed.

The point of view of the quadruple 
entente is that they are going to con­
quer Germany after awhile, and that 
when they have accomplished this, 
have driven Germany mil of Hel- 
giiini, out of France and out of Kus­
sia, and have taken possession of 
Constantinople, tlien they will talk 
of peace on the basis of Cord As­
quith's speecli in the Guild Hall, .Nov. 
3. of last year, and that they inteiul 
to hold all of the colonies wrested 
from Germany and compel her to pay 
all the expenses to which they have 
been put in waging war against her.

How far would peace negotiations 
I proceed on such bases as these? It Is 
all well enough to hint at peace, but 
there will be no real attempt to end 
this struggle until the allies have 
tried out the effectiveness of the 
great drive for which they have been 
preparing all summer. If that fails 
the "irrediicibk minimum” promul­
gated by Premier Asquith will be re­
duced greatly. If It succeeds Ger­
many will be compelled to make­
peace on the best terms she can get.

L. Denton,

1 rMM|v^ a letter a few days ago 
from OWMWic J. L. Deaton, who re­
sides te ^ iia r , Cass county, Texas. 
Mr. Denton was kind enough to say 
that he has long been a reader of the 
Record, and that the Johnny Reb 
sketches have afforded him much 
pleasure. Mr. Denton is a native of 
Georgia, and when the clouds began 
to lower upon our beloved Southland, 
like all true sons of the south, be was 
ready and willing to go forth to bat­
tle In defense of the principles which 
were and are so dear to every true 
southerner. When his native state 
had cast her lot with her sister states 
of the South and the call to arms 
came, young Denton 20 years of age, 
enlisted at Morganton, Oa., April 21, 
1881, in Company E, Second Geargia 
Infantry, old Bob Tombs’ brigade. 
This cammand proceeded at once to 
Virginia, reaching there hi time to 
take part in the opening battle of 
the war, his command forming a part 
of Hood's division after that gallant 
gentleman bad been promoted to the 
rank of major general. Mr. Denton 
was with bis command in all the bat­
tles In Virginia In which Hood’s divi­
sion took part, and when Longstreet’s 
corps was ordered to Tennessee to re­
inforce Bragg, the command to which 
Mr. Deaton belonged was a part of 
that force, and took part in several 
of the battles of Tennessee, including 
that of Cbicamauga. The command 
spent the following winter in Ten­
nessee, but returned to Virginia in 
time to participate in the battle of 
the Wilderness. Mr. Denton’s com­
mand also took part in what was 
known as the Maryland campaign, as 
well as the Pennsylvania campaign, 
which culminated in the battle of 
Gettysburg, and during all these stir­
ring times and hard desperate fight­
ing when the constantly thinning 
ranks of the Confederate army were 
performing the prodigies of valor, en­
during privations and hardships 
never before endured by any army, 
and putting up such a fight as no 
other army has ever put up, especial­
ly when It is considered that the 
Confederate army bad sprung into 
existence like a mushroom in a night; 
that 90 percent of the men In the 
ranks were wholly without military 
training, and had hitherto been en­
gaged In peaceful pursuits, poorly 
armed and equipped, young Denton 
was in his place In the ranks deport­
ing himself as became a (rue son of 
the brightest land that the sun shines 
on, and doing Just as did thousands 
of his comrades without ever stop­
ping to think that they were doing 
anything out of the ordinary, and 
never realizing that their deeds of 
valor and heroism would go sound­
ing down the ages in song and story 
as long as the people of the world 
continue to admire true courage and 
devotion to duty.

.Mr. Denton continued to do his 
duty to the South as long as there 
was a cause to fight for and when the 
remnant of Lee’s battered legion 
stacked arms at Appomattox on that 
fatal April morning, he was still In 
his place In the ranks. Returning to 
his Georgia home, and seeing the 
ruin and desolation which Sherman 
and his bummers had visited upon 
that fair land in utter disregard of 
all laws of civilized warfare, and the 
young man having heard of a bright 
land further toward the setting sun, 
which needed men of brain and 
brawn to develop Its natural, wonder­
ful resources, he came to Texas In 
1868. In 1872 he went to the Chicka­
saw nation, now a part of Oklahoma, 
where he married and a few years 
later he came to Texas. He is now 
living In Kent county engaged In the 
cattle business, and says he is able 
to ride horseback attending to his 
cattle every day. He has seven grown 
children, six of whom are married, 
but his wife died about two years 
ago.
