Washingten, D. C.—President Wil-
son's address to congress next week
not only will treat upon greater pre-
paredness for national defense, but
'will call to the attention of Congress

The President intends to recom-

{mend that the Sherman law be amend
ed to include severe penalties for such
restraints of trade.

jcan by the President.
In several recent speeches the Pres-
'ident has spoken of ‘‘America first”
rand called upon Americans to stand
united.
