THE SOUTHWESTERN TELE-
GRAPH AND TELEPHONE COM-
PANY, ITS SUCCESSORS AND
ASSIGNS, THE RIGHT TO CON-
STRUCT, RECONSTRUCT, MAIN-
TAIN AND OPERATE A TELE-
PHONE EXCHANGE IN THE
CITY OF SNYDER, TEXAS, AND
TO CONSTRUCT, RECONSTRUCT
EXTEND AND MAINTAIN /1TS
POLES, WIRES, CABLES, DUCTS
AND OTHER CONSTRUCTION
AND APPURTENANCES, ALONG,
ON, ABOVE AND UNDER THE
STREETS, ALLEYS AND PUB-
LIC GROUNDS OF THE CITY OF
SNYDER, TEXAS, FOR A TERM
OF TWENTY-FIVE YEARS.
Section 1. Be it ordained by the

City Council of the City of Snyder,

Texas, that for the term of twenty-

five (25) years from the acecept-

ance hereof, the right is hereby
granted the Southwestern Telegraph
and Telephone Co., its successors and
assigns, to construct, reconstruct, ex-
tend and maintain its poles, wires,
cables, ducts and the appurtenances
thereto along, on, above and under
all the streets and alleys and pub-
lic grounds of the city of Snyder,

Texas within the present limits of

said city and as same may be here-

after extended.

Section 2. The rights herein grant-
ed are not exclusive, but the said
council may grant similar rights to
any other person or corporation at
any time provided such grant shall
not interfere with the exercise of
the privileges herein granted.

Section 3. The location of all
poles, stubs and guys used by the
said grantee, its successors and as-
signs, in the construction and main-
tenance of its telephone system in
the said city of Snyder, Texas and
the location of all conduits used and
laid by the grantee, its successors
and assigns, within the limits of the
said city of Snyder, Texas, under this
franchise shall be subject to the con-
trol and direction of the city council
of said eity, such control and diree-
tion to be reasonable. The surface of
any street, ally, highway or publie
place disturbed by the grantee, its
successors and assigns, in building,
constructing or maintaining a tele-

phone exchan e as hereunder author-
ized, shall be restored within a reas-
onable time, to as good condition as
before commencement of the work,
and no street, alley or public place
shall be encumbered for a longer pe-
riod than shall be necessary to exe-
cute the work. The said grantee, its
successors and assigns shall hold the
city of Snyder free from all dam-
ages that may be recovered against
it by reason of any negligence on the
part of the said grantee, its succes-
sors and assigns, in the construction,
maintainance and operation of the
said telephone exchange,

Section 5. The said Southwestern
Telegraph and Teleplione Company
shall pay to the said city of Snyder,
Texas, the sum of eighty ($80.00)
dollars per year during the life of
this franchise, provided that when
the subseribers reach 500 subsecrib-
ers, exclusive of farmer subseribers,
The Southwestern Telegraph & Tele-
phone Company agrees to pay sald
city twenty-five ($25.00) per year in
addition to the said eighty $80.00)
dollars and twenty-five ($25.00) dol-
lars more per year for each addition-
al 500 subscribers, exclusive of far-
mer subsecribers, the same being pay-
able on the first day of July of each
vear,

Section 5. Upon acceptance, this
franchise shall supersede and annul
all franchises now held by the South-
western Telegraph and Telephone
Company.

Section 6. This ordinance shall
take effect and be in force from af-
ter its passage and the filing by said
company of an unconditional written
acceptance of the terms of this fran-
chise in the office of the City Secre-
tary of the said city.

This 15th day of May, 1916.
