Faced by demands from tlic conductors, engineers, firemen and brakemen 

that would impose on the country an additional burden in transportation costs of 
 ̂ $100,000,000 a year, the railroads propose that this wage problem be settled by 

reference to an impartial Federal tribunal.
With these employes, whose efficient service is acknowledged, the railroads 

have no differences that could not be considered fairly and decided justly by such 
a public body.

Railroads Urge Public inquiry and Arbitration
The fomial proposal of the railroads to the employes for the settlement of 

the controversy is as follows:
“ O u r  confcrrncci  have Jem ons tra ted  that  we vannot h a rn ion ir r  our  difterenres of opin ion and that  eventually  the 
matters in controversy must  be passed upon  by other and disinterested agencies I 'herefore ,  we propose tha t  your

reasonab le ;  or, in the event the In terstate Commerce Commission canno t ,  u n d e r  existing laws, act in the premisca, 
that  we jointly request Congress  to take  such action as may be necessary to enab le  the C om miss ion to consider and

INSECT POISONS YOUR FOOD
One* Our People Understand Danger

They Will Perform Big Cleaning 
Juat as Army Doctors Had to

Do In the Tropics.

NE of th e  m ost 
dangerous circum­
stances about the  
housefly is th a t  he 
looks harmless, 
if be  looked like 
an alligator or a 
■‘thousand-legged” 
bug, most of us 
would be deathly 
afraid of him and 
all bis tribe. And 
wo would tak e  
immediate action 
to  cause bis ex­
termination.

Hut t h e  fl y 
looks just  as in­

nocent as a glass of whisky—and the  
warm, clear, amber intoxicant ce r­
tainly doesn't display the  mlsi'ry 
to bo found In its depths. Yet ho 
probably is the more or less direct 
cause of a hundred times as  many 
deaths  yearly in liio United S ta tes  as 
the  alligator, the gila m onster and the 
rattlesnake. W asps and centiiK'des are  
h a rm less—-and the deadly saurian and 
reptiles  mind their own business.

Preys on Ignorance.
The fly, on the contrary, butts  Into 

everybody’s busin<-ss, spreading t ro u ­
ble as ho goes. In the disguise of 
harmlessness ho preys on ignorance 
and carries into oor homes the germs 
of some of the most common and K.tal 
diseases tha t afilict this country.

This Is the way he performs. The 
fly feeds at a spittoon which has  just 
been used by a consumi)live. On bis 
hairy feet and body ho carries away 
tuberculosis germs, ( ' r  he visits a 
vault contaJuing the e.vcrcment of a 
typhoid pat unit, d r  he cxplon s a dead 
animal and loads nj) wi' l̂i putrefaction 
bacteria. In each instance, usually, 
he brings his poisonous presence into 
our homos and rubs bis llltby person 
on the mouth of the cr<'am pitcher, on 
the butter, on the bread, or on the  loaf 
sugar—or on the  lips of baby asleep 
!n her crib.

Iteading such things as this sickens 
the person of del lento stnmnch and is 
disgusting to everyone. Hut you must 
know the rotten trutli for the  protcr- 
Von of yourself and your family. If 
^ou really will appreciate  just how 
filthy and dangerous the housefly is, 
you will rise up with all the  o ther good 
people of the community and i)orrorni 
such a  cleaning as this town never 
has seen. And you will keep It cleaned 
up.

Army Camps Clean.
Have you ever visited a regular 

army camp, or oven a s ta te  militia en ­
campment? Do you know why the 
sanitary officers take such elaborate 
precautions to  destroy all waste  m a t­
te r—why all garbage, excreta, used 
bandages, etc., are burned and the 
toilet and garbage cans so carefully 
covered? It is because our arm y peo 
pie learned some frightfully costly Ics 
sons a t  Chickamauga and in Cuba du r­
ing the  Spanieli Anierican war and in 
the  Philippines a  liftlo later.

