Albritton of Webster 
ami Hubert G. Crosby of Austin, as 
a Board of Examiners, whose duty 
is to examine applicants for license 
us public cotton classeis.

The ('omnilssioner w‘ll call the 
Hoard to meet in Austin, June 2, 
1919, for the purpose of examininq 
al| applicants who may desire to be­
come "I'uhllc Cotton Classers.” Any 
one desiring further infonnutlon 
with reference to the exuminiution 
and licensing of Public Cotton Class­
ers, can obtain same by coininnnl- 
oatlng with the .Markets and Ware­
house Deportment.

The law providing for tlie examin­
ation and licensing of I’ublie Cotton 
Classers requires the aiiplicunt to be 
a person of good moral cliaracter, 
who shall be able to show such pro­
ficiency as Cotton Classers us may 
be reiiuired b$ the board. When 
found to be competent, a license will 
be Issued to the applicant, and th'' 
person so licensed, shall have the 
right to engage in the business of 
public Colton Classing at any place 
in the State of Texas, and to charge 
for his or her services.

Before a license is issued, the ap­
plicant must file a bond In the sum 
of $1000.00 with the Commissioner 
of .Markets and W’arehouses, so con 
ditioned as to bind the cotton rlasser 
and his sureties to guarantee as ap­

proximately correct, his work in 
classing and grading cotton.

Each public cotton rlasser Is re­
quired ^  keep in a we]! bound 
book, a complete record of the cot­
ton classed by him. and for whom 
classed, and shall issue a certificate 
to each person, showing the class 
of the cotton, classed for such per­
son. He shall also keep on hand a 
set of United States Standard* of 
Cotton Grades, and his books, rec­
ords, and cotton standanls shall be 
open to the Inspection of the public 
at all reasonable hours. A certifi­
cate of classification of cotton Is­
sued, by a public cotton classer un­
der authority of this act, shall be ac­
cepted in all the courts of this Slate 
as prlma facie evidence of the facta 
therein stated.

Under this law every town and 
village in this state, where cotton is 
produced In any considerable quan- 
tles, may procure the services of a 
competent cotton classer. It will not 
be necessary to guarantee any spe­
cific sum of money to procure this 
service, as the classer can either 
charge a certain sum per bale for 
his services or make any other ar­
rangements that are satisfactory to 
the classer and those who deeire 
to procure his services.

Farmeitf, Bankers, iMerchants, and 
Boards of Trade In each locality, 
should cooperate together in procur­
ing a competent person to apply for 
a license and thus become authorized 
to act as psbllc cotton classer at the 
place desiring his services.

If the people of Texas wll] avail 
themselves of the services provided 
for by this law, it will save the 
farmers, bankers and business men, 
millions of dollars annually, that Is 
now lost to them, by reason of the 
incorrect classification of cotton.
