10 HOLD COTTON

There was a well attended meeting
of farmers at the county court room
Baturday to complete the movement
to line up for the holding of «otton
off the market so as to command
full value for the crop of 1920. Pres-
ident J. H. Day called the meeting to
order and introduced W, B, Yeary of
Austin who represents the State
agricultural department. Col. Yeary
went over the familiar lines of trade
rules and conditions showng how cot-
ton prices have been manipulated He
outlined the effects of supply and de-
mand and showed the results of
dumping the crof on the market re-
gardless of whatever demands may
exist.

He urges that the farmer can store
kis cotton, have it properly graded
and classed and can get a negotiable

to pay his debts and later get full

prices.

This will take away from specula-
loxs and spinners the opportunity to
fix cotton prices and instead the
farmer may get the price on his own
product, There were probably thirty

The loss of man
power makes a grave problem. It has
thrown out of balance the domestic
scheme of the world. It will be felt
for years. There are a great many
more young women ‘han men. Home
life is bound to suffer. There will be
fewer marriages, fewer children. Sta-
tistics only tell part of the story,
