The bush natives a re  no t fam iliar 
w ith the m aking of boats and canoes 
as tb e  o thers are  and they cannot 
follow them  TTOm tb e  am lnalndeeees 
follow them  from  th e  malqilsuid to 
their island home, bu t they  frequen t­
ly ra id  tb e  gardens an d  attem p t to 
destroy  them . Vao is a  tiny little  Is­
land with Just room enough to  live 
on and no space for farm s so the 
natives are  forced to  the m ainland 
This condition of w elfare has obtain­
ed th ere  for many years.

Man^ m issionaries have been killed 
and carried away Into the in terio r 
and the B ritish  Government has sent 
several punitive expeditions a fte r 
the murf’e ’'er>- but w‘lli little  sue 
cess.
