The speech of Chairman Homer 
S. Cummings of Connecticut in open­
ing the Democratic convention at 
San Francisco was a masterpiece of 
logic, oratory, rhetoric and sound ar- 

1 gument. It Is a literary and politi­
cal gem and ranks along with the 
great speeches of American history.

Here are some extracts:
"W e stand squarely for the same 

ideals of peace as those for which 
the war was fought. We support 
without flinching the only plan for 
peace and (justice. We will not 
submit to the repudiation of the 
peace treaty or to any process by 
which it is whittled down to the 
vanishing point. We decline to 
compromise our principles or pawn 
our Immortal soulr for selflsb pur­
poses. We do not turn our backs 
upon the history of the lust three 
years. We seek no avenue| of re­
treat. W’e insist that the forward 
course is the only right course.

We seek to re-establish the fruits 
of victory, ,to reinstate the good 
faith of our country, and to restore 
it to its rightfni place among the 
nations of the earth. Our cause 
constitutes a summons to duty. The 
heart of America stirs again. The 
ancient faith revives. Th^ immortal 
part of man speaks (br us. The ser­
vices of the past, the sscrlflces of the 
war, the hopes of the future, consti­
tute a spiritual force gathering 
about our banners. We shall re­
lease again the checked forces of 
civilization and America shall take 
up once more the leadership of the 
world.

“ Thus before we entered the war, 
we made the p’,edge daring the war 
we restated the pledge; and when 
the armistice was signed, all of the 
nations, ourselves included, renewed 
the pledge; and it was upon the 
faith of these promises that Ger­
many laid down her arms. Practi­
cally all the civilized nations of the 
earth have now united in a covenant 
which constitutes the redemption of 
that pledge. We alone have thus 
far failed to keep our word. Others 
may break faith; the senate of the 
United States may break faith; the 
Republican party may break faith; 
but neither President Wilson nor the 
Democratic party will break faith.

“ if the Democratic party had ac­
complished nothing more than the 
passage of the federal reserve act, it 
would be entitled to the enduring 
gratitude of the nation. Tbit act 
ysuppiied the country with an elastic 
currency controlled by the American 
people. Panics —  the recurring 
phenomena of disaster which the 
Republican party could neither con­
trol nor explain— are now but 1 
memory. Under the Republican sys 
tem, there was an average of one 
bank failure every twenty-one days 
for B period of nearly forty years. 
After the passage of the federal re­
serve system, there were, in 1916, 
four bank failures; ia 1916 and 
1917, three bank failnres; in 1918, 
one bank failure, and in 1919, no 
bank failures at all. The federal 
reserve system, passed over the op- 
poeltion of the leaders of the Re­
publican party,' enabled America to 
withstand the strain of war without 
shock or panic; and nltimstely made 
our country the greatest (creditor 
nation of the world.

“ And then the great war came on. 
Ultimately, by the logical steps of 
necessity, our peace-loving nation 
was drawn into the conflict. The 
necessary war legislation was quick­
ly supplied.”

Prices of .Meats.
Fort Worth Record.

Comparison of prices piad by pack­
ers fur cattle on tbe Fort Worth 
market during June, 1920, with, 
June, 1919, shows a difference rang­
ing from 11.25 to 11.76 a hundred 
pounds. In June, 1919, packers 
paid on an average of from |1.25 to 
11.75 more fur cattle on hoof than 
in June of this year,, and yet the con­
sumer is paying more for his steak 
now than he paid in 1919. The 
comparative prices quoted here are 
for the best grade u( cattle, from 
which are obtained No. 1 meats, 
while prices quoted in tbe press tor 
beef are fur No. 2 and No. 3 meats. 
No. 2 ribs, loins and rounds range 
in price from 2U cents for rounds to 
36 cents a pound for loins, while 
No. 3 ribs, rounds and loins range 
in price from 18 cents to 34 cents a 
pound wholesale. For tbe month of 
June, 1920, tbe bulk of tbe steers 
sold on the Fori Worth market 
brought $9 to 111.25, with tops sell­
ing as high as $13.50 one day during 
the month. No. 1 meats are ob­
tained from steers, although, fs'o. 2 
meats sometimes are cut from the 
aniniaJ th^t .sells at from $9 to 
$10.50.

