Relating to Taxation by School, 
Listricts.
Senate Joint Resolution No. 17. 

Propocing an amendment to Section 
3 of Article VII of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas by ex­
empting independent and common 
school districts from the limita­
tion of a total tax of one dollar on 
the one hundred dollars valuation 
for any one year, and making an 
appropriation therefor.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas;
Section 1. That Section 3 of Ar­

ticle V ll » f  the Constitution be so 
amended as hereafter to read as fol­
lows: (Creating a new Section 3.)

Section 3. One-fourth of the rev­
enue derived from the State o<‘cupa- 
tlon tuxes and a poll tax of one 
(61.00) dollar on every Inhabitant 
of this state, between the ages of 
twenty-one and sixty years, shall be 
set apart annuallly for the benefit of 
the public free schools: and in ad­
dition thereto, there sha’ l he levied 
and collected an annual ad valorem 
state tax of such an amount not to 
exceed thirty-five cents on the one 
hundred (JIOO.OO) dollans valua­
tion, as with the available school 
fund arising from all other sources, 
will be sufficient to maintain and 
support the public schools of this 
Slate for a period of not less than 
six months In each year, and It shall 
be the duty of the State Board of 
Education to set aside ai sufficient 
amount out of the said tax to pro­
vide free text books for the use of 
the children attending tĥ e public 
free schools of this State; provided, 
however, that should the limit of 
taxation herein named be Insuffi­
cient the deficit may be met by ap­
propriation from the general, funds 
of the state and the legislature may 
also provide for the formation of 
school districts by general or special 
law without the local notioe required 
In other cases of special legislation; 
and all such school districts, wheth­
er created by general or special law 
may embrace parts of two or more 
counties. And the legislature shall 
be authorized to pass laws for the 
assessment and collection of taxes 
In all said districts and for the man­
agement and control of the public 
school or schools oC such districts, 
whether such districts are composed 
of territory wholly within a county 
or in parts of two or more counties. 
And the legislature may authorize

an additional ad valorem tax to be 
levied and collected within all 
school districts heretofore formed, 
or hereafter formed, for the 
further maintenamce of pub­
lic free schools, and the erection 
and equipment of school buildings 
therein; provided, that a majority of 
the qualified property tax-paying 
voters of the district voting at an 
election to be held for that purpose, 
shall vote such tax not to exceed in 
any one year one dollar on the one 
hundred dollars valuation of the 
property subject to taxation.in such 
cistrict, but the limitation upon the 
amount of school district tax herein 
authorized shall not apply to Incor­
porated cities or towns constituting 
separate and independent school dis­
tricts, nor to independent or common 
school districts created by general or 
special law.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitu­
tional amendment shall be submitted 
to a vote of the qualified electors 
cf the State at an election to be 
held throughout the State on the 
first Tuesday after the first Monday 
in November, 1920, at which elec­
tion all voters favoring said pro­
posed amendment shall write or 
have printed on their ballots the 
wortis, “ For the Amendment to Sec­
tion 3 of Article VII of the Constltu- j 
tion of the State of Texan, providing 
that the limitation upon the amount | 
ot school district tax of one dollar ' 
on the one hundred dollars valua-1 
(ion shall not apply to independent 1 
or common school districts created | 
by general or 'special law,’'' and all j 
those opposed to said amendment | 
shall write or have printed on their 
ballots “ Against the amendment to 
Section 3 of Article V II of the Con­
stitution of the State ot Texas, pro­
viding that the limitation upon the 
amount of school district tax of one 
dollar on the one hundred dollars 
valuation shall not apply to inde­
pendent or common school districts 
created by genera’ or special law.”

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State Is hereby directed to Issue the 
neoeesary proclamation (or said 
election and to have same published 
as required by the Constitution and 
existing laws of the State.

Sec. 4. That the sum of Five 
Thousand ($6,000.00) Dollars, or so 
much thereof as may be necessary Is 
hereby appropriated out of any 
funds in the Treasury of th® State 
of Texas not otherwise appropria­

ted, to pay the expenses of siMh 
publication and lelectJon.
