The Dallas Newo, inspeaking of the 
increased freight rates, says, in part: 

“ Perhaps it w'oul 1 be impossible 
to show th a t no Increases whatever 
in the prices of commodities should 
follow the increase *p freigh t rates. 
But that the m argin of profit In most 
commodities a re  am ple to absorb the 
increased cost of transporting  them 
without imposing any hardship 
on dealers m ust be thought 
abundantly  evident. One of the  ra il­
road traffic  mei^ show’od the o ther 
day w ha( would he the  increase in 
the carrying charge for a few com­
m odities from some of the  principal 
shipping points outside Texas to 
points w ithin the State. F o r shoes, 
he stated  it to be 1.2c a pair: for a 
suit for clothes, 3.8c; for hats, 2.2c 
each; for shirts, 9c each; for sugar, 
tw o-tenths cent a pound; also for 
canned goods and bacon; while for a 
fifty-pound sack of flour the increas­
ed transporta tion  charge would be 
6.5c. with half tha t am ount for a 
bushel of oats. In some Instances 
the increase In the cost of transpor­
tation in infinitesim al, compared with 
the prices of the coinmodltif'S. and 
in none of them  can it be said to be 
more than negligible. The m argin of 
profits are very much narrow er than 
they are popularly thought to be if 
they cannot absorb most of these la- 
creases in the cost of transporta tion  
w ithout trenching perceptibly on the 
earnings of dealers.

The b u reau  of Labor S tatistics at 

W ashington reports a rapid decline^ 
in the price of sugar. Large quan­
tities are helug thrown on the m ar­
ket hy candy m anufacturers. Many 
wholesalers are overstocked and are 
liavlng to unload at a loss. W hile 
sugar is selling a t 30 cents a pound 
in San Antonio, Snyder and other 
Texas towns, it is re tailing  in Chi­
cago and St. Louis at 16 to 18 cents 
and au thorities believe the bottom 
has not yet been reached.

T hree  yenrs ago Soo Kuo worked la 
a small hand laiiudry In East Liberty, 
relates the I’ittshurgb Dispatch. Sod 
Kuo had Just come to the land of tb# 
white man and he was ambitious to 
learn the ways of the West. So on« 
day when be beard from other of hU 
countrymen that a class In English at 
which those of the Orient were wii- 
comed was conducted a t the Second 
Presbyterian church, he timidly ap­
plied for admittance. In this way It 
was that he met Edwin S. Gray, who 
for yaars bad been guide, pbllosopbor 
and friend to the Chinese of the citg.

Soo Koo liked the religion of the 
white man and it waa not long befort 
he expressed the desire to Join tba 
church.

Tn the morning of August 29th.

brought to Waco a fte r the shooting 
at Teague, 1 received a telephone call 
from Cullen F. Thomas of L'allaa, 
who gave me my first inform ation 
tha t .Mr. Patterson had been brought 
w'ounded to Waco. Mr. Thomas 
stated to me that he had arranged 
to leave Dallas tha t m orning for a

N either Mrs. Patterson nor any ­
one else ever at any time mentioned 
or suggested In any way th a t they 
desired to employ me to assist in 
the prosecution.

These constitu te th ^  facts repre­
senting my connection with the  case. 
The practice of law is my profession.
I have no apology to make for hav­
ing accepted em ploym ent as en a t­
torney to represent Mr. W atson. I 
rendered to him my best profession­
al service. I have been so grossly 
m isrepresented, however, for poli­
tical purpose by m uckrakers who 
are opposing my candidacy for Gov­
ernor, th a t I feel tha t my friends are 
entitled  to this evplanation. I appre­
ciate very much the spirit of fair- 
m indedness and Justice to me as your 
felk>wman th a t prom pted your let­
te r of inquiry as to the tru th  of my 
connection with both the funeral of 
Mr. Patterson and the tria l of Mr.

In .McLen- 
a county, frequently visited Waco 

legal and business m atters and 
en in Waco he always made our 
use his home. We regarded him 
a m ember of our family, and felt 
much Interest in him as If he had 

?n our own son. I s ta te  of my 
n personal knowledge tha t Mr. 
tterson and Mr. Nyff were not 
ends, hut only acquaintances, 
ere was never any intim acy of any 
id . business, social or otherw ise

between the two. In all my in ti­
m ate association with .Mr. Patterson 
in our home, I never heard one sin­
gle expression of jjpersonal appre- 
clulion for Pat M. Neff, hut heard 
him frequently  criticise him politi­
cally and otherwise, and I know of 
my own personal knowledge th a t 
when Mr. Neff was a candidate for 
prosecuting attorney of McLennan, 
that Mr. Patterson was not a sup­
porter of his, hut voted for hls op­
ponent.

and his assistants. I was Informed 
by Dr. C rosthw aite tha t -Mrs. P a t­
terson and her sister had gone to 
his home for breakfast and a short 
rest. In some time, perhaps less than  
an hour, Mrs. Patterson  re tu rned  
to the sanitarium . Im m ediately af­
ter her return  I went across the 
stree t to phore to some of Mr. and 
.Mrs. P a tte rso n ’s friends in town as 
toh isc ondition. When I returned 
to the sanitarium  I saw Mr. Neff for 
the firs t lime. lie  advised me tha t 
he came to the sanitarium  to ascer­
tain Mr. P atterson’s condition, as he 
hod been requested to do so by Mr.

