HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO 30 
Relating to the amending of Article 

17, Section 58, of the Constltotlon 
of the State of Texas; abolishing 
tho Board of Prison Commisson- 
ers; providing tor the supervialon 
and inanagemnt of the Prison Sys­
tem, under such laws as may be 

I provided for by the Legislature. 
Ik* it resolved by the laNrislatoj-e of 

the State of Texas:
SECTION 1 That ArUcle 17, 

,'^ectlon 58, of the Constitution of the

State of Texas, be amended so as to 
hereafter read m  follows:

Section 68, The Legislature shall 
have full power and authority to pro­
vide by law for the management and 
control of the Prison System of T o l­
as; and to this end shall have power 
and authority to place the prison sys­
tem under the supervision, manage­
ment and couti'ol of such officer or 
officers as tho l^egislaturc may from 
time to time provide for by law.

Sec. 2. The above constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors of this 
State at a general election to be held 
on the fourth Saturday in July, 1921, 
at which election all voters favoring 
said proposed amendment shall write 
or hiive printed on their ballot the 
words “ For the amendment of Ar­
ticle 17, Section 58. of the Constitu­

tion, aboltshiag the Board of Prison 
CommisBioners.*' And nil those op­
posing said amendmeat shall writs 
or have printed on their ballot the 
worda: “ AcBlnst the Amundment
of Article 17, Section 58, of the Con­
stitution, abolishing the Board of 
Prison Commissiimen.*'

Sec. 3. The Governor of this State 
is hereby directed to issue the nsoes- 
sary proclamation for said election 
and have the same published as re­
quired by law.

Sec. 4 The sum of 15,000.00, or 
so much hnreof as may be necessary 
is hereby appropriated out of the 
funds tn the Treasury of the State 
not otherwise a|>propriat«d to pay 
the expeosee of such publication and 
election.

SEK.kTH JOINT RBBOLUTIO.N NO 1. 
Proposing an amendment to Section 

2, Article f  of the Constitution of 
the SOith of T'lxas by providing 
that only native born or natural- 
izr>d citisons of the United States 
shall be qualifiod electors in this 
■'tiite, and j«eTmittlng either the 
husband or the wife to pay the poll 
tax of the othe’  and receive the 
rvicotpt therefor, and permitting 
the Ijeglslatur'* to aurhorize ab- 
eent'Oe voting

lie it resolved by the Lesislaturc of 
the£taU' of Ttn.se 
•Section 1. That tiKtion 2 of \ t- 

ti> lt> C of thec^onotltutloD of ttwi State 
of Texas b-i eo amended as hereafter 
to read as follows

•Section 2 Every person subjttct 
to none of he foregoing dlsijniiliflca- 
tions, who shall have attalne,! the 

oi tweaty-ODi years and who 
rh-aJl Ihi a rltlsec of the United States 
and whn .shall have r»‘i-lde«J in this 
State one year novt preceding an 
•'l..*ction anil the la.st si-: rnontlis 
within the disinct i t  county in which 
such person offers to vote, shall be 
d<>emod a dualifloil •doctor; provided, 
that electors living in any unorr-aii- 
i?ii* county way vc*ie at any election 
precinct In the connty to which such 
coi:nty is 'attached for jiidicinl pur- 
1 '1.1‘ n ,  and provtdfyl further, that 
any voter who is subject topay a 
poll tax under the laws of the State 
of Texas shall have paid said tax be- 
for offering to vote at any election 
in this Stato .and bold a receipt show­
ing that sold poll tax was paid before 
the first day of Kobrnary next pn’- 
coding such election. Or if said 
voti.r shall have lost or inlapl.aoed 
■aid lav receipt, he or she. as the 
case may be shall bi-. entitled to vole 
upon mnklnr: .affidavit before any of- 
fir-T authorised to administer oath.s 
tb.at such lux receipt has been lost. 
Such affidavit tihall be made in writ­
ing and loft iwlt-’i the judge of the

vdectlon. The husband may pay Uw> 
poll tax of bis wife and veeeive the 
rivceipt thorofor. In like nanaer 
the wife may pay the poll tax at her 
husband and receive the receipt 
therefor The l.<egiBlatnre may au- 
tborixe absentee voting. And this 
provision of the Constitutien shall 
be self-enacting without the neoeasl- 
ty of further legislation.

•Sec. 2. The foregoing constitu­
tional amendment shall bo submitted 
to a vote of the qualiUed electors of 
the State at on elecUoa to he held 
thronghoat the Slate on the foarth 
Saurday in July, 1921, at which all 
voters favoring said proposed omend- 
meat shall write or have printed on 
their balluta the words: For the 
uineadment to Section 2 ol Article € 
of the Donstitution of the State ot 
Texas proi filing that only native bom 
or natur.ill." <1 citizens of the United 
States sh.-.il be qualified electors in 
thU State, and providing that either 
the husband or wife may pay the 
poll tax of the other and receive the 
receipt therefor, and permitting the 
Ix-glslature to authorize absentee 
voting.** And all those opposed to 
said amendment shall write or have 
printed on their ballots, "Agadnst 
the amendment to Section 2 of Ar­
ticle 6 ot the CoBstltntion of the 
State of Texas providing that only 
native born or naturalized citizeas 
of the United States shall be quail- 
lied electors in this State, and pro­
viding that either the hu.4baBd or 
wife may pay the poll tax of the 
other and receive the receipt thero- 
for, and permitting the I.«egl8lature 
to authorize absentee voting"

Sec, 3. The Governor of the State 
IK hereby directed to issue the noeee- 
sary proclamation for said election 
and have the same published as re­
quired by tho Oonstitution, and ex­
isting laws of the State.

Sec. t That the sum of Five 
Thousand (|E,000) Dollars, or so 
much thereof an may bo necesaary is 
hereby appropriated out of any funds 
In the Treasury of the State of Texas 
not otherwise appropriated to pay 
the expenses of such publication and 
election
