We left Ennis two weeks
ago. We stopped over for a day at
Powie to study conditions in the up-
per cross timbers, region. Bowie is
the leading town in Montague
county though not the county seat,
There are about 4000 people there,
It has two railroads, the Denver and
the Roek Island. Bowie has had the
name of being the biggest cotton
market west of Fort Worth but this
yvear, because of drouth and weevils,
Montague County, expects not more
than 1500 bales.

We visited the famous Johnson
poultry farm and saw more white
L.eghorns than ever before, even at
Al'en Warren's ranch, The day we
were there Mr. Johnson was filling
an order for 6500 pullets at three
dollars each. This farm is a source
of local pride. The people in town
are sure to tell you about it and
about their potato curing plant and
their big crop of peanuts. Those
people realize the importance of di-
versification. The cream trade there
is a big item.

At Vernon we found a pretty and
prosperous town. The oil boom
brought on early in the vear by the
supposed comig in of the Sigler well,
burst in about three months leaving
its impress on the fortunes of many
people, A great number of new
houses were built and are now being
held by the grace of big investment
notes. Town lots were sold te $800
and $1000 and now wouldn't bring
fmor:- than three hundred dollars.
The people are still looking for oil
signs

They have good crops there and
'huukm‘s and merchants say business
is improving and most of th-'peo-
ple are hopeful and contented.

We attended the county fair at
Vernon, saw a good collection of
| farm produets but the showig of live
stock and poultry was a disappoint-

ment,

Coming to Quanah on Tuesday
we found the Hardeman county fair

TELLS OF LIGHTNING ZONES

United States #Forest Service Corrects
an Impression That Has Become
Aimost Upiversal.

It is an old saying that most prov-
erbs are only half-truths. Some are !
wholly contrary to fuct,

For instance, there is an ancient
saw to the effect that “lightniug never
strikes twice in the same pliace.” This
is absolutely untrue,

The United States forest service,
which dreads lightning as a frequent
cause of forest tires avers that light-
ning has “zones of frequency,” where-
in it is likely to strike whenever there
1s an electrical storm, It suggests
that such zones might be mapped with
u view tg specigl precautions,

These zones have reference 1o topog-
raphy, in mountainous re-
gions, Lhill much more likely be
struck hning than any area of
lowland it nearer to the
clouds,

An isoluted tree does not “attract”
lightning, as is commonly supposed, If
it he very tall, lightnlng {s more apt to
strike it than to hit objects in its
neighborhood because of Its height
merely,

For a llke reason the Eiffel tower in
‘aris is often been struck by lght
ning. The lofty shaft erected in honor
of the father of his country, in Wash-
ington, is a frequent target for thun-
derbolts, and has to be protected
against them by an elaborate system
of lightning rods.

A high mountain top is sure to he
struck frequently by lightning.  But
not so if its elevation be great enough
to uplift it beyond the ordinary level
of thundercliouds, In that case it will
