i.s evident from the  tacts  collecteil

The unprecedented grow th of the 
Plains region and of all West Texas, 
makes a  line from K1 Paso to  F o rt  
Worth Inevitable. In fact, n o tw ith ­
standing  the  secrecy practiced by the  
hlgher- 'ip officials. It is evident th a t  
such plans a re  rec'-iving scrlou< con- 
•sideritlon.

The n tw  road wl'l  in all p robabil­
ity run from El Paso th rough  Carls­
bad N. M.. cro.-sing th e  E as te rn  Rail 
way of New Mexico, thence  to Sem in­
ole Texas thence  to  Lamesn. from 
which point th e  road is a lready  con­
structed  to Slaton, thence through  
Post f 'la iren ion t. .Vspermout, Haskel 
Throckm otron, Grnham. and on to 
P o r t  W orth.

A study of the  map shows the  wi.s- 
dom of such a  route. A large te r r i ­
tory  practically  w ithou t railroads, 
will be served by th is  route . South of 
th e  proposed rou te  is th e  Texas &
