8.3, which shows a slight dlm tnua- 
tlon since 1910, when It wa.s 9.9. In 
the case of the Negroes the percent­
age from 3.3 to  2.2. F o r th e  foreign 
born white the percentage was 30 In 
1910, and 33.8 in 1920.

By counties the percentage of Il­
literacy ranges all the way from 44.6 
in W illacy county to one-tenth of 
1 in Hansford county Scurry County 
shows 1 2 .
