WHAT CAUSES DEAD SPOTS IN
THE FIELD AND THE REMEDY

On some farme in Texas, spots are
found varying in size from a few feet
in diameter to several acres on which
planta will hardly grow at all

These spots are found in almost all

no connection whatever with cotton
root rot.

These spots also sometimes show a
tendency to grow larger. A represen-
tative spot of this kind was recently
described as occurring in Hill county.
Four years ago this spot covered only
a few square feet, but now it occu-
pies 4 acres. The spot is in a low
place, and the ground seems salty.

These spots are indeed wusually
salty in character and are caused by
salts, including ordinary table salt,
salt being present in them in such
amounts as to injure plants, or to kill
them. The salt is brought into the
s0il dissolved in water, the water
evaporates from the soil, and leaves
{tho salt behind. As water continuous-

Ily flows towards this spot and evap-
| orates, the salt accumulates and the
hpm becomes larger. The water does
inot flow on the surface, but through
'lhu soil toward the spot. It carries
|the salt out of the soil through

which it flows. These spots are usu-
al‘_\ poorly drained.

The remedy for these spots is un-
!derdrainage. A drainage ditch should
Ibe dug down through the center of
| the spot so that the water that falls
the land will pass through the

1922 unless Providence steps in and
once again protects us against over-
production. It 18 too early to attempt
even a guess what the future will be
but our planting time is late enough
for our farmers to know what the at-
titude of the cotton area will be to-
ward a curtailment of production
and t, govern themselves according-

ly.

Last week a long staple cotton
buyer was in Snyder and purchased
about 50 bales at a premium of 4
coents per pound above the day's
market. There is certainly a great
deal of satlsfaction to be derived
from this as it shows what the bhet-
ter grades of cotton will bring. Bet-
ter cotton not only sells to a direct
advantage for the grower but it has
a tendency to better the general av-
erage of the entire territory which is
the basis on which limits are found-
ed.
