Two new roads were ordered 
established in the Camp .Springs sec­
tion, which will be to the convenience 
ot a number of people of that sec­
tion.

At Wednesday afternoon’s special 
meeting of the City Council a very 
important piece of business was 
transacted in fhe matter of extend­
ing the water and sewerage lines.

On motiorf, the City (iouncil au­
thorized the Elrod Engineering Com­
pany to advertise for bids for water 
and sewerage extension, tlm bids 
not to exceed $35,000.00. For metes 
and bounds of the extension, readers 
are referred to the proceedings of 
the city council to follow.

This extension places the conveni­
ence of water and sewerage to a 
large portion of the town heretofore 
without facilities o f this nature. The 
extension is to be financed through 
a warrant is.sue, at an approximate 
cost not to exceed $35,000.00.

This extension is a splendid move 
on the part of the City Council, 
and marks progressive steps t<)ward 
a better and bigger town. The peo­
ple meant to be served by this exten­
sion have been paying their propor­
tionate part o f the taxes to pay for 
the old lines and it is nothing but 
right that they now be given equal 
advantages in convenience and sani­
tation.

The next step we hope to see the 
City Council take is a pavnig pro­
gram. Our square should be paved 
and a couple blocks each way fioin 
same, given paving. Snyder as a 
city, is abundantly able to extend iu  
water and sewerage and pave also. 
Nothing will add more to the stabil­
ity of qur city like a well planned 
paving program.

This is (|uite a sci'ious eharpe, but 
ordinarily it .should not leflect upon 
the hiph sclu.ols j enerally. But there 
is nation-wiie complaint of immor­
ality amonp eur hip'i school child 
reo. Drinkinp illicit li<iuor has been 
charped, truancy .•'.nionp Cue pirls is 
openly charped from many sources. 
In places mass meetings have been 
held to discuss the immoral situation 
pertaining to high schools and com­
munities. There is an awakening of 
the people to the situation and tin- 
tlangers that are threatening .Ameri­
can life as pertaining to our boys 
and girls.

The Times-.Sipnal comes to the de 
fense of the boys and pirls, with the 
statement that they are not so much 
to blame as their elders. The child­
ren reflect the life of the grown-ups. 
There must of necessity be set before 
the youths of this nation examples 
of immorality or else immorality 
would not he so prominent among 
the younger generation. The situ­
ation is more acute in some places 
than in others. The larger cities are 
feeling the force of this wave of im­
morality in the high school than in 
the smaller towns and rural commun­
ities. The moral status of each town 
js reflected in school conditions. .At 
this point we wish to say that the 
Times-Signal is proud to record the 
fact that both our own town and 
school reflects a very high moral 
status. Snyder school is a credit to 
the town, and the town a credit to 
the school. Our public school has a 
very high morale, which reflects the 
true conditions of our city. We 
have heard less scandal since we 
have .been a citizen of Snyder than 
we thought possible of a town of 
Snyder’s proportions. The moral 
situation is reflected in our school 
life. We need not expect our child­
ren to become higher in morals than 
ourselves. No stream can rise high­
er than its source. Therefore, no 
generation can hope to rise to great­
er heights in morality than the pre­
ceding generation. In other word.s. 
we need not expect our children to 
be more moral or pious than our­
selves. This is our logic along lines 
of living. We see reflected in our 
children our individual lives. We 
look into the mirrors of the child- 
soul and see there reflected our own 
image. We are not astonished that 
immorality should invade our high 
schools when in looking about us we 
see American people heedlessly mov­
ing forward in the mad rush of 
money making and paying little or 
no attention to the generation to fol­
low. We see American men and wo­
men going to extremes in many 
ways, leading lives of immorality 
themselves, and then expect their 
children to rise to greater character 
heights than they. We see married 
women imitating the flapper in dress 
and custom, and then stand amazed 
when we view the modern flapper 
with all the di.«gusting departure 
from American ideals.

