more First, let's look at those who
“have made good and see why they
did and how they didn’t. As we

drive along the Santa Fe railroad we
see they preserve their property by

continuously painting and working
things over. Then, we look at large
poultry farms, how close they run

their farms; they surely are making
money as they would not keep en-
larging their business. 1 believe we
people can save Scurry County thou-
sands of dollars every year if we
will stop and figure on the losses
that are now confronting us. First,
I would suggest everybody but the
hatchery and those raising breeding
stock dispose of every rooster. He
is the most worthless creature we
have when we can buy baby chicks
when we want them. Yes, before
our hens go to setting in early spring
and winter when it pays us most to
raise chicks, some say but how can
we raise them in the cold winter. I
suggest to place with them the king
of all brooders, the Capon. He has
the old hen beat a mile on just a mile
and a quarter track. He will brood
just as long as you will let him and

as many broods as you wish him,
to raise for you. He will save 95!
per cent chicks where the hen will!
lose 50 per cent. Then after we are
sure we have infertile eggs we should

stamp them with numbers and some
certain trademark. If an egg circle
is formed they can all have the same
trademark so if an egg should show
up bad it can be traced back and
find the cause, and after the brand
is once set up they will sell at fancy
prices and people will buy them by

| their

the brand just like buying flour or
tobacco. Another advantage is if the
people would get together and de-
mand those who raise purebred stock,
make them have their flocks graded
out by a man who the American Poul-

try Association recognizes as the

State A. and M. for egg production
and standard qualities. We cannot
ignore that people have not made
a wonderful progress in scientific

poultry breeding, as well as in other
lines. Things have happened in the
poultry world just as great and as far
beyond our comprehension as has
been in electrical development. So
let’s profit by the other man's ex-
pense, because no one man can think
out everything without the help of
others.

Another thing that should not be
overlooked is the interast of the
town people and business men. If
we producers raise feed, feed it and
work and toil, trying to produce
poultry that the outside towns can
not come in and beat in their show,
we should not have to foot all the
bills and lose all of our time, and
pay our own premiums if we work
for the town., I say they should
work for us, we spend our money
with you and we get your goods, less

your profit. We producers have the
quality stock that Scurry County
should be proud of and we have

spent hundreds of dollars in building
up this quality stock that has come
into other big shows and taken off
premiums. Some towns sup-
port their pleasure clubs and I think
they should, but they are always ig-
horing the most impdrtant things
which are helping them to live and
make money. Now, if you all have a
word to say of help as to the con-
trary, write a letter to a poultry man,
care Times-Signal. This means poul-
try men andeverybody.

MOSQUITO BITES CAUSE OF
DENGUE AND MALARIA.

There have been reported to the
State Board of Health 5330 cases
of mosquito bite victims (dengue
and malaria) for the first five months
of 1924. This represents only about
50 per cent of the actual cases that
have occurred. With the mosquito
geason just coming on, and with
weather conditions favorable to mos-
quitos, we may expect a rather large
case rate for the remainder of this
year unless each community begins
immediately to control the breeding
of this disease carrier.

The Isthmus of Panama, for years
the despair of humanity, was freed
from mosquitoes. Why not free
Texas of this menace? Mosquitoes
are not migratory, so if you have
mosquitoes they were raised in the
vicinity of your home. If you have
a pool or tank of water, stock it with
minnows and they will destroy the
wiggle tails if you haven’t the min-
nows, they will be supplied by the
State Board of Health upon applica-
fion. Perhaps mosquitoes are breed-
ing under the house where the ice
hox drains, or in water left in tin
cans and tubs after a rain. When a
mosquito bites you, consider it a
danger signal that the enemies of
“health” are abroad abroad and get-
ting in their deadly work and that
the red welt raised by the mosquito
is a symbol of the red flag of warfare
that you should raise against him.
You have heard that “oil on troubled
waters” will relieve discord; know
also that ‘“oil on stagnant waters”
will relieve you of mosquitoes by de-
stroying their breeding places.

Waco, Waxahachie, Hillsboro and
sixty other cities are availing them-
selves of the services of the sanitary

engineers of the State Board of
Health who supervise the draining
and oiling of stagnant pools and

streams, and make sanitary surveys,
giving special attention to mosquito
breedin gplaces. Mosquitoes are
more dangerous than the bubonic rat,
yvet if a rat is discovered in a town
beset with bubonic plague, a great
alarm is sent out; a quarantine is
declared; strenuous methods are em-
ployed to rid the town of this dis-
ease carrier, while the mosquito is
treated as an old acquaintance—one
of the family—and given no special
attention,

Wake ‘up! Destroy the mosquito!

