COUNTY AGENT'S NOTES

Time is rolling by, and before
anyone knows it it will be time to
put seed in the ground. Many
people are debating this question
over and over as to how much cot-
ton and how much feed to plant.
A feed crop that was gathered at a
loss is not much more encourage-
ment than a cotton crop, and pros-
pects look bright for a good feed
crop, and only a miracle of the
kind that sometimes occurs could
put the price of cotton on a very
profitable basis for another year.
This is the opinion of all the peo-
ple who study the trend of cotton
prices.” So “cotton versus feed"
seems to indicate the most money
in feed, in the hide of some cow,
calf, lamb, hog, or in an egg.

The best seed always the
cheapest, and now is the time to
get seed. 1 would like to get the
names of ten men who will try
Chiltex and Primo, two néw grain
sorghums, and the seed (4 pounds)
will be furnished free. The best
of seeds will be secured on re-
quest,

Early chicks make the best lay-
ers, and now is the time to start

something in chickens. The big-
gest trouble in the raising of
chicks is that they are overfed.

The following is a good method:
The chicks should not be fed
until they are sixty to seventy-two
hours old. For the first week the
chicks could be fed five times a
day, enough food to last them 15
minutes at feeding.

DISCIPLINE IN THE SCHOOL

By A. A. BULLOCK,

“If there is any place on the

is the first, and last, and highest
law, that place is the schoolroom.
Without it there can be no such
thing as progress.” If such is the
case, how exceedingly important is
the subject under consideration.
With what earnestness and inten-
sity of interest should every in-
structor ask himself how he can
best discipline the young and ten-
der minds entrusted to his care
and training.

The teacher must himself feel
the importance of discipline. With-
out this feeling he cannot hope to
succeed. The teacher has, as it
were, a large family to govern and
instruct, composed of many small-
er families, differing in disposi-
tion, talents, and attainments,
subjected, perhaps, to as many
kinds of discipline at home as the
homes are numerous from which
they come. These he must classify,
govern and instruct, having regard

cured by mild and kind means,
if possible, but they should not,
in any instance, be sacrificed to a
frequently conceived, though we
think erroneous impression, that
severe punishments are out of
place.
