SNYDER TRANSFER
IM PROVES SERVICE

Geo. P. Barron, rural school 
supervisor, just finished inspecting 
the schools o f Scurry County Fri­
day. He was a little over a month 
later coming to the county than 
on any previous year. This has 
caused us to have to guess at the 
length o f the school term in each 
district, not knowing how much 
aid he was going to give each 
school. Since he finished and the 
financial status o f each district 
figured, we ran now determine 
just how long each school will run. 
Mr. Barron was very nice to us, 
giving in each rase all the law 
would permit him to give where 
the limit was needed. The total 
for the county amounts to $10,- 
356, This is about $1,500 less 
than the amount we previously got 
or the amount received last year. 
Thi.s was due to the new state aid 
law enacted last year by the For­
tieth Legislature. |

A lot o f people seem to be mis- j 
informed about this new law. For | 
this reason I am going to endeavor 
to explain it. Under the new law 
the 8tate o f Texas guarantees 6 
months school out o f state funds, 
that i.s, out o f the $16 per schol- 
astis that comes from the sLite 
plus state aid. This six-month 
term i.s guaranteed out of slate 
funds based on salaries set by
them, which are as follows: One 
teacher school is bn.'<ed on a sal­
ary o f $90; two teacher schools on 
a salary o f $100 for principal and 
$80 for the assistant; three teach­
er schools ba.sed on a salary of 
$116 for the principal and $80 for 
assistants; four teacher schools 
based on a salary o f $126 fo r the 
principal and $!*0 for the primary 
teacher and $80 for the other 
two teachers. All other schools 
are based on a salary o f $135 
for the principal, |100 fo r tha 
primary teacher, an<i $80 each for 
the assistants except in schools 
above six teachers, which run 
higher.

For example, a two teacher 
school figured at $180 per month 
for six months will amount to 
$1,080. This is the amount the 
.utate guarantees and no more; 
this is the limit o f the law. If,
then, a two-teacher school has 76 
scholastics drawing $15 each from 
the state, this will give a total o f 
$1,126. Since the state only 
guarantees $1,080, this school 
woul<l get no aid under the new 
law. I f  the school is a 3 teacher 
school, figuring the salaries as set 
by the state at $115 and $80 for 
the nssi.<tants, the total will be 
$1,650. I f  u three teacher school 
has 100 scholastics for example, at 
$15 each, they will draw $1,500 
from the state in apportionment. 
Therefore, they would be entitled 
to only $150 aid. I f  the same 
school has 110 scholastics, they 
could get no aid at ail.

This is the new state aid la'W 
pa.-̂ sed by the Fortieth Legisla­
ture, and we have to go by it 
whether we like it or not. None 
o f us are responsible for the pas- 
.>;age of the bill. The county su­
perintendent has nothing what­
ever to do with how much aid a 
school receive.^, neither has the 
inspector who visits your school, 
except to see that requirements 
are met before ho grants any at 
all. The Fortieth Legislature is 
responsible for the law, and be it 
good or bad, it is the law until 
repealed, and we have no choice 
in the matter.

This does not mean that the 
above salaries is the limit that 
can be paid a teacher by the 
tru.stecs. This is the limit out of 
state funds. All above this a- 
mount must be paid out of tiie 
local tax.
