trench silos In the State. These were'

two trench silos will be dug In each' 
of twenty-five more countiea 

The results from the silos were 
generally satisfactory except that 
there was considerable spoilage in 
most of the silos, and trouble waa 
experienced with the walls caving 
after the first year the trench was

Owners usually report that the; 
trench silo is all right, but observa- j 
Uons usually show a considerable 
loss from s|x>ilage at the side walls' 
near the top. No doubt much of* 
the lose may be prevented by the 
use of more care In smoothing the 
walla. In wetting the feed better at 
tha walls, and also In putting on 
the top covering.

ROAD BOND BURDENS OF
THE STATE OF TEXAS

The State Highway Department 
recently issued a table showing^ 
what each county had spent (or 
State highways and the rate of tax 
reduction which could be effected 
by transferring the obligation to the 1 
gasoline tax. |
According to the Texas Weekly the; 

highway department’s figures showi 
that Texas counties have spent to| 
date a total of $79,443 889.54 In the 
construction of State roads under, 
the supervision of the department.' 
The total of highway bonds voted | 
by Texas counties la shown to be 
$250,551,008. of which $207,241,119 is! 
still outstanding. The table Includes  ̂
figures from 225 counties, with sup-1 
plementary figures from 21 counties 
In which bonds have been Issued by i 
road districts. In the case ot nearly' 
all the counties, the approximate * 
portion of the road taxes which Is' 
going directly to take care of bonds' 
devoted to purely State highways Is I

given. In a few cases It lias not been 
possible to give accurate figures, so 
no attempt has been made to guess 
at them. In some counties bonds 
are retired In accordance with a 
sliding scale of taxation, and In 
such cases the lowest and highest 
figyres are given, the latter being 
the current rate.

’The table of counties which have 
i.s.sued bonds for the construction of 
State highways showed that eighty- 
seven counties are paying a tax rate 
of more tlian 30 cents during the 
current year for this purpose alone, 
and it would be possible to reduce 
the taxes of thc'se counties accord­
ingly In the event the State Oov- 
ernment .should take over the ob­
ligation of retiring the bonds. 
Twenty-.seven counties are paying a 
rate of more tHaii TO cents for this 
purpose, and seven counties are pay­
ing a rate of more than $1.00.

Trend of tlie past week in Texas 

|M>lltlcs pointed to a considerable 
Increase In the relative strength of 
Rass Sterling for governor, it la In­
dicated from a personal tour of ap­
proximately twenty West Texas 
counties. The Increase of the Ster­
ling strength in West Texas has 
seen a corresponding decline In the 
Small forces.

<^jT is a well-known fact that 
^ | tb e  great metropolitan cities 

of our modern civilization 
could not cxlet if the Rcienttflc 
method of preserving foods known 
as canning bad not been Invented, 
but the following article about 
the Byrd Antarctic Expedition 
quoted from a recent issue of The 
Canning Trade shows bow this 
invention has also helped man­
kind to penetrate the wild and 
unsettled regions of the earth.

"A  polar expedition," this ar­
ticle states, “not only ‘travels on 
Its stomach,' but cannot replenish 
the larder by purchasing or com­
mandeering coffee and twcon when 
supplies run low. So when Ad­
miral Richard E. Ilyrd laid his 
plans for exploring the most 
desolate icebound region in the 
world his list of enpplies included 
a variety of food Items sufficient 
to provide an all-around diet and 
guard against monotony.

"As the Byrd Antarctic Expedi­
tion was tjie most comprehensive 
polar exploration project ever at­
tempted, these food items were 
stocked in wholesale quantities, 
resrbing a total ot approximately 
100 tons. The list Included such 
staples u  2% tons coffee, E tons 
beef, 5 tons dried fruits, 2 tons 
bacon, 2 tons bam, 600 cases of 
eggs. 214 tons cereals, 2 tons each 
of corned shoulder, tongue and 
sparerib, 1 ton each of lard. Jam, 
chicken and powdered milk, 15 
tons of candy. The personal 
tastes of the adventurers were 
not overlooked: 500,000 cigarettes, 
tobacco approximating a ton and 
sn ample stock of pipes doubtless 
helped to ease tbe long days of 
loneliness.

