D. F>iller, chief of the Peed Control 
Service. Texas Agricultural Exper­
iment Staton, the following letter 
has been received and should be of 
interest to every farmer and stock- 
man of the county, who will have 
to purcha.se roughage for his stock 
this winter:

“ In rejily to .vour letter of Sep­
tember 18th, would say that usually 
crujxhetl cotton burrs have a greater 
feeding value than cotton seed hulls 
and fat and protein contents ■will 
depend in a great measure upon 
the amount of cotton seed present.
I believe it is safe to say that crush­
ed cotton burrs occupy a place mid- 
wav between cotton .seed hulls and 
hay In feeding value.”

P. D. Puller.
Chief Texas Peed Control Service. 
There arc thousands of tons of 

this material being burned at the 
gins this year and every other year 
and it would be wise for the farmers 
and .stockmen of the county to make 
greater u.'e of this fi-ed than Is be­
ing made of it. Already quite a few 
are using these burrs In their feed­
ing and although as Ls seen from : 
the letter quoted, the ft'cdlng value I 
Is not very high, but In years like 
this the burrs can be u.sed to take! 
the place of high priced feeds. , 

At present cotton seed hulls are 
selling at the mills for around $101 
per ton and good hay about $18 perl 
ton. Ttils gives cotton burrs a value! 
of around $14 per ton and as the! 
sca.son advances feed prices are apt 
to advance liigher.

When the farmer takes a load o f ! 
cotton to gin Is the best time fo r , 
him to get a good load of rough' 
feed for his livestock. Necessarily 
this luuiling of burrs will have to; 
take place during the rush season 
of farm work, as the glnners can­
not allow burrs to accumulate 
around the gin. thus Increasing the 
fire hazard, but there Is not a gln- 
ner In the eounty who would not be 
glad for his customers to haul these 
burrs home and u.se them to their 
advantage.—Post Di.spatch.

DID YOU EVER STOP 
TO THINK

By Edsuii It. Waite

Report on Grain and Other
Crops and Livestock

Austin, Texas, Sent. 23, 1930.

Charles A Guy, Editor of The 
Lubbock (Texas) Avalanche-Jour­
nal. says;

"It has often occurred to me that 
the practice of community building 
—or rather the practice of engag­
ing in It—has never struck close 
enough home to that great group 
of our citizens, covered In the 
blanket characterization of ‘the 
man In the street'

"Tliat occurrence has led me 
further; has cau.sed me to ponder 
over the condition In order to reach 
some direct reason for Us existence

"In every city, village and ham­
let In our country we And as bul­
warks of the chamber of commerce, 
commercial club or whatever the 
civic vehicle hapirens to be called, 
the same little group of business 
men. This same little group bears 
the burden for the whole of the 
community in the expenditure of 
effort, time and Anances. The 'av­
erage cltlaen.’ who proAts and 
whose family proAts indirectly from 
the varied labors of the few, doesn't 
seem to feel that he. too, la res­
ponsible for helping make his town 
just a little bit better than It Is.

“THe cause of the trouble, as I 
see It, Is that the average commer­
cial organization does not realize 
that, beyond the few merchants 
who are vitally Interested in civic 
development, there are scores of 
other men who could aiul would 
help—If properly approached and 
cultivated. Generally speaking, the 
chambers make little effort to In­
terest.

"Sweet potatoes, jieanuts. and 
hay crops have all suffered from 
the drouth. Only 1 1-2 inches of 
rain Is retrorted during the past 30 
days, but some sections received 
good rains.

"Livestock are reported In good 
condition except from a few coun­
ties In Western and Northwestern 
Texas.

“The wheat crop for Texas, as re­
ported by the United States De­
partment of Agriculture. Is 27.720.000 
bushels, as compared with 37.800,000 
bushels In 1929; the com crop is
83.232.000 bushels, compared wlUi
86.127.000 bushels In 1929; and the 
oat crop is 53.157.000 bushels com­
pared with 47,100,000 bushels In 
1929.

The owner of pine-bred stock has 

the problem pretty well solved He 
has a market for all the calves he 
does not want to keep. But the 
owner of the average dairy herd 
must dispose of his excess stock. 
The market for veal is a big oiie in 
this country. Nearly one billion 
pounds of dressed veal are produc­
ed every year, which is quite an ln> 
dustry in Itself.

