These cells are so 
constructMl that when the queen de­
posits her egg there and is properly- 
fed by the worker bx- (the female), 
thesf eggs will hatch out a worker 
bee, a qtn en bee ami a drone bco.

Who is the male b»-c’'  He i.v not 
much on the work, but he needs to 
Is- in the xdony at a x-rtain periisl 
of each year.

The life of the worker her is about 
(X) days in harvest time or sim'iig and 
warm weather. The life of an active 
qmen bx- ranges something near four 
years. She is the most iin|iortant 
actor in the eviloiiy.

Allow me to mention something ot 
the vaiiiiihle food we get from the la­
bor of the bee— the honey, which <-an 
eoin- from no other source. Thi* 
food is the “ swx'ts”  of all foods and 
is to h- prized more highly than any 
sustenance that might be mentioned. 
To sit at the dining table or betwi—n 
meal hours and eat of the htiney .so 
delicious is inximparalde.

Yet we may reekun sneh a* any 
lierson who, having a dear relative or 
fi-ienil some distance away whom he 
w.ll (irohahly never see again, anxious­
ly awaits each letter to know how 
this relative or friend may be enjoy­
ing life.

There ia no excuse for a Texas community to grow <*01100 
ns short as the iiS-32nd8 of an inch which was report<*<i 
as the average at one o f the largest market* which Mr.
