The tunnel will replace the pres
ent wa.or intake system which sup
plies the Ford plants with 500,
100,000 gallons a day. At the same
dim the company is remodeling its
power house to greatly increase the
power output, Both improvements,
costing several million dollars, are
being made to eunlarge the produc:
tion facilities of the Ford plant.

Sixty Feet Under Ground

Iu constructing the waterway, the
largest of its kind ever undertaken
by a single business concern, the
engineers are burrowing sixty feet
under ground ftor a distance of two
aud a fifth miles. They have gone
under maln highways, railroads,
street car tracks, bridges, a ceme-
tery and a creek.

One ot the most difficul: tasks
was that of tunneling un 1 Baby
Creek at a point which * crossed
by a railroad bridge and where
alsc a large sewer I3 under con
struction by the city of Detroit.
The piles that provide the founda
tion for the bridge and those driven
by the company constructing the
sewer formed a network on each
side of the creek. It was the task
of the Ford engineers to burrow un:
der the creek, sewer and bridge,
going between the piles without
striking or weakening them,

machinery used to burrow through the ground.

Boring of the tunnel is accom-
plished by means of a shield—a
large steel cylinder fourteen feet
long and twenty-one feet 'n outside
diameter with a solid steel shell or
skin two and a fourth inches thick.
This shield has a bulkhead which is
made fast near the front end. There
are four openings through which
the mud streams, like toothpaste
fron. a tube, as the shield is shoved
forward by twenty powerful hy-
draulic jacks.

When the shield has been pushed
forward sufficiently concrete blocks

After this steel forms
are set up arcd filled with concrete
to form a solid inner lining which
is also eighteen inches thick.

The present intake system of the
Ford plant has a capacity of 500,
000,000 gallons a day.

The $360,000 Necklace

1D Marie Antoinette, queen of
France, ea'ote Cardinal  de
Rohan to such an extert that she
was ahle to rob him of the famous
dinmond necklnce which formed
one of the causes leading up to the
French revolution? If not, who was
responsible for the s andal which
broke with terrific violence over the
French court and, finally, what be-
came of the money received for the
pnechlace itselr?
These are questions which have
excited the curiosity and specula-
tion of hundreds of historinns and

novelists but  which, despite the

The necklace was to he delivered
to Marie Antoinette by the cardi
nal on the eve of a grand fete at
which the queen was expected to
wear it; and the casket containing
the jewels was taken to the home
of the Lamottes, by whom it was to
be Landed to the queen’'s messen-
ger, Still further to dupe the car
dinal, Jeanne Lamotte employed an
actress to impersonate Marie An
toinette and, because of the heavy
veil which the substitute wore, e
Rohan believed that he had actual
ly had an interview with the queen
herself,

Lamotte then dispatched her hus
bhand to London with the necklace,
where it was broken up and the
stones  sold  separately.  Unfortu
nately for the plans of the adven
turess, however, the triek was dis
covered when the Jewelers wrote to
the queen, thanking her for pur
chasing the dinmonds Marie An
toinette at once demanded un ex
planation of their statement and
then asked for the origzinnl copy of
the agreement.  De Rohan was im
mediately arrested and sent to the
Bastile, to be followed shortly aft.
erward by Madame Lamotte and a
number of her accomplices.,  But
thig by no means ended the case
hecause the actions of Marie An
toinette were =o stringze and heg
explanations so strained that many
historians have expressed the he
lief that she herself was more or
less interested in the matter and
that she nad profited directly by
the sale of the stones.  Regard

storm on record devastated parts
of Cuba in 144, DBut only a rela-
tively few of these many potential
destroyers actually work their de-
struction on land and even fewer
reach the territory of the United
States, These destroying winds
are confined almost wholly to a

period of three months of the late
summer and early autuinn,

Thus they leave the West Indies,
Florida and the other gulf states
free from danger during the late
avtumn, the entire winter, and the
early spring when that area at
tracts Its greatest ecrowd of visitors,

The warm seus eastward and
southeastward of the Gulf of Mex-
fco are the birthplaces of the hur-
ricanes, They are the creatures
of atmospheric pressure and tem
perature; and these two factors
are varied by the sun beating down
on the expanses of Atlantic water
and the land mass of our conti-
nent,

Swirling Winds of Great Speed.

