Early voting beginning

Early voting started Wednesday and will
continue through April 28 for the Muleshoe
City Council and local hospital board and
school board elections.

Voters in Muleshoe city Districts 1 and 2
can vote between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. weekdays
at Muleshoe City Hall.

Allregistered voters living within the Mule-
shoe Independent School District are eligible
to vote for the two at-large seats being filled.

Early voters can cast ballots from 8 a.m. to
5 p.m. weekdays at the school district office.

Because of uncontested races, the Mule-
shoe Area Hospital District and Lazbuddie
Independent School District will not be hold-
ing elections.

Incumbents Victor Leal, L. T. Johnson and
Mike Miller will be serving another term on
the hospital board.

Lazbuddie ISD trustees Tommy St. Clair
and Rick Seaton will both be serving another
term in their at-large positions on the school
board.

Baby Boomers in denial

Although more kids are trying marijuana at
an earlier age, Baby Boomer parents are con-
vinced that doesn't apply to their children,
according to a national study by the Partner-
ship for a Drug Free America.

"Boomers — many of whom have 'been
there, done that' — are surprisingly and ironi-
cally out of step with the reality of drugs in
their children's lives," Partnership president
Richard D. Bonnette said.

The current study shows that among chil-
dren 9 to 12, the number of children who had
tried marijuana increase from 3 to 5 percent
since 1993.

Marijuana use among ages 13 to 16 re-
mained stable, but there was a significant
increase among 17 and 18-year-olds — from
42 percent in 1996 to 48 percent last year.

DPS will
phase in
six-year
licenses

Trips to the driver's license
offices will become less fre-
quent for Texans in coming
years as the Texas Department
of Public Safety extends license
expiration dates.

Licenses will be valid
longer, and the new system
eventually should reduce lines
in driver's license offices.

“Eventually, ali Texas
driver's licenses and identifi-
cation cards will be good for
six years instead of four,” said
DPS Director Col. Dudley M.
Thomas. “Since folks won’t
have to visit our driver's li-
cense offices as often, we
should have fewer people wait-
ing in line on any given day"

Over the next four years,
DPS will phase in the six-year
system. During the transition
period, renewal licenses will
be issued for four, five or six
years to evenly distribute re-
newals through the next cycle
andtoavoid crowds when those
licenses expire.

All original licenses and
identification cards will be
valid for six years.

Driver's license fees will re-
main $4 per year, but totals will
vary during the transition pe-
riod based on expiration dates.
Licensees will pay $16 for four
years, $20 for five years and
$24 for six years.

DPS is simultaneously
implementing several other
new driver's license laws.
Changes include:

B DPS-issued identifica-
tion cards will cost $15 for six
years. However, citizens ages
60 or older will be able to pay
$5 for identification cards that
will be valid indefinitely.

B The fee structure will
change for licensed motorcycle
operators.

Previously, extra fees were
charged only to those renew-
ing licenses with “Class M”
motorcycle operator certifica-
tion.

Now, new “Class M” appli-
cants will be charged $15 in
addition to the regular automo-
bile driver's license fee. Those
renewing licenses with “Class
M” certification will pay $8 in
addition to the standard fee.

The sun is shinin’ bright. Enough to

wear sunglasses. The air is cold.
Enough to make your breath steam
except I'm in the car drivin’ across the
high rollin’ plains of central North
Dakota.

There’s a dusting of snow on the
endless expanse of fallow ground and
frozen fields.

Ag service predicts strong wheat harvest

Texas wheat producers expect to harvest 125 million bushels this
year, 5 percent above the 1997 crop and 66 percent above the

drought plagued 1996 crop.

According to an April 1 survey conducted by the Texas Agricul-
tural Statistics Service, planted acreage for the 1998 crop is esti-
mated at 6.1 million acres, down 3 percent from 1997 but up 2

percent from 1996.

Production on the Northern High Plains is expected to total 56
million bushels, down 7 percent from a year ago. Most irrigated
fields across the region are in good condition, however some

dryland fields could use rain.

Producers in the Blacklands expect to harvest 18 million bushels,
up 16 percent from last year. Planted acres for the region were
unchanged from the previous year at 780,000 acres.

Moisture conditions are very good in this region. Fields have

made very good progress.

Statewide winter wheat condition around April 1 was rated at 76
percent of normal, the same as last year.

Texas is the only state that makes an April winter wheat produc-
tion estimate. The first national wheat forecast will be released May

To keep your landscape at
its healthy best, start a regular
pruning program.

The following guidelines

m On bulbs, cut faded
blooms to stop seed forma-
tion.
