If  there had never been a World 
War there would never have been 
a world-wide economic depression.

The law of supply and demand 
would work without so much inter­
ference from governments and fi­
nancial exjicrts and farm boards, If 
men would give the war lord a dose 
of moral carbolic acid.

Rulers and presidents and prime 
ministers are polit''ly sneezing at 
every effort to make war an inter­
national crime. In this connection, 
jiermit me to quote from a magazine 
editor who has Just returned from 
Europe—partly a reptltlon of words 
used in The Time.s recently.

“ I have 8tri‘.ssed In my letters 
from Europe the various problems 
to be grappled with, the tariffs 
which throttle one country after 
another, armaments, the psychology 
of fear and of hate, the he.aplr.g up 
of gold in Paris and in Washington, 
the folly of reparations and of the 
war debt payments . . .

“THE present crisis Is the 
worst In hi.story because it 
1s World-Wide. It is the sim­

ple truth that no one nation can 
hope to work out of It except by 
tome fortuitous happening. Why 
are the nations not woiking to­
gether. through their rulers?”

It's funny , . . how the sight of 
that poppy made of paper and wire 
and paste brought all this half col­
umn of delving into international 
problems.

other merchant, except cotton merchant, banker, pro­
fessional man and laborer as well But as a matter of 
fact a (Treat many farmers seem largely in sympathy 
with the cotton merchants. It ought to bo plain to 
anyone that In this country where the basic principle 
of trade is to buy at the cheape.st, and sell for the 
most, the tlnancial Interests of the man who buys our 
cotton are directly antugoDlstlc to uur Intei'sets and 
yet the cotton merchants are trymg tc put over the 
"childish bunk" that they are not opposed to coopera­
tive marketing, but merily to the way the cooperatives 
are being operated. They are not opposed to the co­
operative marketing of cotton as a theory, but when 
It becomes an actuality they are opposed to that ana 
nothing else.

I f  the farmers of this country do not raiiy to the 
support of the agricultural marketing act, amended if 
it needs it, and present a united front of energi'tic 
opposition to merchants, bankers, manufacturers and 
politicians, who are attacking the fundamental princi­
ples of cooperative marketing under the guise of an 
attack on the farm board, and “the government in 
business," there Is uo hope for them, nor will they 
be entitled to further consideration by Congre&s.

Why the cotton cooperatives did not handle at least 
half of the 1930 cotton crop can only be explained in 
one of two ways. Either those who financed and 
control the crop prevented It going to the coojieratlvcs, 
or the glowers axe not Interested In the efficient mar­
keting of their products. Of course, the cotton crop 
of the South Is not controlled by the growers, after it 
Is harvested, and those who finance cotton production 
have never been favorable to cooperative marketing 
because large numbers of them are them-selves directly 
or Indlrctly Interested In the profits which come from 
handling cotton. Many times more producers would 
have Joined the cooperatives 11 they had actually own­
ed and oontroUed the cotton. With all this plainly 
before their eyes, the farmers of the South are meekly 
submitting to the attacks of the cotton merchant on 
the most constructive piece of legislation in the in­
terests of efficient marketing ever enacted In this
country.

Here in the South farmers are not a minority ot 
all the population, as they are elsewhere in the coun­
try, and If they let a few cotton merchants and their 
political tools In and out of Congress destroy the farm 
board and the agricultural marketing act, they alone 
should and will suffer the consequences.—Farm and 
Ranch.

from typhoid, smallpox and diph­
theria.”

The doctor said Uiat Immunlza- 
tlOQ against those three diseases 
would virtually wi|>e them out. 
Adults nwy take the typhoid aud 
•mallpox serum, but only children 
below 14 years of age may take the 
diphtheria toxoid. Statistics show 
that more deaths among children 
two to six years of age result from 
diphtheria than from any other one 
cause.

Hopkins Says "It ’s a Crime."
“ It ’s a dowiuight crime that we 

are committing against our children 
and our communities," declared 
Hopkins, th e  sanitary engineer, 
“when we fall to provide safe water 
supplies and .safe toilets." He Is In 
charge of the rural inspection work. 
In which he and Logan have en­
listed the aid of 4-H Club boys. A 
beef will be given to the club erect­
ing the largest number of approved 
type toilets lA Its community.

The engineer made It plain that 
It costs only a few cents, as a rule, 
to erect one of the approved toilets, 
and that in many cases It can be 
done for nothing.

West Texas, considered healthy 
the year round as a rule, Is infested 
with disease, and It Is sapping the 
life-blood, especially a m o n g  the 
farming class, according to Hopkins. 
He cited several instanc-es to show

that family and community water 
supplies often drain directly from 
the privies, and that disease Is very 
easily communicated thereby.

State Nurse Speaks.
Miss Moore, state nurse, outlined 

the plan whereby home demonstra­
tion clubs will work with Miss Davis 
In providing pure water supplies for 
all farm homes. A prize, as yet un­
announced, will be given In this 
division also, for the club which can 
get the largest percentage of drink­
ing water samples tested by the 
state laboratory with the be.st re­
sults, over a period of six montlis.

The nurse’s program will also be 
educational in nature. She will con­
fer with mothers concerning care 
of children, pre-natal precautions 
and other factors in sanitation and 
health.

Dr. H. E. Rosser, county health 
officer. Is in general charge of the 
health program. He urges the full 
cooperation of sub-commltlces In 
this work which has only commun­
ity betterment as Its goal.

In 1928 the biological survey mov­
ed 23 buffalo from Montana to 
Alaska They are now acclimated 
and the herd numbers 29.
