tional )K)ol unfixed the borrower) 
has the option of selllns his cotton i 
at his discretion, and while th e ' 
class at the Snyder office Is final 
so far as the take-up or delivery 
is coac'trned, the member gets Uie 
advantoge of the re-class at the 
time the cotton is sold.

“ Seed loan borrowers who are not 
members can avail themselves of 
the above privileges by becoming 
members of the As.soclatlon. and we 
Uivlte all such borrowers to call at 
the office and discuss the matter, 
at they can draw the $7.50 per bale 
and get coIlatera..zatlon at eight 
cents per pound, as above stated,” 
says Mr. P Pool.

In the Judgment of 
many business men and farmers.

J. W. Bcott, C. of O. secretary, 
who organised and superintended 
Canning Week activities, states that 
atxNJt 1,400 No. 3 cans were filled 
with meat, pmlcipally beef and

mutton. Eleven guineas were do­
nated by one Ira woman, and sev­
eral fanners who were unable to 
give active assistance during the 
week will donate vegetables and 
meat they have canned at home.

Cans, meat, equipment and serv­
ices were donated by Individuals 
and organizations, the biggest sin­
gle donation being the contahiera.

THE COW MUST FOLLOW THE PLOW
By Frank P. Holland, President of the 

Texaa Breeder-Feeder AaaoelaUoa.
In "Weet Texas Today’’

Half a century back the plow drove the range 
cattle from Central ’Texas, and during the past dec­
ade West 'Texas has been going through the same 
process. Somehow In the urge to conquer the land 
lor the plow we forgot that no agriculture has ever 
been permanent without livestock. The eastern half 
o f Texas has paid dearly for that lapse and Is now 
slowly building back toward a balanced husbandry. 
West 'Texas Is recognizing the danger signals before 
the land has been greatly depleted, and fortunate In­
deed wUl it be If the lesson be well enough learned to 
re-establish livestock on the land where only a few 
years ago the last roundup was proudly proclaimed.

The slogan of West Texas—"The Raw Materials 
Capital of the World”—is strikingly truthful, but it 
must be remembered that countries which produce 
raw materials only are subject to severe handicaps 
In competition with those which also turn out flnisn- 
ed products. It Is gratlf>’lng to see, therefore, that 
West Texas is turning her farms into factories where 
large quantities of her wealth of raw materials are 
being turned Into finished products. Dairy products 
and poultry products have naturally followed the 
production of great feed and grain surpluses; now 
hogs, sheep and cattle for meat production .ire rec­
ognized as the next logical step in building a perma­
nently prosperous agriculture, and Instead of two 
raw products—range calves and lambs, and feed prod­
ucts—these farm factories will this year produce 
finished meat animals In quantities never betore 
known here.

West Texas has been producing good osef cattle 
and sheep for more than a generation. While some 
of them went to slaughter from the pastures, mlliious 
of head went north to be used as a market for beet 
pulp, com  and other feed grains from Colorado to 
Ohio. Since the great ranches were broken up and 
largely planted to crops. West Texaa has been ship­
ping enormous quantities of food grain to distant 
markets. 'Transportation Tosts and handling charges 
added, this grain became expensive to the farmer far 
away even though the West Texas fanner sold It 

cheaply. I lie  eastern cotton farmer found he could 
no longer afford to buy and began to raise moae of 
his own feed. With the largest feed crop In history, 
this year found the West 'Texan without a cash mar­
ket worthy of the name, and today he is thinking 
In terms of selling that feed In a new package—the 
hide of an animaL

'The question of financing the farmer In the pur- 
' chase of feeder calves or lambs was recognized In the 
beginning of the movement as a problem that must 
be met. With the organiaatlon of the 'Texas Llve- 

! stock Finance Corparatioa, machinery was provided 
I by which to tap the great resources of the Federal 
' Intermediate Credit Banks, so that when local banks 
or other local sources of credit are unable to meet 
the demand for feeder financing. It can be Imndled 
through the state association. Furthermore, plans 
have been worked out for cooperation between breed­
er and feeder without financing, by which they put 
their two raw products together to form one finished 
product and each participate in the profits when the 
finished animals are sold.

