Cook In double 
boiler for twenty minutes or until 
thick and creamy. Stir frequently 
to prevent lumping. When done, 
stir In the pecan meats and cover 
with a meringue by beating three 
egg whites until stiff, adding: three 
tablespoons of sugar and one tea­
spoon of baking powders.

Make a Hot Red For 
Karlv (Jardens Now

The rapid increase in the num­
ber ot year round gardens on Texas 
farms tlie last few years has been 
made (xissible by liot beds which 
IH-rmii a small supply of winter 
vegetables and very early siiring 
gardens, according to J .  F. Roa- 
borougli. horticulturist in the Ex­
tension Service of Texas A Ar M. 
College and the United States De- 
IMirtment of Agriculture.

Praciically every homo demon­
stration agent in the state has a 
few year round garden demonstra­
tions which have served as exam­
ples of what can be accomplished 
in this line and which have in­
variably included hot beds.

These hot beds usually consist of 
a shallow layer of earth enclosed ui 
a low gla.ss-covered frame heated by 
fermenting manure placed 18 Inches 
deep directly under a two to four- 
inch top Boil layer. A projicrly 
managed hot bed of six by 12 foot 
size Is large enough for an average 
farm garden. Mr. Rasborough says. 
By starting slow maturing plants, 
such as tomatoes, cabbage, pepiier 
and lettuce in these shelters while 
the weather is still cold, and trans­
planting into the garden when warm 
weather conies. 30 to 50 days may 
be added to the bearing season.

The hot beds should be located in 
a sheltered place, he says, prefer­
ably on the south side of some 
building, and the soil removed from 
the pit piled up about the wooden 
frame. Pieces of two by two or 
two by four, three feet long, .should 
be used as braces onto which is 
nailed sliiplap or other lumber to 
give a tight wall for the frame. Tlie 
wall is made 18 inches high on the 
north and 12 inches on the south, 
and all walls lined with building 
paper or newspaiiers. Tlie sash 
coverings are made in six by three 
foot sizes with gla.ss. celloglas.s or 
muslin cloth used for covering, and 
fitted snugly into the frame to pre­
vent air leaks.

Fresli horse manure witli one- 
tliird straw is recommended for 
heating, and it .should be made to 
lieat in piles before placing in the 
pit. wliere it is thoroughly truiii|>ed 
down as a foundation for a thin 
layer of equal parts of well rotted 
manure and loam soil for a seed 
bed.

Seed may be planted broadcast or 
in rows. Watering should be done 
in mornings, and a temiierature of 
(k) to 70 degrees Fahrenheit nuiln- 
taiiied by raising or lowering tlie 
■sashes.

wireless spark 15 and 20 years ago? i apiiaratus and add to (irofits ol his 
Coin|)ared with the silent modern 
up|)aratus, wireless in those 
was a crude affair. It still relied 
on the old telegraph system of In-

comiiany. he kept on plodding qulet-

terruptlng the electric current to 
create a signal at the other end. 
Wireless made an electric spark 
jump across a gap; that spark had 
the same effect as a stone thrown 
Into a quiet iwnd. It created elec­
tromagnetic waves which spread in 
every direction Irom the point ol 
origin at the speed ol light, 186.000 
miles per second. A long spark 
made a dash on the receiving appar­
atus; a short spark made a dot. 
Various combinations of dots and 
dashes spelled various letters of the 
alphabet. Just as they did when 
sent over a telegraph wire. The In- 
ternatlonal distress signal SOS was 
adopted because of Its simplicity, 
S being represented by three dots 
and O by two dashes.

The original wlrele.ss receiving 
apparatus was Just as crude as the 
sparking, crackling sender. Its main 
iw t consisted of a glass tube filled 
with tiny metal filings. The tube 
was sealed with metal caps at both 
ends and wires ran Into these caps. 
When the filings were lying undis­
turbed, helterskelter. no current 
could pass through them and the 
wires were dead. But wheii an 
electro-magnetic wave coming on 
through the ether got into the glass 
tube. It neatly arranged the meal 
filings end to end and prestol they 
formed a conductor through which 
an electric current could flow. That 
current made the dot or dash while 
it lasted. As soon as It stopped, the 
tube was tapiied automatically with 
a little hammer, the filings fell apart 
and got ready for the next set ol 
radio waves.

Maxwell had preillcu>d. Hertz had 
demonstrated the radio waves; Eng­
lish and French scientists had dis­
covered the coherer. Young Mar­
coni put them together made them 
do useful work and patented the 
combination when he was only 22. 
The next year he sold his patents 
to the newly formed British Wire­
less Telegraph Company for $75,000 
in cash and $300,000 in stock which 
later become worth millions. Not 
bad for a college boy only four years 
out of his teens!

But Marconi never lost his head 
When wireless captured the public 
imagination as its mysterious sig­
nals, flashing across hundred.s of 
miles of storm-tos.sed sea. brought 
rescue to steamers sinking far from

ed its effective range and said very 
little.

But his company got Into trouble 
when, like Its American succe-ssor 
20 .vears later. It endeavored to use 
its patent control and commercial 
dominance to tell Us com))etitors 
and foreign governments where 
they headed in.

The European a n d  American 
navies, in response to the Marconi 
Company's selling efforts, decided 
to install Marconi wireless appa­
ratus. Commercial vessels could not 
buy, only lease Marconi machines, 
which had to bo op«'rated by Mar­
coni men.

Kxhaustive tests 
made by Firestone Engineers have 
shown that its cushioning ((ualities 
bring about the nearest approach 
to “riding on air” that it has yet 
lieen possible to aebievo in tire 
manufacturing. Cobblestonos, car 
tracks, road ruts and similar rough 
spots of the highways are taken 
with scarcely any ja r  at all.

Along with the comfort phase of 
their engineering task, the Fire­
stone designers also develo)ied the 
safety features of the new tire. Tt 
is announced that mud, sand, sod 
or soft ground, wet or slippi'ry 
pavements are negotiated with 
ease and safety heretofore un­
known. Skidding h a z a r d s  are 
greatly reduced. In this respect 
the tire achieves one of its most 
important missions, since the com­
bination of low pressure and in-

creased riding surface give it a 
much higher resistance against 
skiiiding than has ever before been 
attained.

Both the tire and the special 
whi'cl were planned by Firestone 
Engineers with an eye to beauty. 
The spe<'ial wheel is a concave 
black disk, attractively set off with 
rings of polished chrome. A com­
plete set includes five “ .Air Bal­
loon” tires and five whc-els and an 
arm for atljusting the steering.

In the evolution of tires for 
smaller cars, for example, the tire 
size has been increased from cross 
section width measuring 3.00 
inches to 3.50 to 4.40, then to 4..50 
and later to 4.75 inches. Now th« 
“Air Balloon" approximately dou­
bles the cross section size for 
small cars and increases the air 
volume about four times.
