Seventh Graders 
Will Again Take 

Uniform Exams
UiUforni seventh grade examuia- 

tions for Scurry County schools will 
be given in connection with school 
closings, which start this week, 
according to A. A. Bullock, county 
suiierlntendent. Martin is tlie only 
.school to close this week, and others 
will follow until the latter part of 
June.

When the uniform examinations 
were introduced by Mr. Bullock, five 
years ago. no other county in West 
Texas used them, and only one or 
two other counties in the state had 
adopted them. Now they are used 
in all the leading school couiitie.s. 
They have proven of great a.<isist- 
ance in raising schola.stic standards, 
says the superintendent.

A r i t h nietic, grammar, histor)'. 
geography, and either of civics, phy­
siology and agriculture are included 
in the examination subjects. Spiell- 
ing is graded on English papers. 
A general average grade of 70 is 
required, with no grade less than 50. 
Pos.sing grades must be made on a 
minimum of four required subjects.

A committee checks the papers 
after grading by teachers Exami­
nation grades count one-third, 
daily grades two-thirds. The ques­
tions this year are prepared from a 
list of 100 questions on each subject 
lirepared by the teachers of the sev­
enth grades of the four affiliated 
schools of the county. A committee 
will select the final questions.

THE AUTOMOBILE—A BLESSING 

AND A CURSE.
B«‘low you will find a few paragraphs clipped from 

a sales letter that came to the Times office. If you 
tiwi't find them Interesting and thoughtful . . . but 
you will).

automobile Is like a railroad ticket—it iwi't 
worth a dime unless you go somewhere and It is the 
added expen.se of going that coets the money, and 
our observation is that a fanner WILL keep his auto­
mobile going.

The American Road Builders Association Just 
turned lodse a mighty interesting report after a sur­
vey covering the whole country. 'It costs an average 
of .06 a mile to operate a light four cylinder auto­
mobile. and .0645 a mile lo operate a six cylinder 
automobile, and more in proportion for the larger and 
more cylinder cars. On this basis at least three per- 
»tms mu.st travel together In a light car to make mo­
toring as cheap as a railway ride.” The Association 
estimates that motor vehicles of this country covered 
225 million miles last year. Rather Interesting data

The cause of our over production Is the fact that 
only 46 p»>r cent of our Kansa.s farms are owned by 
the farmers who farm them—54 per cent are owned 
by "land owners,” bankers and speculators who spend 
their winters in Callfomla, Florida, and their sum­
mers hi .Minnesota and Canada, and come to Kansas 
twice a year to seed the crop and then harvest It. 
Gosh, but they are sure sore lo have their revenue 
Interferreil with. They are going to have to travel 
in F" iFord', "C" iChevle) and "P'' tPulck) cars 
instead of "P A- P” (Packards and Pierce Arrows) 
this year. Mcbbe some of them will have to ‘‘stay 
pul."

\  farmer must keep his feet on the ground to 
keep mortgages off of it. A farmer was telling me 
the other day that many of his neighbors drive 25 
miles to some town to sec a picture show, then go to 
some icc cream parlor and spend a dollar on refresh­
ments. and these trips cost five or six dollars, If not 
mon-, and that would buy two or three pigs, a calf, 
or 50 baby chicks to furnish tlie family with .some­
thing to cat. In the good old days a farmer who 
clMred a thousand dollars a year on his farm above 
all expenses, was "doing well.” Now he will buy a 
thousand dollar car which means the entire profit 
on his crop and by the time his crop is harvested 
and the car paid for. all he has for his year's work 
Is a second hand car that he could not sell for a 
hundred dollars.

The business and professional man. Altogether 
too large a percentage of them are driving large, ex­
pensive automobiles who can no more afford to buy 
a new car every new de.sign and operate them, than 
the farmer or the laborer. If you don’t believe that 
statement. Just ask the grocer, the butcher, and the 
dry goods ifu-rchant and the "stationer and printer" 
who are carrying their account. Now, of course, there 
are exceptions, and thank God for that—but—there 
sure are a bunch of 'em "flyln’ high'* while their 
creditors are "flyin' low.”

