Crop Production
Loan Harvesting

- Cost Is Allowed

Field Inspector A M
who has supervision of all govern-
ment crop loans in this territory,
anncunced Monday that a definite
allowance for harvesting expenses
for all who secured government crop
loans has been set by the secretary
of agriculture
At the same time he again called
attention to the fact that the secre-
tary of agriculture holds a mort-
gage on all crops grown by any per-
son who secured a government crop
loan. This mortgage covers grain
crops, row crops, truck and any
other crops which the borrower may
raise. To dispose of any of these
erops without turning the proceeds
over to the secretary of agriculture
will lay ¢he borrower liable and
cause him serious trouble,

The ruling for the expense allow-
ance for harvesting grain as issued
by the secretary of agriculture is as
follows:

To provide for necessary items of
harvesting expense, borrowers of
government crop production loans
will be permitted under certain con-
ditions to use not to exceed four
cents per bushel from the sales of
wheat and rye and not to exceed
two cents per bushel from the sale
of oats and barley, Secretary Hyde
announced. In this state the crop
production loan office operating un-
der the direction of Secretary Hyde
holds a mortgage on all grain crops
where the borrower is growing grain,
and the proceeds from the sale of
any grain must be used toward pay-
ing off the government loan before
any other bills may be paid.

The use of not to exceed the
amounts above specified for twine,
fuel and oil for harvesting and nec-
essary repairs for harvesting ma-
chinery may be used before pay-
ment is made to the government.
However the total allowance to any
borrower must not exceed the total
expenses for twine, repairs to har-
vesting machinery and fuel and
oll for harvesting.

The cooperation of all borrowers
and grain buyers in the observance
of this ruling is requested and they
are asked to make deductions ac-
cordingly.

The new policy of the highway commission an-
&unced a few days ago—that counties will no longer
required to furnish part of the cost of constructing
state highways—is a logical step in view of the wide-
spread agitation to have the state take over outstand-
ing bonds used on state roads.

“If a subsequent legislature,” said the commission's
statement of policy, “shall enact some measure by
which counties and road districts will be recompensed
for their contributions used in the comstruction of
state highways, as contemplated by some, it would be
idle for counties or road districts to be required to
come in at one door and put up their funds with the
highway commission . . . and then, a little later, go to
another door and collect it back through some possible
legislation.”

' The commission

thinks “it would be futile and
further burden themselves by the additional issuance
of bonds or other securities to raise funds in order

to get highway work carried on.”

Heat Stroke. Being overheated
|unl|1 we succumb is a most unfor-
tunate aceident. Of course, the re-
| sults of such a thing depend on the
strength and “resistance” of the
victim, the condition of heart, liver,
kidneys and other vital organs, as
well as the age of the patient and
the extent or degree of over-heating
| The accident may occur in the
|lm_\' field, at the bench in the shop,
or in the canning factory, in the
super-heated retail store—in faet
anywhere that the heat may be
| over-powering and the toil too ex-
lacting for the worker. It is only
proper here for me to touch the
| subject in a general, yet practical,
way.

Symptoms, of course, is collapse
of the bodily energy. The pupils of
the eyes may be dilated, indieating
brain weakness; the pulse rapid,
the breathing deep at first. Sever-
er forms soon develop shallow
breathing, with irregular and feeble
pulse, and the pupils may become
contracted, with mental aberration.
[nvoluntary avacuations may occur,
with muscular twitchings, cold
sweat and even convulsions—de-
pending on the severity of the heat
stroke.

Pirst Aid. Remove the patient to
the coolest place available, wherc
the air circulates freely; open the
clothing. Give plenty of cool—not
iced—water, if the patient will ac-
cept it. Notice that, in extreme
cases of collapse, the temperature
falls below normal, and cold sweat
occurs—the appearance of a fatal
issue; it then becomes necessary to
apply warmth to the body. The
attendants should do everything
to turn matters “about face” That
is safe to do always. Call the

Washington —Four years ago, al-
most to the day, Alfred E. Smith sat
before a radio in the governor's
mansion at Albany and heard his
friend Franklin Roosevelt extol the
virtues of the “Happy Warrior” to
the delegates at Houston. It was
the second national convention in
which Roosevelt pleaded with the
Democrats to take Smith as their
standard-bearer. The sheer earn-
estness of the man who got out of
a sick bed to make the nominating
speech had much to do with Smith's
overriding the two-thirds vote to
victory.

What a difference four short years
made! This year Roosevelt sat be-
fore the same radio at Albany and
heard the “Happy Warrior” nomi-
nated by another.

The apparent bitterness in the
convention, and Smith's petty con-
duct in permitting the distribution |
by his henchmen of circulars attack- |
ing Roosevelt served only to con- |
vince the Roosevelt delegates that
Smith was guikty of colossal ingrati-
tude. The incessant booing by some
of the Smith delegates during the
balloting intensified the feeling that
Smih was out at all costs to knife
his one-time friend.

As he sat there in the convention
hall, through the early balloting,
Smith must have known that he was
beaten and abandoned. Governor
Ely's speech was dramatic—the best
of all the nominating speeches—but,
while it elicited a fervent demon-
stration among his own cohorts, i
did not sweep as an irresistible force
across the greaf, stadium

The Riichie delegates dipped their
colors at mention of Smith's name,
but this was only a gestur® from the
man who was Smith's second choice
The spontaneity of the demonstra-
tion came from the galleries—but
they weren't voting. If the crowds
there that hung on every word spok-
en from the floor could have voted,
Smith would have been nominated
on the first ballot

The spectacle put on by Massa-
chusetts, Cannecticut, Rhode Island.
New Jersey and the 65! votes from
his own state was colorful enough,
but the futility of it must have been
early apparent to the not so happy
warrior. It might have been vastly
different if Mr. Smith had not wait-
ed so long before declaring that he
wanted a second nomination.
