Large County Vote.

The excessively large vote (wiled 
in Scurry and more than 130 other 
counties In the first primary is at­
tributed by F. I. Townsend, local 
ehairman. to natural causes and not 
to intentional fraud. Especially is 
this true in Scurry County, he says, 
since he believes that “ there Is no 
other group of voters In the state 
that have a higher regard for the 
Integrity of their vote."

Mr. Townsend thinks ttiat the 
unusual interest in this year's elec­
tion, carelessness of electiMi offi­
cials. and lack of knowledge on the 
(lart of .<K>mc ritlzcns account for 
most of the exoesslve voting, al­
though rare cases of intentional 
fraud may have occurred.

The first public hearing of Scurry 
County'a budget, failed to attract 
enough (x*ople to form even a pray­
er meeting quorum. It wa.s held in 
the county court room Tuesday aft- 
ci-noon.

Drastic salary reductions in sev­
eral instaiiees were suggested by the 
Chamber of CXinimerce public ex- 
(wndltures committee and by a few 
other Intere.sted vi.sltor». Other 
suggested economics already are be­
ing largely earned out. according 
to John E Sentell, county Judge, 
who presided. Only slight varia­
tions were found in the geiK*ral 
budget drawn up by the Commis­
sioners’ Court and Judge Srnter. 
and that suggested by the commit­
tee and others pre.sent.

The actual budget will be adopt­
ed within a week or two, says Judge 
Sentell.

The Fergusons and the 
Newspapers.

The shower bath of diatribe ami Invective to Fblch 
Texa.s newspapers are now bring subjected by James 
K. ^rguaun and Ids supporters on the stump finds 
none of thtm unprepared. All knew of uld that this 
sort of thing was to bi‘ expected; It la a part of the 
lirlee ihat must be paid In o|>t)oslng men of tht> Frr- 
guson stamp when they attempt to sleze office. It 
lia.s been tlie hublt of prufe.sslonal politicians and 
Qlflce-seekers since Uie beginning of pollUcs to charge 
uafulrness to their 0(>ix>nents. U  is one of the oldest 
m Uir politician's bag of tricks to accuse tlie news- 
iiapers which oppose him of being bought or sub- 
sldircd. It Is his defensi' when driven into a corner, 
when confronted with accusing facts which he cannot 
answer, or when faced with a record that will not 
stand the light of day.

That Is the case today. The new.spupers opixislng 
tlie Pi'rgU8ons--and tliey include practically every 
large daily newspaper In the state and the vast ma­
jority of those pubitsbed In the .smaller cities and 
towns— are doing so because of two things which touch 
closely the respectable newspapers' creed o f respon­
siveness to public duty. These are the Issue of re­
sponsible government and the official records made 
by the Fergusons thcni.selves when they held Uie office 
of governor. The newsjiapers do not approve of set­
ting aside the intent of the laws of the state and 
dcEi'oylng the eluHiks and balances provided by tht' 
constitution for the protection of the {leoiile. They 
would not approve even If there were assurance that 
no harm might re.suh to the .•itate. They siH-ciflcaily 
do no approve when It Is a case of a politician who 
at a previous time when these protections were set 
aside established such a record as did Jim Ferguson 
when his wife was governor six years ago.

The newspapers believe tliat the person who occu­
pies the high office should be subject to the laws of 
thtJ state and the will of the peojile. With Mrs. Fer­
guson In the governor's chair. It has been proved, 
such will not be the case. Her husband was the 
actual giwemor during her term; he would be the 
actual governor again should she be elected, and every­
body knows It. Into his hands would be given all 
the power and influence of this great office without 
an.v of Its responsibilities. He would not be required 
to take oath of office: he would not bt> subject to 
the laws and will of the people; he would not be 
required to abstain from those forms of private em­
ployment which the constitution prohibits to the 
fovemew while In office, i t  Is neither light nor safe 
publir policy for any iierson to have such powers 
without the respoDslbillty with which the consti­
tution hedges them about; It is specifically neither 
tight nor good public policy for Jim Ferguson to have 
those powers again when the record of the time when 
he had them bitlore Is plain upon tlic state's books.

