WITH SCHOOL IN
FISHER COUNTY

Twenty-Five Scholastics Will Attend
Scurry County Institution from
Lone Star Community.

The six-teacher Pyron school, In
Southeast Scurry County, has en-
tered into a contract with the Lone
Star school, in Fisher County,
whereby the two institutions will
be consolidated, effective when the
new term begins

Pyron will furnish school facili-
ties, including transportation for
Lone Star students, and Lone Star
will turn all its state and county
funds into the larger school's treas-
ury

With the bringing in of 61 scholas-
tics by consolidation with the Lone
Wolf School in the spring of this
yvear, and the addition of 25 by the
Lone Star consolidation, Pyron be-
comes an eight-teacher school. Ils
total scholastic population is now in
the neighborhood of 220

A bus will be used to transport
children to and from each of the
two smaller consolidated districts
The center of the Lone Wolf dis-
trict is only about four miles dis-

MONIED POWER
GIVEN CENSURE
BY CANDIDATE

Independent Seeker of Govergpr's
Office Blames Federal Reserve
System For Present Woes.

The monied power of the nation,
headed by the Federal Reserve Sys-
tem, was declared to be at the
bottom of the present economic de-
pression, in an address on the court
house lawn Monday night by George
W. Armstrong of Fort Worth, inde~
pendent candidate for governor of
Texas.

As & check to the growing power
of the iniquitous Federal Reserve
System, which Mr. Armstrong said
had purposely brought about the
plight under which we are now
laboring, a proposal for establish-
ment of a State Reserve Bank was
made. The candidate declared that
if he were elected governor he would
bring about the opening of such a
bank, to act as the depository for

state funds and for state banks, and
to be empowered to issue bank notes,
receivable for debts and es.

the speaker called for a breaking
away and the following of the old
principles of Democracy on which
the salvation of the people rests.

“If to have these principles is W
be a Democrat, I am a Democrat,”
he said, “but if to follow the stan-
dard of the so-called Democratic
party of today is to be a Democrat,
then I am no Democrat.” He de-
clared that he had voted a straight
Democratic ticket on every occasion,
until this year, except four years
ago, when he strayed, much to his
later chagrin, into the Hoover camp.

Favors Prohibition.

Armstrong declared himself in
favor of keeping the Eighteenth
Amendment intact, and he censured
the framers of Democratic and Re-
publican platforms for their stand
on prohibition. *“It will take time
and patience to work out effective
enforcement of the prohibition laws,
but it eventually will be accom-
plished, and we cannot afford to
take a backward step. We need a
restoration to a period of plenty of
bread and meat, rather than a
period of plenty of liquor.”

A moratorium on all bonds—state,
county, district, municipal and in-
dustrial, and on all real estate mort-
gages until the price and wage level
of 1920 is restored—is another plank
in the Armstrong platform.

The abolition of state ad valorem
taxes and the substitution of grad-
uated inheritance and ‘income taxes
is favored by the candidate. He
also pledged support of highway
building from the gasoline tax, and
declared that the railroads are back-
ing the Fergusons because Jim 1s
opposed to road building since the
trucks have begun to offer such seri-
ous competition to the railroads.

The variety of opinions held by the sons of men
has been as ably brought to light by Scurry County
crop conditions as it has by the Texas political tur-
moil,

I'he Times has made it a point, since the heavy
rains of more than two weeks ago, to collect as many
opinions as possible concerning the condition of crops.
Following are a few samples of the answers we have
received:

“The county feed crop hasn't been damaged more
than 20 or 25 per cent. I'll get enough maize to last
two or three years, although it might be pretty hard
to sell.”

Early feed was just about ruined. The county as
a whole lost at least 50 per cent of its feed, and a lot
of it isn't even fit to head.”

Cotton was damaged 20 per cent by the rain and
high water. A lot of the beolls are rotting, and some
of the crop is going to stalk. Nearly all the crop in
the sand is losing ground every day. We'll be lucky
if we get more than 30,000 or 35,000 bales.”

“We have a 40,000-bale crop just about cinched,
unless a serious disaster visits us, And the county
could produce as much as 50,000 bales if everything
well”

The stock market’s downhill pull will mean the
ruination of cotton prices. Raskob and a lot of other
Democrats are purposely keeping stocks at a low level,

and will continue to do so until they have cornered
the cream of the market. If Roosevelt is elected,
the situation will be worse than ever.”

‘If we elect Hoover, you will see the bottom fall
still lower., The Republican monied men control the
markets, and if a Democrat goes into office, they will
see that his term is beset by bitter woes.

Co-ops have demonstrated, whether they deal
in cotton, milk, wheat, fruit, or whaf-not, that they
are the farmer's greatest hope for future agricultural
stabllity and prosperity. Yes, the cooperative move-
ment will go on. It will spread and it will grow
stronger. And the sooner all farmers join and loyally
support their cooperatives, the sooner the farmer's
economic problems will be solved.—Exchange,