Thousands of our soldiers died of 
typhoid fever and dysentery distributed 
by flies. In fact more of the boys in 
blue succumbed to disease than t<i 
wounds afllietcd by the < nemy. llow 
did tile doctors b'nni th a t  the fly was 
the lenl nic-ssenger of doaih? Py 
clever scieTnit c di ^-etivo work. 'Tlii;re 
was Dr. William Cor.y ’S. now .a p'li- 
cral, who wiili a  hi.-hly trained corps 
of scieiifists trac: d Uie sources o;' 
these  dlw'Oses in-til they found U.o 
fly to bo (lio 'illy d isuiouu-r. No.v 
he’s marked tor ,;. .itii l)y the ai my.

Your Help Needed In Teaching Thie 
Community Dangers From Fllsa 

Which Spread Disease,

Once there  was a  man in th is  town 
who thought the  germ idea was "all 
bunk.” He declared up and down that 
it  was a  fad of the  doctors and a 
schem e to scare  people out of the ir  
wits and make money playing on their  
fears. He is wiser than  be  was nine 
years  ago, but the  lesson was expen­
sive and sad—be lost one of bis chil­
dren with scarlet fever because he 
thought the disease wasn 't  catching.

I T h is  Is an  enlightened community, 
I but there  a re  still a  lot of people here 
. who pooh-pooh all the  fuss we’re mak- j Ing about the  fly d inger .  They jeer 
i and insist i t ’s th e  work of a  bunch of 

slick doctors and fool women who 
i ought to  be home minding their babies. 
' You would bo surprised at the  number 
- of moBsbacks who th ink this fly talk 

is “all bunk,” too. A mossback is all 
I r ight until ho becomes a danger to the 
i health of the  neighborhood by his stiib- 
! born ignorance in refusing to help 

wipe out the sources of disease and 
I exterm inate  disease carriers.

Make it your business to convert the 
mossbacks and get them into the  army 
tha t  is to wage war on the whole fly 
tr ibe hero th is  summer. Once they are 
on “our side” th ey  will be \a luable  
fighters because of their  stubbornness, 
lie a  missionary!

FAKE THESE PRECAUTIONS
One of Our Townswomen Tells 

1 How She Rid Her Home of 
Fly Pest Last Summer. ’

The thoughtful husband and wjfc 
take great pride In tlio fact tha t few 

, flies a re  to  be seen about the ir  home 
during the  summer, it  should bo the 
proud boast of every family in this 
town, for tlie absence of flies indicates 
a clean and healthful home place.

\Vc were discussing recently the 
proposition of a  local campaign against 
flics with one of the best known wom­
en in this community.

I “I will be glad to  help in every way 
possible,” slio declared, “and I’m sure 
tha t  if we all work together we can 
reduce th e  amount of disease 50 per 
cent here this summer—especially 
sum m er complaint among children and 
typhoid fever among the men and 
women.

“Do you know we hud hardly any 
flies around our place last summer? 
Of course, it was a cool summer, but I 

, believe our efforts to be free of flics 
had much to do with their  absence, 

i “We screened the  house early. We 
I hung two fly trai)s near the kitchen 
' door close to  the  garbage can. Wo put 
I one trap  a t  the door opening from the 
I dining room into the  side yard. We 
I liurned most of tlio garbage— peelingvi 
I and things. We had the m anure  hauled 
I away every Saturday morning. And 
I we used plenty of disinfectant around 
I the outhouse. It wasn’t  much trouble 
I once wo got the  habit.”

KEEP FLIES FROM THE SICK

One Fly May Bring Sickness to Your 
Family—Take No Chances.

Keep flics away from the sick. One 
fly contaminated by typhoid germs 
may fall into a can of milk and spread 
Contagion through the entire  com­
munity. Fly specks from flics which 
have eaten tuberculosis sputum con­
tain certain live consuinptioti germs — 
:dio\viiig tliat the  genus pass through 
the fly's digestive t rac t  without losing 
any of the ir  deadly characltu'. Deaths 
from diarrhoiil diseases are  g rea t­
est during tho fly season. Don't risk 
a  case of typhoid, or consumption, 
or dysci'tcry In your family. It may 
be fatal. It is sure to be expensive.