The best cows sold at from $9.10 
to $10 a hundred pounds during 
June, while the bulk of tbe cow 
stuff ranged in price from $6.50 to 
$9.50. The must of the meat used 
by consumers comes from cows that 
sold at from 6.50 to $8.50 a hun­
dred pounds. The meats that the 
packer pays from $6.50 to $9 ahun- 
dred pounds is sold to the consumer 
at from 15 to 50 cents a pound, 
other killing cattle being sold in 
proportion to cows and steers.

“ Consider the farmers' wives and 
their daughters,”  says the Weather­
ford Herald. “ A survey covering 
10,015 farm homes in thirty-three 
states resulted in the following com­
pilation of figures: The working 
day of the average farm woman is 
11.3 hours the year around. In 
summer it is 13.12. Eighty-seven 
of each 100 women have no vaca­
tion during the year. The average 
farm woman rejoices in sixteen 
hours of leisure per day In summer, 
but has 3.4 in which to revel to her 
heart's delight in winter. Four per 
cent have water in the kitchen. The 
others go to the pump, which is 
situated where it will be handiest 
for the men folks. Seventy-nine per 
cent have kerosene lamps to fill and 
clean and trim in these days of 
cheap, practical lighting systems. 
Ninety-six per cent do the family 
washing, and less than half of these 
have no machinery to do it with. 
The garden work ia done by 56 per 
cent, and 24 per cent spend over six 
weeks a year in the# tfields. Aside 
from this work all they do is the 
cooking, scrubbing, the sewing, tak­
ing care of the children and nursing 
the sick people and animals. If we 
are to have farms, there must bp 
women on them, and if  the women 
are to be kept on the farms, these 
matters must receive a little atten­
tion. Meet of them are easily rem­
edial, and a Htt’*  forethougiht in 
providing means and machinery for 
lightening the farm wife’s labor will 
result beneficially on the whole farm 
situation.

Abilene folks are having a bit of 
local excitement of their own. 
Last week the sheriff heard that a 
bootleg Jitney, wae heading toward 
Abilene and he called up two police 
officers and the three motored out 
to a bridge on the public road. A f­
ter waiting awhile they saw the 
headlight of the car of their sus­
pect. The suspicious car was sig­
naled and stopped, and then started 
backing. It is said the officers then 
leggo a fusilade of shots. Later it 
was found that twrf lAbilene young 
men were in the car returning from 
a trip In the country. The officers 
can’t pacify the people and at a pub 
lie meeting a resolution was adopt­
ed calling on the officers to resign.

“ I '  was one of tbe prominent 

workers who helped to bring suf­
frage to California and I regret it.

**A year In politics has taught me 
that women are intolerant, radical, 
revolutionary and more corrupt in 
politics than men, also all this so- 
called reform leads to the Socialist 
co-operative commonwealth.

“ Since suffrage there has been an 
alarming increase in immorality, di­
vorces and murder in California.

“ Woman suffrage has made cow­
ards and puppets o f  men. It has 
coarsened and cheapened women. 
Were the men to vote on woman 
suffrage in California today it would 
not carry.

“ Suffragettes asked suffrage that 
they night put only good men in of­
fice; now they clamor for a fifty-fifty 
show for all offices.

“ I shall do penance forever for 
the part I played in bringing suf­
frage in California.

‘*Please urge your colleagues uot 
to do what will bring regret and dis­
aster, but to stand for that 90 per 
cent of women who do not want 
suffrage but are glad to trust all 
politics and governmental affairs to 
their beloved husbands, fathers, sons 
and brothers.

Dayton, Ohio, July 8.— Governor

tion issue.

In a telegram from San Francis­
co, Hobson decL red that a state­
ment from Cox to the effect that he 
was opposed to any increase of the 
maximum alcohol content of one 
half of one per cent, “ would save to 
Democracy millions of voters who 
hold this question above party suc­
cess.” ,

The Democratic nominee said that 
he expected to answer Hobson and 
the League later in the day and indi­
cated Ihat he did not expect to 
dodge the issue.