Cullen Thomas of Dallas. Mr. Neff 
rem ained a t the sanitarium  only a 
short time. I stayed at the san ita r­
ium all (lay. and was in the sick 
room practloaMy all of the time. Mr. 
Neff was not there  any more during 
the day and not for some tim e a fte r 
.Mr. P a tte rso n ’s death early a t night. 
After .Mr. Patterson died, Mrs. P a t­
terson asked me to locate her bro­
ther, A rthu r Carnes, who had left 
the sanitarium  and gone to town. 
Failing to find him myself, I phoned 
to a friend of mine who was located 
in Mr. Neff’s office. Mr. Neff answ er­
ed the phone and told me th a t the I 
friend of whom I Inquired was not 
there. I told Mr. Neff of Mr. P at­
terson’s death, and th a t I was anx­
ious to get word to Mrs. P a tte rso n ’s 
brother. I asked Mr. Neff If he 
would go to some of the cafeterias In 
town and locate him and advise him 
tliat Mr. P atterson had passed away. 
.Mr. Neff agreed to do so. In about 
all hour Mr. Neff came to  the san­
itarium , Mrs. P atterson’s bro ther 
haying arrived at the sanitarium  In 
the meantim e. I was sitting  by the

bedside when Mr. Patterson died. 
Mr. Neff was not there and had not 
been there since early In the m orn­
ing, neither did Mr. Thomas of Dal­
las arrive at the sanitarium  until 
a f te r  Mr. P atterson ’s death. When 
I first saw Mr. Neff a fte r Mr. P a t­
terson’s death, Mr. Neff said: Mrs. 
Itak e r I came to tell you tha t I 
couldn ot find Mrs. P atterson’s bro­
th e r.”

We therefore went 
with Mr^ Neff from the sanitarium  
to the hotel, and when we arrived 
there .Mr. Neff carried the ladles’ 
grips upstairs to my apartm ents. We 
thanked him for hls courtesies and 
he left.

I m ake th e  above statem ent in the 
in te rest o t tru th  and in explanation 
of the  circum stances which brought 
Mr. Neff twice to the sanitarium . I 
certalu ly  would, be the firat person 
to resen t any indignity  or Injuatice in 
any way offered to  John S. P a tte r­
son. My husband was hls benefac­
tor, and he was one of our most in­
tim ate family friends, but knowing 
th a t he and Mr. Neff were not 
friends, but only acquaintances and 
th a t they were never associated) In 
any way, I feel th a t in view of the 
erroneous statem ents th a t are  now 
being circu’a ted  over the s ta te  by 
^ r .  ^Neff’s {Political enemies th a t  
the tru th  should be known and th a t 
no injustice should be done to Mr. 
Neff, whose life, both as a private 
citixeu and as an( attorney, has a l­
ways been above reproach.

’’Many suggestions have been made 
theories advanced and objections 
raised during this campaign in re­
gard to labor and capital, and the 
respective ; righ ts of the em ployer 
and the employe. 1 am glad to s ta te  
th a t my views in regard to capital 
and labor are in hearty  accord w ith 
the  declaration of principles set forth  
in our national dem ocratic platform .
I believe th a t labor and copltol e ach 
has the righ t to organise, each has 
the  righ t to bargain collectively, 
each has the righ t to deal with the 
o ther a t a ll times through duly des­
ignated repreaentatlvea. Every m an 
who tolls with either brain or b ra w n ' 
has the righ t to qu it work w hen­
ever he w ants to, but let i t  be under­
stood th a t when he quits his Job any 
o ther American citlaen haa the  righ t 
to  do the work his neighbor did not 
w ant to do.

both as to  compensation and hours 
fo service. The employe should be 
left free to  Join e ither the oipen shop 
or the closed shop or stay ou t of 
both. Just as he sees fit. The em­
ployer should be perm itted  to,’ em ­
ploy whomsoever he pleases and on 
w hatever term s are  satisfactory to 
th e  two contracting parties. In  the 
peaceful conduct o t one’s business 
and In the  peaceful pursuit of one’s 
trad e  tho governm ent should grant 
to  each equal protection. If I am 
elected governor, neither labor nor 
capital can ru le  in Texas. High 
above them  both| I shall place th e  
law of the land. C orporate power 
should never ascend so high th a t the 
strong arm  of th e  lew could not 
reach it, and labor should never de­
scend so low th a t its  voice could not 
be heard  in the  tem ple o t Justice.