We have a friend. You all know 
him. He lives at Plainview. This 
friend is brewing the winds, and elu>- 
cidates right intelligently in his last 
Plainview News as to the origin and 
habits of winds in general. Jess is 
devoting considerable space in his 
efforts to explain the whys and 
wherefores of the Plains winds. He 
says he understands where they 
come from and whither they goeth. 
He is smarter than the Master Mind 
who says that you hear the sound 
thereof and can not tell from whence 
it Cometh or whither it goeth. We 
heard of a man a few years agro who 
undertook to write a revised edition 
of the Bible. We are not accusing 
our good friend Adams of tamper­
ing with the scriptures, but when he 
says that the winds originate under 
the caprock and gain cyclonic force 
after ascending same we want to 
know the authority of his logic. Be­
tween style judging Jess now divides 
his time in wind examination, and 
he should be termed properly a wind- 
ologist. But let us hear Jess brew 
the winds:

•‘A very strong wind from the 
southwe.st blew across the Plains 
Friday and Saturday, and p.s is usual 
when strong winds blow from this 
direction across the Plains, there 
wore destructive cyclones down be­
low the caprock, this time in Okla- 
home, Kansas and North Texas, with 
much loss of life and property. The 
Plains is often derided for its winds, 
but the fact remains there has never 
been a cyclone on the Plains, and we 
are told it is a phj'sicar impossibility 
for one to develop on the Plains. 
The winds here always blow straight, 
and there ia no tornado nor cyclonic 
twisting. Atmosphere conditions be­
low the caprock cause the hard 
winds on the Plains. Down below the 
cdprock the air becomes heated, and 
of course ascends, and this creates 
a vacuum which causes the colder 
winds from the Plains to rush in to 
fill the vacuum. So, taking it all in 
all, most people had rather live on 
the Plains and endure an occasional 
hard straight wind and dust-storm 
than to live down below the caprock 
where life is menaced by cyclones.”

other Words, the man caught with 
concealed weapons must murder with 
them in order to be guilty of law 
violation. Thy principle is parallel. 
A man who builds a still intends to 
make Ii(|uor. (!rown men do not 
build stills as a child’s plaything. 
Men do not play like they are mak­
ing liquor— they actually make and 
drink and sel  ̂ it. The action of the 
Court of .Appeals makes it still hard­
er for the lower courts to convict 
people for violation of our prohibi­
tion laws. The ruling was in the in­
terest of the distiller and bootlegger, 
just like the establishment of the 
court itself was irr the interest of 
the criminal. Our prohibition en­
forcement laws have thrown so many 
safeguards around them in the inter 
est of the law violator that it is all 
but impossible to enforce them. This 
late ruling of the higher court will 
further complicate law enforcement 
in Texas. In running down law 
violators officers must actually see 
the distiller at work making liquor 
before the distill itself can be used 
as evidence against him. The Court 
of Apjieals makes many funny and 
righteous rulings. Their work in­
creases Clime in Texar and makes 
laughing stoi'k < ut of our laws. We 
would like lo .<ce the rivxt egi.slature 
subnrt an amciKhnent to our .State 
Const it.iticn doirt: away with (ourts 
of appeal altogether.

The 
big cotton spinners have already i".-  ̂
dicateti their position in thi> respect 
and nobody but the man who has 
nothing to fall back on but an ex­
cessive cotton yield will be at fault 
The farmer knows better than any­
one else what he has to suffer from 
low priced cotton. Why, oh why, then 
put all of your eggs in one basket 
and take the chance?

In all likelihood this plea will fall 
largely on deaf ears, but just in the 
ratio that the producer fails to heed 
the many warnir,f.s to raise pleuty o 
feed with a surplus, just in that ratio 
will the credit of our section he cur­
tailed. No one has ever been injured 
by growing a big feed crop but the 
entire south has been bankrupted 
time and again with an excess cot­
ton crop. Experience in Scurry 
County has for years deinon.'-'tvated 
that the only successful farmer is 
the farmer who grows a surplus of 
feed.

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Radio Brings Mir­
acle To Oklahoma

mute. enjoys a pood radio coma'it.
Flitting over thousands of miles 

of space, voice.s and musical sounds, 
have performed a miracle that give 
this Afla youth his first audible im- 
I'lession since infancy or in his life­
time of memory.

For thousands a number of wor­
thy radio concerts brought joy to fo l­
lowers of this latest bewitchery of 
inventors Friday night, but to Hen- 
iryx the static and clear vibrations 
came as a clap of thunder out of the 
deep abyss of 25 years of silence to 
rive him his first impression of the 
wonder of God-given freedom of 
hearing.