Rid Texas of malaria!

Crawford took the boy and his par-
ents in the car and hurried to Sny-
der with him, and met Dr. H. E.
Rosser on the way. The doctor was
notified by phone as soon as the
event happened, and started meeting
the parties, and reached the boy
about 7:30. The little sufferer was
brought to the office of Dr. Rosser
where heroic efforts were made to
save his life. All night the Doctor
battled against the poison.

Monday morning the little boy was
removed to the home of W. W. Early
in Southwest Snyder, where he lin-
gered until 9:30 Tuesday night.

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HOW ABOUT OUR PAVING

PROPOSITION?

Some discussion was started a few
weeks ago relative to a strong pav-
ing program for Snyder this year, but
so far we have seen no steps taken to
bring this much-needed improvement
about. Paving is conceded a neces-
sity and it has its advantages in many
ways. There sufficient lossages
yearly in way ofedust damages to
stocks of goods and the general in-
convenience of dusty streets to war-
rant the paving program.

Every town in West Texas far less
advanced in wealth and general im-
portance has paved streets. Snyder
is one of the oldest towns in West
Texas and ranks first in point of
wealth yet there has been very little
done in the past 10 years to keep
pace with modern ways and conven-
iences enjoyed by other towns. Our
tax rate is the lowest of any town
in West Texas, population taken in-
consideration, and the city is able to
go into street paving without plac-
ing a burden on anyone.

The idea of the Times is to en-
deavor to wake Snyder up to some
real constructive building. Nothing
wauld add to the permancy of
the town like paved streets. The
condition of our public square and
main streets demands that we pave

Now the question presents itself—
them.
shall we go forward and take our
places among the progressive towns
of West Texas, or are we to always
rmeain in the class of country towns.
It seems that we are just a great big
country town, without modern ideas
and progressive visions for the fu-
ture. We would certainly like to see
Snyder get a new visiop, and one
that would cause team woérk in put-
ting over Snyder. It also seems that
we have not really sold Snyder to
ourselves. Let’s get busy before the
busy season of crop gathering starts
and put on our paving program,
Let’s build a country club, a park for
the town and do many other smaller
things that will go to make up a real
wide-awake town.

Last year at this time we were all
enthused over the prospects of se-
curing the Tech college. We were all
boosting Snyder then. But since we
failed to get the school we have felt
the effects of the rebound. There
is little or no boosting done in Sny-
der today. If the same spirit as
manifested a year ago in Snyder had
been continued we today would be
going right ahead building and ex--
panding. Allow us to name a few
things that we .have failed in since
we lost the vision of a year ago.
First, we lost the county hospital
through a state of indifference on
the part of Snyder people. There
would have been a good majority for
the bonds had the proposition been
really sold to Snyder people, or if
we had had the same pep we had
when the proposition was first voted
on. We were under the influence of
the prospective Texas Tech then and
put the hospital bonds over. A year
ago we were building sidewalks,
cleaning our streets, white-washing

is

trees and generally beautifying the
town. How many sidewalks have
|been built this year? How many
trees have been white-washed this
spring? How much street cleaning
and town beautifying has been done
this year?

The Times is not fussing, but just
telling some real truths in the hope
that we might get a new vision, or
return to the vision we hed a year
ago.

George W. Dixon, candidate for

Governor of Texas, whose home is
at Houston, charges cruelty and in-
human treatment ot prisoners in the
Texas penitentiary. He says his
charges are based on sworn proof in
his possession and that he is ready
to verify his charges. Just as he did
in 1921 when he forced a legislative
investigation. The question of treat-
ment of prisoners is as old as the
State itself. Numerous investigations
have been made with abundant proof
to show c¢ruel and inhuman treatment
of prisoners. It was Governor Col-
quitt that discontinued the use of
the “Red Heifer’—or leather bat
that was used in whipping prionesrs.
At the time of Colquitt's exposure
a wave of indignation spread over
Texas, and the abuses were checked
for a time. But ultimately they
went right along, and prisoners have
been treated in an inhuman manner,
more or less since and before. As
long as men are placed in authority
as conviet guard or other positions
over their fellows brutality will re-
sult. When a man accepts a position
of authority in the penitentiary and
are armed with sawed-off shot guns
and are told to shoot to kill some of
them become brutal. In fact it is
generally conceded that convict
guarding makes brutes of some thus
engaged, therefore, it is not surpris-
ing that cruel treatment 1is given
those under them. There is no check
up on the conduct of convict guards,
and no method ot detect them.