"Preparing the expedition's 
stock ot provisions for shipment 
on tbe 7,000-miIe voyage to Ant- 
Srtlca was one of tbe major pro­
blems in advance of this unique 
undertaking. It was important 
that tbe weight of the varioue ar- 
Deles and the space they would 
occupy OB shipboard be reduced 
to the mintmom. Equally impor- 
|snt was the problem of hoosiug 
•r esrlsg for this prscloua stock

of food on the Ice pack that was 
to be 'home' for two years.

“ After a thorough survey of 
many types uiid designs of pack­
ing containers, the leaders of the 
expedltinu decided to park tbe 
foodstuffs and other perishables, 
to tho largest possible extent, in 
1)0X08 of uniform size and type, so 
that they could be used as build­
ing units. This necessitated a 
container that would open on the 
side, making its contents access­
ible while the box fulfilled its dual 
purpose as a ‘brick* In tbe wall 
and "as a container. The boxes 
were made of yellow pine a quar­
ter inch thick, braced with cleats 
which framed the ends. The 
cleats were joined in grooves at 
tbe corners, but not nailed, tbus 
permitting the side of the box to 
be opened and reclosed.

"A  special feature, which inci­
dentally provided a hinged effect 
for this opening side, was the use 
of a series of wires bound tight 
around each box and stapled to 
the wood, thus performing tbe 
major function of holding the box 
and contents together. 'The wire 
received exhaust^e tests to prove 
that it would resist corrosion and 
the crystallizing effects of polar 
cold. Tbe design thus eliminated 
the need for thick box walls, sav­
ing weight and bulk, yet provided 
ample strength for handling In 
transit and for stacking. And— 
an important consideration—the 
cleats furnished secure grips for 
hands encased in heavy fur-mite 
tens.

"Previous axperlsnce In polar 
exploration pointed to the need 
for s one-man package, as loads 
too heavy or bulky for one man 
to carry ara left behind In an 
emergency. Acc o r d 1 n g 1 y the 
standard unit was mads to con- _
Uin six cans of No. 10 slss Md, Blso set into the Ice. Boses formed 
about 5,000 of these wlre-bouadlihe 1

precious foodstuffs. To safeguard 
against rust, each can was duul>le 
coated with a maroon paint, 
chosen after thorough tempera­
ture and exposure tests. The cans 
were opi-ned by cutting arnuud 
the side so that no paint articles 
would fall into the food. The 
cans of coffee and some other dry 
foods were vacuumized in the pro­
cess ot sealing.

"According to reports the ex­
pedition carried out tho plan of 
using the boxes to form the walls 
of 'igloo' storehouses, laying them 
in staggered formation like bricks 
laid up in running or stretcher 
courses. The walls were spanned 
by wooden roofs and tbe whole 
covered with tarpaulin, which in 
turn was buried under enow. A 
stenciled label on the opening 
side of each box showed the na­
ture of the contents. Thus tbe 
commissary also constituted tbe 
kitchen, and the cook was sur­
rounded by tbe tons of sausage, 
chicken, lard, cheese,*mllk, eggs. 
Jam, pickles and other items that 
constituted his lai'der during the 
long siege. The cook performed 
his culinary functions on a rec* 
ular coal stove. When be clipped 
the wires to open the side of a 
box and take a can of coffee from 
the shelf the box was reclosed, tbe 
procedure In no way affecting tbe 
solidity of the wall.

"The furious sub-rero gales that 
sweep Little America In the win­
ter season, and make this region 
tbe most forbidding of any known 
to explorers, were responsible for 
the plan to set all of the housing 
units Into the solid lea to a depth 
of four feet for protection. In or­
der to ‘bole up' when the savage 
blasts made outdoor movement

Vhetse Dumplings with Tomato 
daucc: Sift two cups flour, four 
teaspoons baking powder, and 
threp-fourths teaspoon salt to­
gether, and cut in two tabled|)o<>ns 
shortening and two tablespoons 
cheese. Add three-fourths cup 
milk, roll nne-fourttii inch thick, 
and cut in 4-inch squares.