To the average customer of a 
butcher shop veal is calf meat. But 
when you get inu> the subject you 
And out differently. There are dif­
ferent grades of calves and many 
cla&slflcations of calf meat. Gov­
ernment officials found that out a 
few years ago when they attempt­
ed to call the offspring of a cow 
under one year of age a calf. Tech- 
nichally they were correct, of course. 
Even today in some sections of the 
country animals under one year are 
sold as calves at so much per Bead.

Oo into the stockyards and you 
will hear buyers discussing vealers. 
veal calves, range calves, dairy 
ralves, etc. In the dkecsed meat 
coolers of the packing plants you 
will again find many different nam­
es for the carcasses hanging there, 
although to the inexperienced one 
they may all appear to be Just veal. 
There is a split veal, grass veal, calf 
carcasses and others.

It Is called “calf carcass.” In other 
words a ’’vealer' Is a young milk- 
fed calf and a “calf ” is a slightly 
older animal that has been to pas­
ture and has been raised on other 
foods in combination with milk.

Now the questliHi of whether you 
should sell your surplus calves at 
an early age is an economic one 
and depends entirely upon condi­
tions, the season of the year, the 
markets and other factors. There 
Is one simple rule you can always 
depend upon. When the cost of milk 
is low and the price of veal is high, 
raise veal. When the conditions are 
reversed, that Is, when milk is 
valuable and the market Is off on 
veal, better keep the calves for beef 
or milk.

In raising calves for veal on a 
whole-milk diet It takes about ten 
pounds of milk for each one pound 
of veal. Calves weigh around 90 to 
too pounds at birth. The market 
has the best demand for vealers 
that weigh from 150 to 175 pounds. 
It Is very easy to flgure then about 
what It will cost you to get the calf 
ready for market. A 100-pound calf 
that is sold as a vealer when It 
reaches 150 pounds, will require 
500 poundz of milk. It may take as 
much as 750 to 10<K) pounds of milk 
before the vealer is sold. These are 
things to be taken into considera­
tion when the calf is born.

Farmers received $10 per ton above 
market jirlres for their home erown 
feed.s by using be«'f calve.' a., their 
marketing agency List year, and 
better than market prices may be 
exiiecied the coming season when 
there is a .stiriilus of feed on the 
farm. In the o)>lnion of A L Smith, 
Bi'ef Cattle Speclnll.st in the Ex- 
teii-sion Service. Feed prlees are 
higher than last ye.ar, but the mar­
gin or siiread on feeder cattle Is 
wider, which should enable the 
feeder to purchase- cattle at more 
satisfactory prices, he thinks.

C.irefullv summarizing ten typical 
demonstration records .submitted by 
cotmty agents from every part of 
Texa.s. Mr Smith finds that these 
men fed 539 calves an average of 115 
days with dally gains of more than 
two iKMinds per head. These calves 
were started on feed at an average 
inltl.yl weight of 273 pounds per 
head, and were sold early la.st spring 
at weiglifs averaging 509 iiounds.

If necessary, whereas, un­
der the preserg law, the court Is 
closed from July to October, regard­
less of the crowded condition of the 
docket, which is said to be from 
five to six years behind.

Hou.se Joint Resolution No. 11, 
provides for the levying of county 

i taxes upon University of Texas 
lands not now subject to taxation. 
The legislature Is called on fre­
quently to extend financial assist­
ance to many counties In Southwest 
Texas because of the large areas 
of University land that cannot be 
taxed. Inasmuch as the State is 
paying county taxes on penitentiary 
lands in a number of counties, it 
has been suggested that It .should be 
properly done on all the State lands.

At the present time the regents of 
the University of Texas are not per­
mitted to invest proceeds or In­
come from sale of University lands 
in anything except United States 
and Stige bonds. Senate Joint Res­
olution No. 7, If adopted, would per­
mit investment of university funds 
from sale of lands in school, mun- 
Icljial, road or other good Interest 
bearing bonds, and enable the re­
gents to create a jiermanent univ­
ersity fund from all sources of re­
venue.