The observer In the path of a
hurricane can hardly believe that
these destructive winds are swirls,
He the effects of, and feels,
a straight blast of air moving at
great speed,  overturning  ships,
trees and buildings, If he watches
Jong enongh, he will see this de-
structive blast almost completely
reverse its direction, These winds
are created by the pumping force
of the central swirl; and while the
center itself may be moving across
country at the leisurely rate of
eight or ten miles an hour, the
winds rushing inward from all di-
rections to disappear up the “spout”

Sees

reach terrific speed. 'The usual
maximum speed is 100 miles an
hour. Tlre fact that the hurricane

at San Juan, Porto Rico, a few
years ago blew at a rate of 132
and perhaps 150 miles an hour
stamps this storm as of extraor-
dinary violence.

One of the most striking facts
in regard to West Indian hurri-
canes Is the marked concentration
of the really destructive ones with-
In a few weeks of each year. A
study of the hurricanes that had
occurred since 1887 was made by
the United States weather burean
a few years ago and it was found
that in this long period not one
storm of known hurricane intensity

had visited the West Indies and
Gulf regions during the months
from December to May Inclusive.

Two other months can practically
be eliminated: November, with only

two hurricanes in nearly forty
years, and June, with six. Not all
of the few November and June

storms reach American territory,

July itself is rather a poor hur-
ricane month. Less than a dozen
July hurricanes have heen recorded
in the last forty years and only
part of them recached shore. The
real hurricane season starts in
August, recches its peak in Sep-
tember, and ends during October,
One reassuring fact is that when
the hurricane season s at its
height the greatest percentage of
the storms fails to reach the gulf
or Atlantle coasts. Many curve
back Into the ocean even as far
east as the Bermudas,

Their Origin and Course.

Between July and October of
every year from six to ten hurri-
canes are born somewhere between
Florida and Africa, usually to
sweep westward, then northward,
and finally back northeastward,
their paths forming pretty accurate
paraboliec curves. The primary fac-
tor in the careers of these storms
is believed to be an area of high
atmospheric pressure, or “high,”
that exists practically permanently
over the Atlantie north of the trop-
feg, In other words, a great blan-
ket of heavy, sluggish air lies con-
tinundly over this area, Along Its
southern edge In the tropies heated
air, rising, causes little swirling
disturbances which are the seeds
of fossible hurricanes. But there

Some Sweep Into the Gulf,

By a still farther westward
tension of the high pressure area
the storms are prevented from
moving north and sweep into the
Gulf of Mexico. It was such con-
ditions that brought about the ter-
ribly destructive Galveston hurri-
ane in September, 1900, and that
which cost many lives at Corpus
Christi in September, 1919, The
Galveston storm turned northward,
passing through Texas and Okla-
homa, and finally passed to the At-
lantic down the St. Lawrence val-
ley. The Corpus Christi hurricane,
however, belonged to the rare type

Quite different from hurricanes
are the tornadoes that cut narrow
swaths from time to time in the
fnterior of the United States. The
favorite haunt of tornadoes in the
United States includes the states of
the lower Mississippi valley and the
eastern portion of the Great Plains
states. Both to the west and ‘east
their occurrences are fewer,

Tornadoes Are Local.

Tornadoes are strictly  loeal
storms, bred usually by sultry and
humid weather, They strike most
often in the afternoon, and almost
always take a path from southwest
to northeast, 'This direction in the
Unlted States resnlts from the fact
that “lows” drift across the eastern
part of the continent almost al-
ways from southwest to northeast
and that the tornade (a secondary
disturbance attached to the “low™)
takes the same direction. The rap-
idly swirling column of air which
fs the heart of the tornado is usu-
ally marked by a funnel-shaped,
black cloud of vapor. This whirl-
Ing mass sucks air from all sides
to its lower end and then upward.
Even heavy objects fly toward the
column as dust particles and hits
of paper fly into the throat of a
vacuum cleaner,

Most of the destructiveness of
tornadoes is traceable to their re-
duction of air pressures when

their centers pass over or by an
area, The pressure being suddenly
reduced outside a bhuilding, the air
inside it expands and pushes the
walls down or the roofs up—the
buildings really explode beeansge of

the release of what amounts for
the moment to the “compressed”
air within them.

Sometimes  tornado  clouds go
skipping or bouncing along, work-
ing havoe where the lower end
touches the ground, and leaving
everything uninjured where the
end lifts,

A distinction must be made he-

tween the veloeity of the alr rush-
ing into the funnel, and the speed
of the funnel itself moving over
the earth, It has been pointed out
that the former velocity, close to
the funnel, may be that of a rifle
bullet, The funnel Itself, however,
seldom moves more rapidly than
30 or 40 miles an hour.