'The Ctwn Belt has been know as the great feed­
ing ground of the nation for two generations past. 
West 'Texas today Is producing cheaper feed than any 
Com Belt state can produce. With its own feed 
grains and Its own cottonaeed meal, with the excel­
lent roughage furnished by the sorghums, and with 
the same intelligence and industry that Is applied 
to any other successful enterprise. West Texas has 
the opportunity to become one o f the greatest feed­
ing grounds o f the nation.

What that means In supporting a necessary rota­
tion of crops; In furnishing profitable employment 
during the months ordinarily calling for little work 
In the field; what It means In saving haulage of 
feed crops from farm to town, and In utilizing enor­
mous quantities o f roughage which otherwise has no 
cash value; what it means in having fat stock to sell 
early In the year with which to finance the crop­
ping operations o f the summer; In short, what It 
means in a well-rounded system o f husbandry, every 
thinking West 'Texas already knows.

We have the animals, we have the feed, we have 
the financial set-up, we have the Intelligence. Com­
bined, these factors will transform the uneconomic, 
time-wasting soil-destroying, dependent cash-crop sys­
tem into a balanced type o f farming In which our 
natural advantages and resources are made to return 
their utmost In happiness and prosperity.

City Under Siege.
Among the troops at this place, 

Chilton recalls, were two battalions 
of his own regiment, the Twenty- 
third Infantry, Including !• Com­
pany, in which ChUton enlisted, 
and M Company, and all or a part 
of the Fourteenth and Eighteenth 
Infantry Regiments, and the Thir­
teenth Minnesota. South Dakota 
and Nebraska Volunteer Regiments, 
and .Astor Battery and others. The 
Utah Light Artillery lu d  already 
arrived on the spot.

Dewey’s fleet lay on watch In 
Manila Bay and the Filipinos had 
reduced the Spaniards In the city 
to a strict state of siege, cutting 
off the water supply, which came 
from a source several miles out­
side the city, and Intercepting sup 
plies until the ganisou was living 
on horse flesh.

After his company had done a 
week of trench duty, the assault 
on the city of Manila was made 
on August 13, with 10.000 men. The 
noise from small arms, bur;ting 
ammunition in the blockhouses and 
the big guns of Dewey’s ships that 
were trained on the forts to the 
south of the city and the Spanish 
guns, was terrific, Chilton vouch­
safes. Most o f the men had never 
before been under fire, and to them 
It seemed even noisier, he declares, 
but for all the racket casualties 
were light.

After the city was surrendered 
the ’Twenty-third was stationed nt 
old Fort Santiago, where the Span­
iards laid down the major portion 
of their arms. ’The weapons were 
still on the ground when the bat- 
tallwi took possession, Chilton re­
members. His outfit w as n in e  
months In the fort, ns It had par­
ticipated In what really was the 
last battle of the Spanhh-Amcr- 
Ican War.

.Attack by Filipinos.
It was not long after Manila had 

been taken from the Sp.mlsh that 
It became necessary for the Ameri­
cans to occupy the trenches against 
the Filipinos to keep them at bay. 
The watchful waiting policy con­
tinued until February of 1809 when 
the long expected breach occurred. 
The FUlplno and the American out­
posts exchanged shots one dark 
night. February 4, to be exact. 
Chilton will not charge for certain 
that the Filipinos fired first, but 
when the two rifles cracked there 
was a response up and down the 
line of trenches, and within 15 min­
utes the roar of musketry was heard 
all around.

L Company was apprised of the 
action by a veteran .sergeant who 
rushed In crying, “The enemy are 
upon us.” Two battalions were 
called out and held In readiness 
for several hours and the firing 
continued for several days. The 
next morning after the outbreak, 
Chilton was placed on guard over 
a large number of Igorote bow- 
and-arrow men who had been made 
prisoners. The Igorotes. he declar­
ed. are greatly Inferior to the Fil­
ipinos racially, but were savage 
fighters.

On the eve of Washington’.̂  birth­
day the F’illplnos burned several 
business blocks of the city. L Com­
pany was on guard at the Bridge

of Spain, the Botanical Gardens 
and the FTj-st Reserve Hospital, 
where many wounded men lay. Sev­
eral blocks were burned complete­
ly, Chilton relates, and the FiUpin- 
ot> harassed the American fire­
fighters by cutting the hose and 
tiring on them from the windows 
of buildings.