'you will say the above 1* depressing and pessimis­
tic. "Mebbe" so. We have been listening to “Polly- 
anna” stone* for .so long that 1 have been hammering 
for the past couple of year* on some of the "un­
pleasant .subjects." You know we naturally Just LOVE 
to read the things we LIKE to read.

The letu-r 
was omitted from last week's issue 
because of lack of space).

D<l Rio. Texas. Sunday Night.
Best folks in the World:

The Two Wandering Jews from 
Snyder haw  wandered off again, 
this time into a new clime at*d a 
new set of surroundings, .\hnait 
three weeks we spent on the Rio 
Grande .south of Drjden, where the 
main rest and health-cure of the 
trip was .silent. And on a round­
about. easy-going return to the 
good old town of Snyder, a schedule 
was tentatively arranged to make 
a southeasterly swing from the 
Terrell County ramp to Del Rio and 
then drive leisurely to tlie north 
and west to home, sweet home.

Camp that brought the tailor and 
publisher many pleasant experi­
ences was broken up Friday eve­
ning. Tl'.c siHits we frequented most 
during the stay were difficult to 
leave—they had given us the de­
sired re.sults; the diminutive clothes 
man declares he has felt better re­
cently than he has during the past 
15 years— and some four pounds 
have been added to his waistline or 
some other well known ixirtlon of 
his Gltaiidl-like physique. The lead 
IKiisonlng and anemia tlrat sent the 
liaiier fellow away have been for­
gotten—and he. loo. lias added to 
his girth by putting on around eiglit 
IxHinds of avoirdupois. You sick 
and derreplt, the Rio Grande re­
gion Is a remarkable curing plant!

They Left 'Em .\II Behind.
Rock-strewn hillsides, cactus and 

torny pastures. deatti-Iike quietness 
of the wild.s. sofe ccxillng breezes 
from mountains, brtkllng sunshine 
by day and romantic moon-lit 
nights, piercing howls from Mexi­
can coyotes across the Rio. great 
swarms of mud-martln.s that cling 
to the rocky cliffs of the river, fish 
and to spare during our stay—all 
these will be fondly remembered by 
the Jew* for years to come; they 
were familiar sights and sounds; 
they had become a ])art of cair be­
ing . . . they arc gone now. It wa» 
w1Ui heavy hearts that we left them 
b'hliid the old Ford steaming out 
on little-traveled goat and sheep 
trails.

There are several little experi­
ences which we enjoyed at our river 
camp that had been overlooked in 
prevlou.s communications. Picture 
two supposed business men. both 
past the quarter century milestone 
of life, down on the Rio Grande in 
a little canvas boat three feet wide 
and 10 feet long, with Improvi-sed 
main mast standing on the foot­
board of the boat bottom, one of 
Mrs. Rogers’ bed sheet.s stretched 
across two cross meanis of cane, 
literally making at least a tenth of 
a knot per day upstream! Captain 
Abe is a typical old salty of the 
briny deep: he yells to Second-Mate 
Jones to steer to the star board or 
some other board. The 8-M steers, 
the boat leers; splash—Abe fell out 
and broke his snout, and Bill came 
tumbling after (Shake.sworth). Run­
ning the rapids In a little canvas 
boat Is a good thriller: the two 
Jews became very adept at the art. 
too. If you've never eaten any 
bread made by the wander-lusty 
pair, you're lucky—we buried a dog 
near our camp!

.Abo I,ands a Nice Baby.
Being of the lazy dispoeition. we 

siK’nt little time In actual fLshin-. 
We let our trout-lines keep us well 
supplied. But Thursday morning 
while fishing from the boat down- 
rlvcd Abe snagged an eight-pound 
channel catll.sh on a line meant for 
a one-pound crapplc. and you 
should have seen that tailor give 
the kitten a dry cleaning for several 
minutes. The big boy wa.s landed 
in the bont only after the .second 
son of Abraham hcxjked a real fish- 
size h<x)k tied on a iiole into (he 
mouth of the fighting bait-i^ter. 
Several durkbill gars were caught 
on hand line*, as well ns a coui'le 
of nice size gasper gool. Not a 
turtle or snake wa.s seen in the 
river.