In such a situation. It Is not surprising that the 
newspapers of the state should be found opposing Mr'<. 
Ferguson. It  would be surprising If they were not, 
for in that case they would be false to the obligations 
they owe their readers and recreant to the great came 
of public righteousness. I f  the candidate were other 
than Jim Ferguson, the very people who are now 
assailing the newspapers with charges of unfairness 
would be denouncing them for faithlessness to public 
trust and for cowardice.

Jim Ferguson and politicians of his stripe never 
engaged in a campaign In which they did not charge 
opposition to them as actuated by improper motives. 
In this case It Appears to be perfectly legitimate for 
Ferguson and his followers to assail the motives of 
their opponents, but grossly unfair for the newspapers 
to remind the public of the official acts of the Fer­
gusons. The newspapers have dime nothing more 
than this.

A.S to the charge of dlscrimlmition against Fergu­
son In news reports. It is bqt necessary to refer to the 
columns of the newrspajiers themselves. We have 
noticed that the larger newspapers which customarily 
travel correspondents with the candidates have travel­
ed one with Mrs. FiTguson and her hasband quite as 
often us tliey have with Governor Sterling. The 
Associated Preas, which serves most of the newspapers, 
has done the same thing. We know of no large news­
paper that has denied access to its columns to the 
Fergusons or their supporters, and If more space ha.s 
been taken by Sterling speeches than by Fergmon 
speeches It Is because Governor Sterling has sjioken 
daily while the Fergusons have spoken but three times 
a week.

As to there being any unfairness in reminding the 
public of the record.s of the Fergiison.s, It may bo 
pointed out that those records were not made by the 
iiewspaiiers, but by the Fergusons themselves, by their 
friends, appointees and administrative favorites. The 
newspapers had nothing to do with the awarding of 
highway work running into the hundreils of thou.sand.s 
of dollars without bid, contract or bond during the 
Bdmini.>itration of Mrs. Ferguson. I t  Is, however, their 
duty to remind the public that In the administration

Being 
responsible Institution.s, the news­
papers are constrained by tbe laws 
of libel to stay within the record, 
and If there were no litx‘1 laws the 
rule of fairness and resiionsibility 
to their readers, which every news- 
liaper worth the name holds Invio­
late, would be as effective.

Do the publications which aie the 
chief organs of the Fergu.sons con­
duct their part In the campaign In 
a fashion even approaching high­
mindedness? These chief organs 
of the Fergu.sons are two — the 
Gladewater Journal and the Fergu­
son Forum. The former Is not.re­
strained by the laws of lllx'l; the

Pcrmlttmg retired officers of the 
Army, Navy and Marine Corps to 
hold public oflfee.

Changing the method by which 
iwoperty sold for taxes may be re­
deemed

Empowering the Legislature to 
establish 10-year limitation on de­
linquent tax collections.

Authorizing the Legislature to 
make appropriations for Texas cen­
tennial celebration.

Correcting the present regulations 
upon voting of sea wall boivds by 
rities and by counties so as to al­
low a two-thlrd-s majority inst ad 
of a three-fourths.

Correcting the university funds 
amendment adopted last year so as 
to permit Investment of university 
permanent fund In the unlversUy’s 
own obligations as well as other se- 
curttle.s.

Collie in a laat-mimite circular and publication 
in his home paper states as follows:

“ Your Senator asserts that he is against Bond 
Issues but the record discloses the fact that he in­
troduced two resolutions himself calling for gigantic 
bond issues. One of them was Senate resolution No. 
11 in which he tried to put over a $50,000,000 State 
bond issue and create a State Farm Board of com­
missions modeled efter the one that has cost you 
people $400,000,000 under Hoover’s administration.

The farmer who borrows money now on cotton 
pa.vs more than $5 per bale for storage and interest 
under the presenj Hoover bill.