SCHOCLGGV TilAPPERS

BEGIN FLY WAR AT ONCE
OW is the time to begin cfToctive warfare on flies. 

Tliev liiivo not, yet had time to breed in groat 
iitimt)er.<. If w’e wait until warm weather 
tliey will breed .so rapidly we shall be unable 
lo cope adequately with the pest.

In order to make the warfare a fight to a 
finish for the fly wc must have the co-opera­
tion of the entire community. If  only a few 
intelligent and public-spirited citizens on each 
street make war on the filthy and dangerous 
insrct.s their elTorts Avill be practically useless 
so far a.s the good of the town is eoneorned.

The situation would he somewhat the same 
if a few of the states sliould wage war on an 
enemy of the United States and the other 

states watched the oonfliet with inditToreiiee—even though the fate 
of the oidookers was quite as vitally alfeeted as that of the fighters.

Don't he ail onlooker. I’or goodness’ sake, take sides! If you 
liCiieve tlie hon.'cny is a harmless little ereatnre, terribly lied about 
by his enemies, stick up for the tly. Maintain a niee, big, hospitahlo 
niaiiure pile where he e.m hreul by tho million. Sec that ho lias 
ojieii spittoi*'is, garbage cans, vaults and dead animals handy for 
feeding purposes.

And don't lie a jiikiT about inviting him into yoiir home. TIavo 
no screens, no swatters, no fly-jaiper. Give him the run of the place, 
the food and hahy's fate and lips. I f  baby or wife contract diseai-e 
and di(\ blame the wilelies!

Be sensible. ,Toiii the arim’ and fight flies with us.

WOMEN ARE ACTIVE WILL YOU HELP?

FUES MENACE YOUR
Sanitary Experts Declare They Carry Loath" 

some and Deadly Diseases—The Babies 
Are Easily Infected W ith Germs.

ANITAKY experts today declare that fliea are 
responsible for the transmission of at least ten 
different diseases deadly to human beings. 
These experts aie not only our own American 
health authorities but are also numbered 
among physicians and specialists who are 
working their heads off to prevent the spread 
of terrible diseases, like cholera and typhus, in 
devastated Europe

The fly feeds on human excreta, sputum, 
pus, blood and rotting flesh. Human excreta 
commonly carry genus of typhoid fever, 
cholera, dysentery, summer complaint, con­
sumption and intestinal diseases. Sputum is 
couglicd up by consumptives. It contains 

tuberculosis genus. I’us from sores—sore eyes, anthrax-infected 
catth', gangrene, “bad” diseases, etc.—is alive with deadly germs of 
various kinds.

One flyspcck recently examined at the state hoard of health 
laboratories contained 5,000 tuliereulosis germs. Suppose a fly thus 
laden with a deadly burden of disease bombs comes into your dining 
room and alights on the howl of bread and milk your little boy 
or girl is eating.

That child may develop any one of a number of serious dis­
eases. Tiie baby may die. It may be blinded. It may be crippled 
for life by tul)orcnlo«i3 of the spine. It may suffer years from some 
vile form of skin  disease. Your baby, you uuderstand, has not the 
resisting power of a grown-\ip.

Get a soap box ot large size. Substitute wire netting for the top and two 
sides. Cut a round hole in the bottom and insert In it a wire netting cone with 
a one-eighth-inch opening a t  the bottom and a half-inch opening a t the top. 
P l a c ^ a  fish head or piece of food inside for bait. Elevate the  trap  a few 
inches from the ground so the fles may enter. When th s  trap  !• crowded kill 
the  flies with boiling water.

SWATTING FLIES NOT EFFECTIVE 
EXTERMINATION METHOD.

SOME PRECAUTIONS YOU 8HOULC 
TAKE TO BE RID OF PEST.

The teachers in one small town school in Illinois aroused the Interest of 
the ir  pupils in the campaign to kill flies last spring. The youngsters made 
traps and sold them to the m erchants  for a neat profit on each trap . This 
pi 0fit was devoted to # funa for *he Boy Scout troop. The kids are planning 
U> tio a b.g uus.neaa” in trape this tccson.