Sensitive to the inner cells of the 
car drum and massaging the dead 
muscles of the hearing region, the 
wonders of radio have lead to joy of 
hearing for this lad who has lived in 
silence for 25 years.

At the home of Belton Brady, 21 1 
South Stockton, head phones were 
placed over the deaf ears of young 
Kendryx last F'riday night after 
Brady had heard of the effect of ra­
dio on the ear drum of deaf-mutes, 
whose ear drums were in any way 
'cnsitive to sound.

For the first half hour the lad sat 
'ilently and gave no evidence of the 
effect of the wave vibrations to his 
cars but before an hour had passed 
he was writhing in the wonderful 
revelation he had receiving through 
the head phones, scratching o ff a pad 
the startling fact that he heard 
voices, then music.

The lad sat entranced for hours 
listening to the first sounds to pen­
etrate his ear drum. He described the 
music he heard over the phones, re­
vealed in a pianist’s concert and viv­
idly scratched o ff his impre.ssion of 
rhe sound of voices, which were a 
mystery to him because of his long 
years of silence.

In explaining the sounds coming 
to him over space, he scratched o ff 
on the ever-ready pad that the piano 
numbers were the most pleasing to 
him. Ue could distinguish the jazzy 
.'lelections from the clear and distinct 
notes of a piano and reveled in the 
mysterious sounds evolving from the 
announcements from time to time.

Young Hendryx explained, via the 
pad. that he could not hear for the 
first half hour of the experiment but 
that he eouid feel the vibration in the 
head phones on his ear drum. He 
wrote that the first sound came bare­
ly audible through his left ear and 
that the sound volume increased 
gradually until his right ear came in 
about an hour and a half after he 
first put the head phones on. 
Through the last hour of the experi­
ment, Hendryx wrote that he could 
hear the sound distinctly.

Saturday Hendryx explained, via 
the pad, that the muscles of hi.s ear 
were re.stless, a peculiar sensation 
he had never known before.

He professed an anxiety to put 
on the head phones again and wTcstle 
with the sounds coming from the di.s- 
tant spaces through the radio.

Brady, who first conceived the ex- 
)>erimont, declared Saturday that he 
would repeat it and under steady 
care attempt to re.store partially at 
least Hendryx’ hearing under ordi­
nary circumstances.

Young Hendryx i.s 25 years of age, 
the son of Mrs. J. K. Hendryx, COO 
West Fourteenth street. He lost his 
sense of hearing in infancy after a 
long iline.s« and does not remember 
hearing in his lifetime. He has been 
a student at Oklahoma Bchool for 
Deaf at Sulphur and a re.sideiit of 
Ada for several years.

Dr. F. S. Groner, peneral sec­
retary of the executive board of the 
Baptist General Convention of Tex.as 
said. Home mission funds used in 
this state fronj May 1, Ittlit to .Janu­
ary 1, 1!»24 totaled $927,000 and the 
amount which has been loaned to 
Baptists in this state for church build- 
inp durinp that time is $216,000, 
makinp a total of $1,143,000 which 
this state has received from that 
board, as compared to the contribu­

tions to that apency of $569,435.07, 
duiinp the same period. Dr. Groner 
declared.

The Baptist 75 Million Sprinp I’uy 
Up Campj.ipn is beinp directed in 
this state by Dr. Groner, who has 
been in peneral charpe ot the work 
for several years.

In a recent repoi»t Di'. Groner ex­
plained to the Baptist executive 
board that the assets of the BitpH.-it 
General Convention of Texas are 
$13,500,000 and the liabilities of the 
convention are $3,400,000. The 
church buildings in the .State are 
valued at more than $15,000,000.

NUMBER BALES COTTON
GINNEB IN TEXAS FOR 1923

The total number of bales of cot­
ton ginned in Texas for the 1923 crop 
amounted to 4,209,941 as against 
3,125,750 for 1922.

Scurry County’s cotton crop 
amounted to 27,021 as against 24,- 
111 for 1923. Mitchell county’s crop 
totaled 30,478 as against 22,397 for 
1923. Fisher county got 34,316 in 
1923 as against 25,328 for 1922. 
Nolan’s receipts were 18,675 a.s 
against 15,689 for 1922. Howard 
got 18,151 in 192.3 as against 13,-