As we are preparing our editorial
page the Democratic national con-
vention is convening in Washington.
The convention promises to be the
most interesting gathering of Dem-
ocrats in a half century. There is
talk of a dark horse, that neither Mc-
Adoo or Governor Smith of New
York can be nominated. There is
no way to forecast at this time the re-
gsult of the convention or who will
be the nominee. It looks to us like
a dark horse, but as identity it will
be hard to say.

While there has been no unem-
ployment of a serrious nature in this
country recently, the public has felt
a slight unsettled condition in indus-
try due to political agitation in Wash-
ington and the usual business timid-
ity preceding a presidential election.
This mere hesitancy should emphasize
to every citizen the necessity for de-
manding policies, both state and na-
tional, which will encourage indus-
trial and business activity and steady
pay rolls.

“The Abilene country is making
from twenty to fifty bushels of wheat
to the acre,” avers the Abilene Daily
Reporter. Scurry county is produc-
ing some splendid wheat itself. One
farmer threshed 86 bushels to the
acre. Going some, did you say.
There is vast possibilities in wheat
growing in Scurry County, provided
there is intelligence mixed with en-
ergy. Ground must be broke early
in the summer and as deep as possi-
ble. Makeshift farming does not pay
m any country.

Congress at its next session will
consider an amendment to the fed-
eral constitution which provides for
taxing the income from future issues
of state and municipal bonds by the
federal government. It also provides
that states may tax the incomes frem
future issues of government bonds
that are owned within their borders.
In plain English this means that the
income derived from tax-exempt
bonds, instead of being tax-free as
in the past, would hereafter be sub-
ject to taxation in the same manner
as income earned in any other man-
ner whatsoever. More than a billion
dollars is now diverted every year
from agriculture and business to tax-
free bonds. This is a knife that cuts
both ways. Tt deprives industry of
the needed capital and it shifts heav-
ier taxes upon agriculture and busi-
ness. If that leak is stopped by the
passage of the amendment, agricul-
ture and business will thrive as never
before.

Governor Pat M. Neff at the Dem-
ocratic convention, not as a delegate,
but as a very prominent citizen of
Texas. He refused a place on the
delegation and went a free-lancing to
New York. Whatever can be said of
Pat the charge of political cowardice
can be laid at his doors. He did more
to weaken McAdoo in his little inter-
view than all campaign speeches for
him before the convention. We also
must not fail to lay at the Texas
Governor’s door honesty and con-
sistency. Some ¢laim that Governor
Neff has a political bee in his bon-
net of a national nature and that he
hopes to become the convention dark
horse in one way or other. Similar
charges of treachery was laid at his
door in the university matter, but he
disappointed his friends in this re-
gard. If McAdoo looses the nomina-
tion Mr. Neff’s strength will be added
to in Texas.

tare., His statement follows:

I hold the sworn statement of C. C,
Newton, discharged, prisoner, who
made his oath with these words: *“I
realize that if I am guilty of false
swearing that I am liable to a prison
sentence of two to five years, and
I take full responsibility, knowing
that I speak the truth, the whole
truth and nothing but the truth.”

During the month of April, 1924,
Evans Dunlap, a young prisoner on
Easham farm No. 1, made an effort
to escape. While running through the
woods, he struck his foot against the
sharp root of an upturned stump, and
cut a severe wound, which made it
impossible for him to make further
progress. He was brought back to
the prison camp. His foot and leg
were swollen to an enormous size,
and he was suffering great pain. He
begged the officers and guards to let
him have time for his foot to heal
before forcing him into the field. His
request was denied, and he was com-
manded to go into the field at once.
He was trying to obey this command
when, on the 17th day of April, the
farm manager came out to the field,
forced other prisoners to place Dun-
lap naked upon the ground, and hold
him there, while the manager gave
him 21 lashes with a 36-inch leather
whip. The leather whip was first
saturated in water until it was limp.
The manager then drew the wet
leather through fine sand, under his
feet, before striking each blow. The
blood flowed like water from this
boy’s body. His flesh was cut and
lacerated in a horrible manner. Next
morning he was unable to move in
his bed. He lay moaning in agony
for three days, when he again was
driven to the field to work., Then on
April 22, five days later, the manager
again came into the field and gave
him another unmerciful beating. He
was given 16 lashes. This was one
of the most brutal exhibitions of
cruelty ever witnessed in a civilized
country. 1 hope I may never again
witness so horrible a sight. I have
seen many men whipped. I saw one
boy actually whipped to death in the
reformatory, but I had never seen
a human being undergo such torture
and live. He was laid upon the
ground after first being striped. His
body was all swollen and covered with