60 .Are Captured.
ChUton was left on duty with a 

.*^uad which had been forgotten and 
left on guard all night. Orders 
weie to shoot any person who 
struck a mutch, as the straw huts, 
bamboo huts adjacent to the First 
Reserve Hospital, were very Inflam­
mable. The next morning the cook 
had prepared breakfast for the 
men and rolled It In a cart to a 
likely spot near the Union station 
where the Tondo-Binondo scrap 
was staged, In which Chilton took 
part with M Company of the Twen­
ty-third. When the cook appeared 
everything was peaceful, but In a 
few minutes the firing was so hot 
that Coedcie was glad to roll the 
victuals to a place o f safety. Mean­
while the Americans had the Fil­
ipinos on the run, and as the ene­
my retired the shacks between the 
depot and the retreating foe were 
burned. Sixty Filipinos were cap­
tured by the M Company and they 
suffered heavy loss in their dead 
and wounded.

One of the principal difficulties 
Ij'lng In the way of potting the Fil­
ipino soldiers, Chilton relates, was

their lack of a uniform, all wearing 
the ordinary white duck trousers 
and long tall shirts. A bolo knife 
was frequently worn under the un­
belted shirt, he declares, They 
waded the bay shore Into the city, 
these insurrectors, and when they 
had mingled with the non-insur­
gent Inhabitants, It was almost Im­
possible to detect them.

Wine for Coffee.
After L Company had served as 

Guard of Honor to General Otis 
It was ordered to the Island of Jolo 
for duty, being transported on a 
Spanish tramp steamer, operated 
by a Spanish captain and crew. 
W'lne served to the troopers instead 
ol coffee was a welcome innovation 
to the Americans, Chilton relates. 
Arriving at Jolo the Spanish garri­
son was surprised to learn that the 
war was over. The city of Jolo 
numbered several hundred Inhabi­
tants and is located in the Sulu 
Archipelago, about 56 miles from 
British North Borneo.

There were no women in the 
town except a few Filipino women 
married to Chinamen, the main 
residents. The town was surround­
ed oji all sides except the water 
front by a glass studded wall, and 
was further protected by block­
houses, located a quarter of a mile, 
in two directions outside the city, 
around which were barbcd-wlre 
fences of about 25 closely strung 
strands to keep out the Moros, who 
are Mohammedans and very blood­
thirsty.

Outside the main gate of the city 
stood a pavilion, where each Moro 
v.'as required to “park” his spears, 
boles, elephant guns and match­
locks, or whatever other jewelry he 
carried before coming into the city. 
At sunset each day the bugler would 
sound a warning to the Mufos to 
evacuate the city, as they could not 
be trusted to remain In the city 
overnight.

Chilton’s outfit spent several de­
lightful months at Jolo, which is 
situated in the midst of one of the 
most valuable pearl fisheries in the 
world. Swimming, boating and 
other diversions were free and open 
the year round.

Going across, the five troop ships 
stopped at Honolulu and the sol­
diers were feted by the Inliabitants. 
Chilton recalls being surprised at 
the large number of American wom­
en in Honolulu and enjoying a con­
cert by the original ’’Queen Lll- 
cukalini’s” band.

Finally the men in Chilton’s bat­
talion who had enUsted for the war 
period were discharged and he then 
started back for America. Being 
discharged at Jolo August 14, 1899, 
the soldiers only waited to be paid 
o ff on reaching San Francisco, and 
as each had about $200 coming to 
him, there was an Immediate raid 
In the night life of the Pacific city.

Several new regiments were be­
ing organized for the Phllllpine oc­
cupation and many of Chilton’s 
comrades re-cnlistcd with higher 
rank, and even with commissions.

Chilton made another trip to the 
islands in 1900, going as a civilian 
on board the Transport Sheridan. 
His berth as an oiler was so easy 
as to be shame, he declares.

Having studied shorthand In the 
United States between voyages, 
Chilton obtained work as a ste-