Friday night was spent in the 
Morris ranch home. The Morri-ios 
had been our hosts during the Rio 
Grande visit and it was like leaving 
kinfolks when we pulled out of 
their gnte.s Saturday morning. Two 
catfish weighing 25 and 13 iKUinds, 
were left in the Morris '|K)l-holc' 
(a natural cistern in the bt'd of a 
nearby canyon) as our parting ex­
pression of gratitude for their nu­
merous acts of hospitality and kind­
ness.

Saturday's driving carried us to 
Del Rio, 108 miles southeast of Dry- 
den. over probably the mast unique 
stretch of Country In Southwpst 
Texas. Hard-surfaced highway No. 
pus.sed over half a hundred cattle- 
guards at .section lines of ranches, 
little fenced right-of-way being seen 
anywhere. Forty miles from our 
.start we cam* to the town of Lang­
try, one of the oldest little burgs 
of the borderland. In the old days, 
it was known as the home of Judge 
Roy Bean, “law wc.st of the Pecos.” 
The old magistrate's office, with 
.saloon in connection, still stands 
(the saloon having gone prohibi­
tion. of course). Record.s of old 
cases tried before him. and other 
relies of the pioneer remain Intact 
In the little town of 80 souls.

What a Bridge!
One of the wonders of Texas was 

vlslUxl by the trooper* eight miles 
east of Langtr}'. It is the high 
bridge of the Smifhem Pacific Rail­
road that spans the Pecos River, 
reputed lo be the second highest 
railroad bridge In the w orld-the 
highest being In Switzerland. We 
dared to pa.ss the warning at the 
west head of the gieat steel trestle, 
and walked a quarter of a mile to 
the center. Some Idea of the daz­
zling height of the train carrier may 
be visioned when we state vhat a 
rock dropped from the top .struck 
the crystal-like waters stralghi 
down after 18 seconds of fvlling. 
The pump-house and retlderee at 
the pumper for the railroad tanks 
nestling on the first bank of th:* 
river, looked like play-houses to 
our eyes from our hundreds-of feetX gaeing point. We then went 

$0 the crest of the river can-

yon, and looked up and up and up. 
We realized ugaui what wuadors 
man has erected of steel, and ^ood 
croestles, and rock and mortar.

After leaving the bridge our old 
whoopie gave us \lewa tor some HO 
mile* of the original roadbed nuill 
for the railroad years ago. It wound 
over mountainous country seeking a 
lower level lo cross the precipiious- 
ly-cliffcd Pecos, making cuu her 
cad fills there. But. according lo 
S-P hi.story, along came a bridge 
engineer and proved to tlie rauway 
officials that he could erect a stu­
pendous bridgfe across the puzzling 
stream a t a point several miles up­
stream from the original bed. where 
easy aiHJroaclies could be* negotiated 
by tlie steam monsters with tlieir 
loads on the plains country', and 
save tliousands of dollars to the 
road over a period of time. The 
highway uses an occasional cut on 
the old railroad bed.

I S tru ts  H er S tu ff .
Eyes ordinarily wearied by tra­

veling the highways of the Lone 
Star SUte will |)erk up when the 
Pecos River croertng of highway 3 
Is approaelied—even in a Spirit of 
•25 (Ftord product). A steep decline 
ol a mile on the western sloix' to 
the famous stream calls for travel­
ing on compression-and. with a 
rosd-wearv Tin Lizzie .some plain 
the fancy brake work; it really was 
one of the few times we liave been 
required to hold the old girl back 
any! A thiee-siian st(M-I bridge not 
over 75 yards long crossed the 

I stream proper several hundred feet I below the creet of the canyon rhen 
for the supreme climb of our trip 
thus ta r—easily a full mile of low- 
gear pulling, and Henry s pride was 
puffing and blowing when we 
droinieti anchor atoi) the Pecos 
eastern bunk. Rock-fenced curvo: 
and bends up the long incline treat­
ed our eves to more scenery.