A fte r my mes.sage was introduced Congress 
passed the present Hpover law which jiermits the 
loan o f mone.v through corporations. The statement 
that my hill was patterned after the present Hoover 
hill is false.

and fairness in conducting said pri­
mary election, I am giving you this 
notice

The election laws of this state 
read as follows regarding illegal 
voting:

" I f  any fiersoii knowing himself 
(or herself) not to b«‘ a qualified 
voter shall at any election vote for 
or against any officer to be then 
chosen, he (or slie) shall be con­
fined In the irentltentlary not less 
than two nor more than five years."

It Is further provided that anv 
(icrson who shall swear falsely os 
to his (or her) qualtfieation.s to vote 
shall be confined In the irenlten- 
tlary not less than two nor nror" 
than five years. Illegal voting will 
be inquired Into and If It Is found 
that any person or )>ersons have 
committed any offense against the 
election laws, such persons will be 
promptly Indicted and pro«'CUted 

Who Is Qualified to Vote.
I f it comes to my knowledge that 

un> of the officers of the election 
m this county are wilfully guilty ot 
violating the election laws in order 
to favor or defeat any candidate, 
I will jrersonally see to it that such 
person Is prosecuted to the full ex­
tent that the law permits. Any per­
son who Is otherwisi' qualified, and 
who Is totally blind or deaf and 
dumb, or who lias lost a hand or 
foot or Is ix’mianently di.sabled, or 
was tiO years of age BEFORE Jan­
uary 1, 1931. or has become 21 years 
of age SINCE January 1, 1931. is 
entitled lo vote without a ix)ll tax 
receipt. All other persons must 
present their iioll tax receipt to th* 
presiding Judge of the election and 
the receipt must show tliat Jhe |)o!l 
tax was paid BEFDRE February 1, 
1932. I f  paiymen was made AFPER 
February 1. 1932. the Judge of the 
election should refuse to allow the 
holder of the receipt to vote. I f  
you have lost or mislaid your poll 
tax receipt, you can make affidavit 
to tliat effect and be allowed to 
vote, but In order to expedite the 
work of holding the election. I  urge 
all voters to have their poll tax re­
ceipts with them when they present 
themselves at the polls to vote.

long, liard staple, 'way back in 1923, 
we more or less wasted the ne:;t 
few years from u cotton breeding 
standpoint," the von Roeders de­
clare. “We didn’t know the b"st 
way to proiiagute and develop our 
wonderful plant. True, we made 
several single stalk selection.s m 
subsequent years, but wc carried 
them only one or two seasons be­
fore we "ina.ssed" their seed and 
thus lost their Individuality.

“ In the last few years we have 
studied cotton breeding from a more 
scientific angle and now we de­
velop our coininereial seed from a 
suigle stalk that makes the most 
satisfactory score in our breeding 
block and first multiplying blocks 
each year

But It T a k e s  Ttiiir.
"O f c(xirse. It takes lour years 

with good yields for a suigle stalk to 
develop seed In commercial quanti­
ties. The first two of these years 
we had the seed ginned on a min­
iature gin at Texas A. & M. Col­
lege, where wc get absolutely no 
seed mixture, and the next two on 
our local gins under the slrtcte.-h 
care and su|iervlsinn. Thus our 
cotton should be pure and line- 
bred.'

Despite the fact that practically 
no cotton seed was sold lu l  year 
in West Texas, the von Roeders 
easily disposed ol their full quota 
of seed, and had calk for more. 
All cotton grown from tlielr seed 
brought a handsome premium. It 
Is already being raised In a num­
ber of counties. State certification 
has been virtually assured for this, 
the third year of Insiieetlon Cer­
tification can not be obtained In a 
shorter length of time.

Between 500 and 1.000 person-s 
attended the field day Iasi year. 
The number Is expected to be dou­
bled this year, since the celebration 
has been advertised exten-slvely. Tiie 
hosts Insist that no charge will be 
made for anything, and that ar­
rangements have b(H'n made to en­
tertain a crowd of any caliber.