Tho city ot Chicago, 111., conducted 
a crusade for tho extermination ot 
flics last summer which was the big­
gest movement of the kind tho world 
lias seen, according to government 
health antliorltics. The work was done 
liy tho Clean Chicago federation, com­
posed of tho health department, wom­
en’s clubs, departm ent stores, great 
manufacturing concerns, tho newspa­
pers, a physicians’ association and tlio 
board of ('ducatioii.

In this crusade the women were es­
pecially active. They showed by their 
enthusiasm and their  t indess  labor 
tha t tlin subject of tly extermination 
lies 111 a r  the heart of every liousekeep- 
er and that she knows the nunace  
which tlie fly hold? over her family— 
especially her  children.

We conlidently expect tha t  the 
kidies In our Iowa anil surrounding 
country will ho jn t as eager to help 
the cause of fly ex Tiniiiation hero as 
the women of Chicago were there. 
Wherfiver there  has been a  klll-tho-fly 
Lampnign tlio women and school chll 
Iren have liad au important part.

- to help rid the  community of files and 
most of the diseases which they dis- 
trilnite? If you a re  willing to help, this 
is what you will liavo to do;

garliago can—soniothing that the flies 
caiiiiot en ter  when the lid is on it. D 
you keep a horse make a  manure bin 
tha t will keep out flies. This is impor­
tan t hecaiiso flii’s breed almost entire­
ly in niiiiii'i-e. If possible, have the 
manure removed at least once a week 
and spread on a  Held. Keep the horse’s 
stall clean.

I’ut fly-tight covers on the seats in 
tho toilet mitlioiiso. If the vault does 
not fit tho house tight, make it fly-tlglit 
by using cem en t—or bank it up with 
earth  and sod.

Don't throw out loose peelings or 
rotting vegetables. Put out a simple 
fly trap near  tho kitchen door. Uso 
the swatter. Urge your neighbort to 

! take the samo precautions.

The scnsililc thing to  do is go after 
'.lie manure pile tiie favorite fly-iiest- 
iiig spot, liemovo maiiuro ofteiier 
than once a week. If that is impos­
sible t rea t  It wltli clif'iiiic-als to kill tho 
fly maggots. Acconliiig to the liUenia- 
tiomil Harvealer company's IniMetin, 
tiiis mixture will destroy maggots: 
Spray 2 pound.s of sugar Riilphato ot 
iron in 1 gnllon of w ater on every 15 
pounds of m.uniire. Tlie cost of this 
;realuiciit is 2 cents a day for each 
tiurso. Cheaper than doctor billd!

It 
your neiglibor is a  “pull back ’ and 
dirty, report him.

We d o n ’t w an t  a foot of Mex­
ican te r r i to ry  nor do we w ant to  in ­
te rfe re  in th e ir  business an d  poiiticai 
a ffairs .  The United S ta tes  w an ts  to  
see a  s tab ie  governm ent estabiished 
the re  so th a t  coun try  m ay develop 
and  th a t  the  people may engage in 
peaceful pu rsu its  so t h a t  s ta rva tion  
and deg rada tion  m ay be avoided.

We have labored p a tien tly  to  im ­
press Mexico with o u r  good will and  
have offered  to  help  them , b u t  id 
th e ir  a rrogance , ignorance  an d  p re j­
udice, they  have spurned  o u r  good 
ofices and  persist  in  ha ting  us.

T here  a re  g rounds  to believe th a t  
they a re  no t a c tu a te d  a l to g e th e r  by 
th e ir  own motives.

They have am bitious leaders  who 
find it  easy to exert  a poisonous in­
fluence, and  i t  is fu r th e r  believed 
th a t  ce r ta in  ou ts ide  influences in te r ­
ested in the  exploita tion  of business 
un d e r tak in g s  a re  w ork ing  to m ake  it  
necessary  to  take  over t h a t  coun try  
under A merican control. l.,et us hope 
th a t  in th is  they fail.