-—
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sores from the first beating. The
manager dragged his wet leather
whip through fine sand, then rose

to his tiptoes and applied the lash
with all his strength. Dunlap
groaned and begged for mercy. He
was like some animal crying out in
pitiful agony. Oh, if I possessed the
pen of a Shakespeare and the ora-
torical abilities of Socrates, I could
never find words with which to de-
scribe this scene. After sixteen
lashes had been applied at this sec-

—

ond whipping the nMnager told the
bleeding, cowering, pain-racked pris-
oner, that he was going to whip him
again within a few hours. So, that
night, Duynlap was whipped a third
time. He was given six lashes on the
third whipping. More would have
caused his death, and his suffering
would have ended. But he still lives,
after receiving 43 lashes, a mangled,
scarred, and disfigured human
wreck.,

Henry Parker, another young white
man, incurred the ill-will of a guard.
Parker was in the plowing squad.
The guard was riding around the
field cursing prisoners and trying to
provoke a difficulty with some of
them. He rode up to where Parker
was plowing. Parker had his plow
lines looped over his shoulders. The
guard told Parker to take the plow
lines off his shoulders and put them
around his wrists, Parker told the
guard he had never plowed that way
before and had never seen anyone
plow with his lines attached to his
wrists, The guard grabbed a long
bull whip which he carried on his
saddle and began beating Parker
over the back and shoulders with it.
Parker’s shouders had bloody welts
from the blows he received from the
bull whip. The guard then reported
to the farm manager that Parker had
been guilty of impudence to him. That
night Parker tried to tell the manager
what had happened in the field and
tried to show him the bloody welts
on his back and shoulders, but was
refused any attention. A few days
later the manager came into the
field where Parker was plowing. He
had a whipping order from the prison
commisioners. Parker was stripped
and laid upon the ground. He was
beaten with the leather strap until
he was limp and covered with blood.
With each stroke of the whip the
manager would drag the wet leather
through fine sand, then curl the whip
and ecrimp a “cup” in the end of the
leather, before tsriking the prison-
er's bare flesh. This drove the fine
sand into the flesh of the prisoner
with each blow of the whip. I could
never forget the pitiful sight of this
poor, wretched, bleeding boy, rolling
on the ground, moaning and pleading
for mercy, as the sand hissed into
his bare flesh, with each powerful
blow of a whip which the State of
Texas permits to be used upon its
helpless and defenseless wards.

was given such a severe'beating that
he lay in the hospital for
months and 20 days, because he told
a member of the prison advisory
committee what was going on at East-
man Farm, This advisory committee
member came to the farm and told
the prisoners she wanted some one
to tell her just what the conditions
were; that she wanted to be told
by a prisoner who had a “spotless
record.”” Wilson stepped up on qual
ifying.  He agreed to act as spokes-
man for the other prisoners. The
committee member asked all guards
to step outside of hearing distance
while she received the information
she had requested. She promised
that no one would be punished for
giving her information; that it was
her duty to get #his information.
Wilson, believing that he would be
safe in obeying the request of a mem-
ber of the governor’s staff, told what
the conditions were and was corro-
borated by the other prisoners. A
few days later guards and officers
began nagging Wilson and kicking
him around. They began threaten-
ing him with punishment for the first
time in all his prison career. They
told him they were going to “deal
him hell generally,” One of the
guards then made request that the
farm manager let him have Wilson
in his squad “just for one day.” The
guard said he was going to kill Wil-
son if he had to ‘do time’ himself.
That was on Thursday, February 14.
That night another guard told Wil-
son that he was scheduled to be shot
when out of the presence of wit-
nesses next day, by a certain guard
and advised Wilson not to go out in
that guard’s squad. Fearing he would
be shot, Wilson tried to run away
the next day. He was captured be-
fore he got out of sight. Next day,
February 16th, he was so horribly
beaten with the leather whip that he
lay in the hospital for three months
and twenty days. So much sand was
buried in his flesh that it abcessed,
and he was covered with running
sores. The doctor had to lance his
flesh in order to get the sand out

of it.

HATS OFF TO AMERICAN FLAG.