Coming out of the Pecoe gorge, 
we crossed more fertile looking pas­
ture lands than we had seen since 
leaving the San Angelo country 
three weeks previously. Shumla 
and Comstock were psMcd through 
by our Twentieth Century Idniited 
without even so much as a whistle 
toot from our ges-wagon. VIA' 
crossed Devil's River 10 miles west 
of Del Rio. We agreed that this Is 
the prettiest stream either of us 
ever beheld; crystal-clear water 
from mountain springs, trickling 
over rocky bottoms; hundreds of 
young baas and other fish swim­
ming leisurely before one's eye*; 
lily pads of exquisite beauty cover­
ing the water in eddy places—all 
between banks lined with spreading 
trees. Bermuda grass turf and 
bIcKiming flowers of many varieties. 
Devil's River, many of you remem­
ber, was cited several weeks ago 
by Ripley In his "Believe It or Not" 
sketch as furnishing the clear 
water for the two-wrater flow of the 
Rio Grande for 10 miles below the 
converging point; the usual water 
of the Rio Grande being muddy. 
It is on this pretty stream tha t the 
Central Power & Light Company 
has one of the largest electric gen­
erating plants In the South. We 
saw the hlgh-power lines leading 
down to tlie plant, .several miles 
south of our crossing.

"Oatrway to Liberty.”
Del Rio was reached about 5:00 

o'clock Saturday afternoon. The 
little city of some 12.000 people is 
considered by most Americans as 
one of the gateways to ix-rsonal 
liberty; to ranchers it is a shipping 
lioint of advantage for their beef 
cattle, goats, sheep, moliitir and 
wool. It 1.* mixlern. clean and in­
viting. Observation on our part 
proved, however, that the most in­
viting part of the city is across the 
Rio Grande. Roses and honrysuc- I kle in Del Rio are in full bloom: 

j lawns are well greened, and other 
growth on Mother Earth gave In- I dicatlon that “spring is came.” 

I Fifty-foot palms, magnolln and 
I other trees prove that we arc in a 
I much wanner climate zone than 
! that from which we hall. Other no- 
; ticeably dlffci'ent .tights in Del Rio 
! are the oiien-alr fruit stands and 
I groceries, zig-zngging streets and 
mixed blocxls of the inhabitant.';. 
More than half of the conversation 
heard on the streets is in Mexican 
lingo.

.Although ,T good many hours had 
been spent by the Wandering Jews 
in Old Mexico across from our 
Morri.* ranch camp while fishing 
and gathering fire-wood, only two 
or three people had been seen on 

i the other side of the Rio Grande, 
j So Villa Acuna had an Inviting ef- 
I feet on the duo from Seiirry Coiin- 
I ty. We drove the rid Ford as close 
; to the customs officials ns we

thought safe, ran her into a nearby 
lot and look our pedal extremities 
to the internatluoal bridge. Tbe 
federal offk'ers at the entrance 
gave us a few passing glance.*, took 
our dlme-a-beod fee and allowed us 
to pass on. A Del Rki man, operat­
ing a saloon in the Villa, saved us 
s  mile walk over the bridge. Mexi­
can officuls quizaed us caMiully, 
with words and eyes, and let us by 
the censor without demerits.

For the First Time.
Tlie newspaper guy’s first legal 

eiito' into Old Mexico held many 
thriUs—Abe was Just an old Mexi­
can going back home for a vi.lt, 
li? said. Words fall an old country 
boy when he tri'’s to tell others of 
wliat he .saw, heard and did for the 
next eight hours—but here's a 
smattering idea:

Lazy Mexicans by twos, threes 
and tens, lolling in the Sunday 
morning .sun before crudMy built 
rdobe houses, were our first sights. 
Being among the first to croes the 
btidge for the day. the brown- 
sklimed folks of the land of sun- 
sliinc and revolution.* outnumbeied 
us and the few other Americans on 
the other side several hundred to 
one—business Just hadn't started 
much for Villa Aciinii. (We dare­
say Saturday night's bu.Mne.ss had 
not been closed many hours). Nar­
row unimproved streets were lined 
by flat-toiiped stores, recreation 
halls and saloons, most of which 
were built of mud adobe. Every­
body had his place open and liad 
something to sell. All places were 
doing a fair Sunday morning busi­
ness. from barber shoiis to meat 
markets. Mexican boy* with shoe- 
shining equipment with them were 
.soliciting trade from passersby, and 
other street venders called out in 
broken English sales talk* for their 
trinket*, candy and other ware*.