The first American Flag ever made
was put together by Betsy Ross, the
wife of a Master Mason. In th¢ mo-
tion picture entitled ‘“Hats Off,” now
veing shown through Texas by the
commitiee on Masonic Service and
Education, there is a scene showing
the making of the first flag., The
following tribute, one of the finest
paid Old Glory in after war days,
was by a Mason, Col. Alvin Owsley,
of Dallas:

“When you see the
Stripes displayed, son,
take off your hat. Somebody may
titter. It is in the blood of some to
deride all expression of noble senti-
ment. You may blaspheme in the
street and stagger drunken in public
places, and the bystanders will not
pay much attention to you; but if you
should get down on your knees and
pray to Almighty God or if you
should stand bareheaded while a com-
pany of old soldiers marches by with
flags to the breeze, some people will
think you are showing off.

But don’t you mind! When OIld
Glory comes along, salute, and let
tkem think what they please! When
you hear the band play “The Star-

Stars and
stand up and

Spangled Banner,” while you are in
a restaurant or hotel dining room,
get up even if you rise alone, stand
there and don’t be ashamed of it
either!

“For of all the signs and symbol

wce the world began there is none
other so full of meaning as the flag

f this country. That Diece of red,
white and blue bunting means five
housand years of struggle upward.
It is the full-grown flower " age
of fighting for liberty. It the
century plant of human hope in
bloom.

“Your flag stands for humanity,
for an equal opportunity to all the
sons of men., Of course we haven't
arrived yet at that goal; there are
many injustices yet among us, many
senseless and cruel customs of the

past still clinging to us, but the only
hope of righting the wrongs of men
lies in the feeling produced in, our
bosoms by the sight of that flag.
“Other flags mean a glorious past,
this flag a glorious future. It is not
so much the flag of our fathers as
it is the flag of our children, and of
all children’s children yet unborn.

The outstanding feature that ca
about with the development of com-
munity as contrasted with individual
effort has been and is the extent
gend form of public regulation and
control of industries that are most
largely affected with a public inter-
est. The daily press, for instance,
must operate under a federal law that
requires sworn exhibits of circula-
tion at stated intervals. All Texas
newspapers must label political ad-
vertising. Their rates for political
announcements are fixed by statute.
Under the law their news and edi-
torial expressions are assumed to be
malicious if anybody complains and
the onus is upon them to show other-
wise. Some of these things are prob-
ably all right. The question to be de-
cided is the extent to which public
policy—the theory of the welfare of
all the people—shall go in restrictions
of the freedom of action of the indi-
vidual.

In no other field of industry
the public interest so large stake as
in the estential industries—those
upon which the people depend to a
under the complex character of our
great degree for their very existence
present economic development. The
services of transportation, electric
power and light, communication, and,
in the cities, of gas for fuel, are such
as to require a very considerable de-
gree of public control. As these in-
dustries expand in hteir usefulness
and service to the people—and they
are the most rapidly growing indus-
tries in America today—the problems
connected with their regulation in
behalf of their customers and their
stockholders multiply and change.

Control of these public services un-
der the laws and through public opin-
ion has established a few principles
that may be taken as landmarks in
the public service. Some of them
that are accepted and approved by
all regulartory bodies, the customers
of the utilities and the owners of the
utilities are:

These public services—of the tel-
ephone, the electric light, gas, and
the electric and steam railroads—
must be made available to all alike.

There shall be no diserimination,

The services must be adequate.

The agencies producing such serv-
ices must be permitted to earn a fair
return on the value of the property
thus-employed—if they c.n.

Now, these things are fair enough.
It is not right that the services of
these utilities should be made a bur-
densome charge upon the users of
them. It is not right that the users
of these services should be penalized
through destructive competition in
the production of such services b\
duplication of plant investment, over-
head and operating costs, nor that
the services should be impaired

ne

has

but has become the cornerstone upon

all business rests, as well as the great-
est source of comfort, hppiness and
convenience to all people—rich and
poor. This industry offers perhaps
the greatest field for inventive
genius, builders and managerial abil-
ity. Its growth may be expected
to continue unabated for years to
come and with that expansion our
standard will become still higher.

Owing to the peculiar character of
the public utility industry the most
successful companies measured by
the results in service, have not al-
ways been those with the best public
relations.  Or putting it the other
way about—the development of pub-
lic understanding on the part of the
people served by some of the best
public utility companies has lagged—
for the reason that such companies
were operated by technical men
whose object and pleasure was in
producing results rather than in tell-
ing about them.