Afexleo by th e  Pen .
Little old Mexican women wear- 

■ iiig black veils or scarfs over their 
: heads, occasional high-seated two­
wheeled carts drawn by from two 
to four burros or ix>orIy matched 
hor.sos. women washing tliclr clothes 
along the irrigation canals, loud 
colors worn by most of the younger 
generation in the streets were .Mime 
of the hlghlighta of observation as 
we strolled down several of the 
streets of the Old Mexico village. 
The city plaza, three blocks away 
from the main street of the town, 
was attractive with its street light 
standard* of iw uliar design, made 
from good-sized tree trunks some 
eight or 10 feet high; shade trees 
and pretty flowers set off the speak­
er's stand In the center of the 
square. The hot sun glared on the 
sidewalk* and granite-like .seats 
that completely surrounded the pla­
za. The city i>ollce station and jail, 
the governor's home and other 
prominent buildings faced the pla­
za. One of the town’s schools bor­
dered the north side of the court­
yard. Basket ball goals on the 
.school grounds proved tha t Amer­
ican Idea.* are |)0|iular In our neigh­
bor country to the south.

Store and shop gazing revealed 
many interesting views to the Jew 
Musketeers. Vegetables and fruits 
never before .seen by the publisher 
were cause of many questions. No­
ticed a Mexican barber uoed a razor 
with a blade fully two inches across 
on a victim; we were Informed that 
no towel and little or no lather fur­
nishes quite an experience for the 
American getting a shave in Villa

Acuna—«ee didnt try one for tear 
o*ir three - week - old moustaches 
would be endangered.

H'hat—No ’ram ak« Today?
About lunch time we agreed that 

we would eat tamales since we were 
In Mexico, reputed home of the low­
ly red i>cpper deliracy. Calls in at 
least half a dozen eating places 
proved that tamales are as dlfricult 
to find in Mexico as we ve Iteai d 
chop-suey is in China. Finally we 
were Informed that the only place 
In Villa Acuna where we could get 
tamale* was in Mrs. Crosby* caba­
ret. The eating, drinking and danc­
ing heodquartt r* for hundreds of 
American* every day, this cabaret 
Is said to be the finest place of lUs 
kind on the border. Elaborately 
built and finely fui-nlshed. the c«b- 

' aret was erected by Mrs, Crosby 
I  'Spanish woman wlio married a 
I Del Rio rancher a number of years 
I ago. wliofie husband died recently) 
at a cofit of $150,000. A talented 
Mexican orceitra mingles tantaliz­
ing music with one's eaU and 
drinks. Imagine the Jews' surprifie 
*vl»en we were seated not 20 feet 
away from three Scurry County 
men who were enjoying the eats 
and spirits of Calles' own land 
They were the first folk,s we had 
seen from home in exactly three 
weeks. We learned tliat the only 
paved street in Villa Acuna, some 
eight blocks long, wa.s (laved by 
Mr.". Crofiby iiersonally. But. Judg­
ing by the patronage tlie lady had. 
and tlie price.* she received the

The next big oil boom in the 
United States will be in West Texas, 
oil experts predict, wthlch will cul­
minate In that area becoming the 
center of American petroleum pro­
duction, a recent United Press dis­
patch from Fort Worth .says.

Vast deposits, experts believe, are 
hidden beneath the earth’s surface 
in this immenoe territory, covering 
an area equal In size to North 
Dakota and larger than Oklahoma, 
the nation's third ranking crude oU 
producer.

Within this area, comprising some 
70.000 square miles, 10 counties are 
producing oil, some in large quan­
tities, as the Yates ixxil with a dally 
potential capacity of 4,000.000 bar­
rels. At least seven other counties 
are actively engaged In drilling.

Considering only the moet active 
part of the region, the northeast 
portion, It is 45 times the area of 
Rhode Island. Oil flnanriers, pro­
ducers and geologists hold high 
hopes fw  West Texas.

They cite five principal reasons: 
Several fields In the area have been 
proved: scattered ‘wildcat" tests 
have shown oil in paying quantities;