Only very recently has the indus-
try as a whole discovered—and de-
termined to act upo nthe discovery—
that the establishment of good rela-
tions with their customers and the
communities they sereve, through un-
derstanding, is of fully as great im-

portance as maintaining excellent
service,

So now the publie utilities as a
group and as individaul industries,

are coming to devote the necessary
time and expenditure to telling the
public utility story to the people who
are interested in the public utility
services—all of the people.

They are making the news of the
industry available in every possible
manner. They are informing the
people about the industry on every
occasion. They are seeking to aid
in the orderly adjustment of society
to changing conditions by leading the
people to think in terms of thrift and
industry and self-reliajce and in-
tegrity—to place before the people
the true story of individual effort,
equality of opportunity and, above
all, service.

Newspaper advertising naturally
suggests itself as the best means of
selling anything. The public utili-
ties have service to sell. They know
that it is not sufficient, even under
the wise conditions that permit but
one source of such service in a com-
munity—to place this service on a
come-and-get-it basis. They have
discovered that it must be intelli-
gently merchandised. Hence the
amazing growth of public utility ad-
vertising in this country.

There is ever-present need for four
distinct kinds of advertising by the
public utility industry.

Service advertising, to increase vol-

[ments. Only a few of the very larg-
{est advertising agencies are equipped
Ito afford even passable service in the
way of public utility advertising
copy. None of them so far are ex-
perts,

So the burden of bringing the pub-
lic utility story into the advertising
columns of the home paper has fallen
upon the state committee directors.
And these directors have made a
good start toward informing the pub-
lic and, as a consequence, develop-
ing a new line of business for the
newspapers of the communities
served by public utility industries.
They are supplying copy for public
relation advertising to utility com-
panies wherever they exist. This
copy is necessarily general in its
terms, but it is such that the local
manager can adapt it to his needs.
The local newspaper man as he be-
comes familiar with the underlying
economics of industry, will be able to
assist the local utility man in ghap-
ing advertising messages for the lo-
cal community.

In the one line of customer owner-
ship advertising the public utilities
have been able to tell every part.of
their thrilling and absorbingly in-
teresting story—service, engineering,
construction, financing, operating—
and by so doing make the copy per-
form its more definite purpose, the
selling of securities, which in 1924
will probably pass the sum of five
hundred million dollars.

The gross annual income of the
public -utilities under discussion, the
telephone, gas, electric power and
light, and electric railways, is ap-
proximately three and one-fourth
billion dcllars. In merchandising the
advertising appropriation runs all
the from two per cent to seven per
cent of the gross annual income. So
far in the public utility industry the
advertising expenditure is from one-
fourth to one-third of one per cent.
This apparent discrepancy may be ac-
counted for to some extent by the
fact that in merchandising the turn-
over is four or five times a year
while in the public utility industry it
is about once every five years. To
illustrate, a public utility with an in-
vestment of $100,000 will do about
$20,000 of business in a year while
a merchandise business with the same
capital may do $300,000 to $500,000
business in a year,

The time will probably never come
when the public utilities as a whole
will expend even the two per cent
which many leaders in the industry
consider proper for this industry to
invest in advertising. That would
mean an advertising budget of close
to seventy milion dollars a year.
But it is not unreasonable to expect
that with proper activity on the part
of the local publishers and tb: lead-

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PROPOSED CHANGE IN OUR
HIGHWAY LAWS.

Texas will be called on to vote on
an amendment to our constitution the
latter part of 1925, placing the state
highways under Federal control. The
amendment seeks to give the Federal
Government the right to buy, build
and maintain national highways
through the State. At present the
title to our public roads are in the
county, and there is no law per-
mitting the Federal government to
own and operate roads in this State.

Federal aid in road building has
been distributed through the State
Highway Commission, but after Jan-
uary, 1926, no more Federal aid will
be given to states for direct county
or State road building, and in lieu
thereof the Federal Government will
buy roads already designated and
built and right of ways for new roads
and built and operate same. In other
words, if Texas does not amend its
constitution and give the Federal
Government authority to build its
own roads, then Texas will lose Fed-
eral aid altogether, and the money
that has heretofore come to Texas
through the State Highway Commis-
sion will be diverted to other States.
Texas will be compelled to adopt the
amendment to our State Constitution
or else it will lose a large sum of
money in road building.

There is being organized in Texas
an association to carry the amend-
ment when it is put up to the people.
A thorough educational campaign will
be carried on, to the end that every
voter will be thoroughly familiar
with the proposition when it comes
up for their ratification or rejec-
tion. We are in an age of road-
has been expending large sums of
building, and the Federal Government
money in various States in temporary
road work. The money they have ex-
pneded has been more or less wasted.
Counties have received allotment of
Federal money and it has been ex-
pended on teporary roads. These tem-
porary roads in many case have gone
to pieces and the Federal, State and
County money wasted. The Federal
government now steps in through its
Highway Department and says that
after January, 1926 no more money
will be thus wasted and if states af-
ter that date wants Federal aid in
road buildng it must be expended on
government owned and operative
roads. The government contemplates
building brick highways, with a curb
at either side, and put in shape that
will last always. They are to become
military highways, and they will ex-
tend in every direction through all
States. For instance Scurry county
has a temporary highway running
north and south that was built by
county bond issue, State and Federal
aid. This highway is going to pieces

fast and at the best will only last a
few years longer. In that event we
will return to our former condition of
dirt roads with a bond issue hanging
over us for the next 40 years. The
Federal Government now proposes if

we amend our constitution to step in,
buy this road from the county, place
brick on same and maintain it in fu-
ture at the cost of the government.
It would certainly be to our advan-
tage to have the Federal government
take over this road.

The Times has gone into the pro-
posed change of Federal road building
in this State, in order that our peo-
ple might study over the matter and
become familiar with the proposed
amendment. A representative is in
our community asking funds for the
educational campaign to be conduct-
ed in this State in the interest of the
amendment. The amendment must
carry or else Texas will for all the
time be crippled in road buliding.
Other States who already have this
provision in their constitution, name-
ly, giving the Federal Government
the right to own and operate public
roads and highways in their respec-
similar amendments to their con-
tive States, and those who will adopt
stitutions, wlil get the government
aid in the future, or after January,
1926, and Texas will be left to her
own resources in road building, with
Federal taxes to be paid regardless.
In other words, regardless of whether
we amend our constitution we will
have to continue to pay Federal taxes
for road building purposes in other
States.

Not satisfied with past achieve-
ments, the American Telephone and
Telegraph Company has rceently
been sending photographs by wire
and the latest test of its system has
been to send news pictures from
Cleveland to New York during the
Republican National convention. The
transmittting and receiving equip-
ment for this work was connected by
a long distance telephone circuit and
was in operation daily. Pictures re-
ceived in New York were prepared
immediately and made available to
the press. How long will it be be-
fore the user of an ordinary tele-
phone can see the party to whom he
is talking? It sounds entirely im-
possible but in the light of recent
advances in wireless and wire com-
munication it does not seem outside
the realms of probability.

For the benefit of tubercular Ma-
sons who are patients at the Ameri-
can Legion Hospitla for ex-service
men and those coming to Kerrville to
seek relief from tuberculosis, a com-
munity house or recreation center
will soon be erected near the main
ward of the hospital, three miles
from Kerrville.

Senate Joint Resolution' No, 10.

Proposing an amendment to Sec-
tion 51, Article 3 of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas to provide
that the Legislature may grant pen-
sions to Confederate soldiers, sailors
and their widows, who have been
citizens of Texas since prior to Jan-
uary 1, 1910, providing that all sol-
diers, sailors and their widows eligi-
ble under the provisions hereof shall
be entitled to be placed upon the
rolls and participate in the pension
fund created hereunder, levying a tax
of seven (7) cents on the one hun-
dred $100.00) dollars valuation of
property in this State for the pay-
ment of such pension, providing that
the Legislature may reduce the rate
of pension for such purpose, fixing
a time for the election to be held on
such amendment and making an ap-
propriation to pay the expenses
thereof.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Section 1. Section 51 of Article
3 of the Constitution of the State of
Texas shall be amended 20 as to here-
after read as follows:

Section 51. The Legislature shall
have no power to make any grant
or authorize the making of any grant
of public money to any individual,
association of individuals, municipal
or other corporations whatsoever,
provided, however, the Legislature
may grant aid to indigent or disabled
Confederate soldiers and sailors, who
came to Texas prior to January 1,
1910, and to their widows, in indi-
gent circumstances and who have
been bona fide residents of this State
since January 1, 1910, and who were
married to such soldiers or sailors
prior to January 1, 1910, and to indi-
gent and disabled soldiers who un-
der the special laws of the State of
Texas during the war between the
States served in organizations for
the protection of the frontier against
Indian raiders or Mexican maraud-
ers and to indigent and disabled sol-
diers of the militia of the State of
Texas who were in active service dur-
ing the war between the States and
to the widows of such soldiers who
are in indigent circumstances and
who were married to such soldiers
prior to January 1, 1910, provided
that the word “widom” in the pre-
ceding lines of this Section shall not
apply to women born since the year
1861, and all soldiers and sailors and
widows of soldiers and sailors eligible
under the above conditions shall be
entitled to be placed upon the pen-
sion rolls and participate in the dis-
tribution of the pension fund of this
State under any existing law or laws
hereafter passed by the Legislature,
and also to grant aid for the estab-
lishment and maintenance of a home
for said soldiers and sailors, their
wives and widows and women who
aided in the Confederacy under such
regulations and limitations as may
be provided by law, provided the
Legislature may provide for husband
and wife to remain together, in the
home. There is hereby levied in ad-

dition to all other taxes heretofore
permitted by the Constitution of
Texas a State ad valorem tax on
property of seven (7) cents on the
one hundred ($100) dollars valua-
tion for the purpose of creating a
special fund for the payment of pen-
sions for services in the Confederate
army and navy, frontier organiza-
tions and the militia of the State of
Texas, and for the widows of such
soldiers serving in said armies, navies,
organizations or militia provided that
the Legslature may reduce the tax
rate herein levied and provided fur-
ther that the provisions of this sec-
tions shall not be considered so as to
prevent the grant of aid in cases of
public calamity.

See. 2. The foregoing Constitu-
tional Amendment shall be sub-
mitted to a vote of the qualified vo-
ters of this State at an election to be
held on the first Tuesday after the
first Monday in November, 1924, at
which all voters shall have printed or
written on their ballots: “For
amendment of Section 51 of Article
3 of the Constitution authorizing the
Legislature to grant aid to Confed-
erate soldiers, sailors and their wid-
ows who have been a resident of this
State since January 1, 1910,” and
“Against amendment to Section 51
of Article 3, of the Constitution, au-
thorizing the Legislature to grant
aid to Confederate soldiers and their
widows.”

Sec. 8. The Governor is hereby
directed to issue the proclamation
for said election and have the same
published as required by the Consti-
tution and laws of this State, and the
sum of five thousand ($5,000.00) dol-
lars or so much thereof as may be
necessary is hereby appropriated out
of the general funds of this State not
otherwise appropriated for expenses
of publications and elections there-
under.

FOR GOVERNMENTAL
EVILS.

DENVER, Celo.,, June 26.—That
the United States would reach a
higher plane of governmental per-
fection than it has ever reached if
the affairs of governmen could be
managed by business men of intelli-
gence, initiative and resourcefulness,
was the statement made today by
Clyde C. Dawson, of Denver, at the
annual international convention of
all the 1250 Kiwanis clubs in the
United Sates and Canada, who are
convened at this time in Denver,
Mr. Dawson has been a director of the
Chamber of Commerce of the United
States for the past four years, and
is past president of the Colorado Bar
Association,

“He claimed that business men par-
ticularly were responsible for the
present governmental evils, and if
they fully appreciated their respon-
sibility, agitators and ginks of al
kinds, both in and out of congress, |
would find it impossible to spread |
their destructionist doctrines, and|
higher types of more capable repre-
sentatives in government would be
elected.

“The early attitude of the Ameri-
can people in accepting government
as a matter of course must change in
the face of the steady encroachment
of government over the rights of in-
dividuals, and of the Federal govern-
ment over the rights of the various
states. This over-government has not
been the fault of any of the great po-
litical parties, but it is due to the
activities of well organized and vo-
ciferous minorities aided by the
many bureaucrats in public office.

“Good government is of the first
importance to every individual. The
present disrupted condition of Russia,
with endless natural resources, man-
power, farming spacek and trans-
portation, but with a government that
fiscates private property and de-
stroys all production with its com-
munistic theories and iron-clad prac-
tices, worse than those that existed
under the Czars, is a perfect ex-
ample of how necessary good govern-
ment is to everyone.

“But good government cannot be
secured and maintained unless a con-
siderably greater percentage of the
people do their individual parts in

“In spite of the innumerable ex-
amples of the success of the American
theory and practice of government,
there never was a more determined
effort on the part of some who would
break down the fundamental law of
the land. They preach for the aboli-
tion of the senate, that the President
be deprived of the right of the veto;
that all judges be elected for short
terms only; they demand the aboli-
tion of the power of the supreme
court to declare legislative acts un-
constitutional, which power one
of the greatest safeguards against
official tyranny found in the consti-
tution.

“Another great danger to this
country is that of bureaucracy. Sta-
tistics show that one person out of
every 159 was on the government
payroll of July 31, 1920, and that if
we took into consideration all those
on the public payroll, we would find
one out of every 12 people thus em-
ployed.
