The staple crop is moving stead­
ily now. Hundreds ot pickers are 
dragging their sacks from the crlsp' 
ness of the morning until the sulk- 
mess of the night Many of them 
are transients who have learned of 
tlie good crop in this area. Some of 
them have been camped or otlirr 
wise existmg until the wet weattv-r 
wore itself away, and the sunshine 
was as welcome to them as It was 
to the farmer and merchant 

Big lUiafall Total 
Official rtxrords reveal that more 

than 30 inches of rain fell in Sny­
der Irom January 1 until October 1 
—nine sncxiths. This figure it more 
than one-half more than the aver­
age yearly rainfall (or the co«mty. 
About one-haU of the 30 inches (ell 
from Augvjd 30 te October 1 

In spite ot the two sieges of wet­
ness, which resulted in only a lew 
clear September days, mast esti­
mates plaoe the loss m this county 
at no more than 15 per cent, and 
possibly less. I t  is generaUy be­
lieved that the crop will fall not less 
than 30.000 bales and potslblv aaore 
than 35000.

All the county gins are runtung 
at practically full time. TTie crop 
this year Is bemg handled by six 
gms at Sntrder, three at Hermlelgli 
and one each at Inadale, Fluvanna. 
Dunn. Ira and Chma Grove, making 
a total ot 14. These figures include 
the Joyce gm that is being com­
pleted this week, and the new gins 
at Ira and Dunn.

Many Piekers Placed.
Fifty families ot pickers and al­

most as many smgle pickers have 
been contacted with fanners by J .

Peonies, Universal Favorites, Are 
Best Planted in the Fall of Year

Peonies are .such hardy, thrifty 
perenniaLs that they Just grow and 
grow, and soon become firmly cstab- 
lislied. We are apt to overlook the 
fact, however, that new and im­
proved varieties are constantly mak­
ing their appearance. Sometimes it 
is well to dislodge the old varieties 
wc get so used to seeing and sub­
stitute in their places some of the 
more recent Introductions. These 
newer, finer sorUs ore sure to de­
light you witli their improved quali­
ties, and It will be interesting to 
plan a different arrangement of the 
peony planting.

The American Peony Society pub­
lishes an authoritative manual in 
which about 300 selected varieties 
are carefully described. It  Is Inter­
esting to note that in this manual 
are listed the names of hundreds of 
other peonies whlcJi the .society rec­
ommends to be discarded, not be­
cause the flowers arc unworthy, but 
becaasc the selected ILst contains 
newer tyfies of similar appearance 
which are much more desirable.

An Ideal background agaln-st which 
a peony may display its magnificent 
flowers is a group of shrubs. Take 
care that sufficient space is allowed 
for the jXHmles as their roots forage 
deep.

Peonies are such delightful flow­
ers that it Is difficult for one not 
to txxwne an enthu-slust to the jiolnt 
of growing dozens of varieties. If 
(leoDie.s b<!Come one’s hobby arrange 
the plants so they are displayed to 
best advantage. Create a siieclal 
garden for them, and fnlerplant 
some delphiniums, hardy phloxes, 
asters and pcrhaiis chrysanthemums 
to provide Interest when the peonies 
are out of flower.

How to Plant Peonies.
• The ground should b«' deeply pre­
pared and well fertilized. Be sure, 
though, that It contains no .resh 
manure, for If the roots conre in 
contact with fresh manure the plant 
will become sick and fall to bloom. 

'Prepare the ground well in advance 
of planting, and make a thorough 
Job of It for peonies like plenty of

rich soil. Allow about three feet 
ol open ground to eacJi plant and 
see that they get an abundance ot 
sunshine.

The first .season they .should be 
protected a little from freezing in 
order to prevent their being heaved 
out of the ground. Afterward they 
are better off without Utter or any 
covering which might harbor dis­
ease.

In planting peonies do not bury 
them too deep. The eyes should be 
Just under the surface when the soil 
has thoroughly .settled. In newly 
made beds they .should be set about 
two Inches deep to allow for subse­
quent setting.

Peonies are reliable plants. They 
are remarkably free from insect or 
fungus troubles and you need rarely 
spray them. Ja s t keep them well 
cultivated and fertilized with bone 
meal each year and they will then 
delight you with their constant Im­
provement and flowers of unrivaled 
beauty.

Nearly 100 per cent of the IViiio- 
rrutie eongressional nunimecs are 
li-slixt here as beiiiK as wet us their 
imrty platform, whicli calls for un­
qualified repeal of the eighteenth 
amendment. A pietty high proixir- 
tion ol tlie Kepublicun candidate.s. 
however, are iCRai'dcd as drys by 
piefercnce. though more than u ma­
jority are said to have expressed 
themselves in favor of modification 
of iHohibilion along the lines of the 
Kepubllcan platform.

Nobotly can foretell a.s yet wh'ii 
the pr 't>ot>»‘d modification of the 
eighteenth amendnient will be sub­
mitted to tiie iieople of the various 
states for action. There is still |>08- 
slble doubt that three-qqiiarters ol 
the states will go wet when this 
referendum takes place. But one 
thing seems reasonably certain. 
Tliat is that there will be a vigor­
ous attempt made, us soon as Con­
gress meets again in December, to 
amend the Volstead Act to legalize 
four per cent beer.

*

Favoring Four Per Cent Beer.
The present prohibitum law de­

clares beer ol more than one-half 
of one per ct'nt alcohol to be in ­
toxicating The old-fashioned beer 
tliat used to be sold so freely in pre- 
prohlblUor, da.vs rontaim>d abcut 
seven and on.-half per cent of al­
cohol A gr'-.-t deal of the ,‘o-ca'io • 
beer tha* . b-m s sold in sjre.ik 
e’.i. îes tixlr i. ntains a'totiol up lo 
20 per cm ; There isn't any ques­
tion about JO per cent beer being 
Intoxicating.

But a very strong showing will be 
made to prove that four per cent 
beer is not Intoxicating up to the 
limits of the amount of beer that an 
ordinary individual can drink at one 
time, and the brewery Interests are 
very hopeful that they can get this 
prrcont^e of beer legalized

In that case, however, they do not 
anticipate the return of the saloon. 
Plans are all completed for tlie pro- 
d u cti^  of bottled beer to be sold 
mainly In drug stores, over the soda 
fountain or delivered by grocers at 
residences. The price to the con­
sumer. de|>endent upon the tax Im- 
|)osed. will probably be from 15 cents 
a bottle upward. How much effect 
the legalizing of four per cent beer 
would have upon the whole prohibi­
tion agitation is another queiUoo, 
however.

*
I,egislatiun Program.

Regardless of the outcome of the 
election, programs of legislation lor 
next winter are beginning to take 
sliaiM-, since It will be the same Con­
gress up to next March that sat la.st 
winter. And right up at the tof) ol 
the list ol new revenue measures U 
the geiitral sales tax.

The state of. Mississippi now has 
had more than six months' experi­
ence with this tax. which every con- 
.sumer i>ay$ as he spends his money. 
It has caused no excitement of any 
kind in Mis-'issippl. Everybody has 
taken to it kindly, and there are no 
report.s of unwillingness to pay the 
tax. It Is producing ample revenue 
lor the sta;<

Congregs.Monal leaders of both 
liarties are said now to have come 
fully around to the idea that the 
sales tax on a national scale is the 
sounde.st a n d  least burdensome 
method of raising funds for the 
conduct of the government that has 
yet been projioseil.

*
T ra ns portal ion.

Unquestionably, there will be a 
strong effort made at the next ses­
sion to put all interstate means < f 
trans|K>rtation under the Jurisdic­
tion of the Interstate Commerce 
Commission. This is especially de­
signed to bring the bus and truck 
lines, which oiierate on the public 
highways, under the same sort of 
control that the government exer­
cises over the railroads.

At present the independent high­
way lines are completely under in­
dividual slate control, while trucks 
and busses operated by the railroads 
themselves have to be .sanctioned by 
the commission. One hope of the 
railrotids is that they may obtain 
control of the bus and truck situa­
tion and so recover some of the 
heavy los.ses which this new form of 
trans|X)rtation has cost them.

The whole tendency of the times 
Is for greater unification and more 
complete ftdtral control over trans­
portation.

They 
think he Is a man that will give 
everybody a square deal where as 
the most of them lets their iH'rsoiial 
feelings and tenipermunt get the 
best of them.

The best rule for a new b?gtnn«'r 
to follow is to 1st get a Idear for a 
story and then forget the idear and 
go ahead and write the story out or 
dictate it to somebody that lias got 
o good hand writeing or better yet 
one of these new tangle machines 
called a typewriter that makes it 
look all most like print.

Ttien put a good suggestive title 
on the story like for in.st. "Clara s , 
Calves" and then give It to your

family to read, and If they aay It 
reads good why It must be good, and 
the next question is how to get It 
before a magazine editor and get a 
square deal.

But I of the biggest mistakes a 
new beginner makes Is to send re­
turn staiiiiis along with their manu­
script as must of the editors is air­
tight and the minute they see the 
staniiis t h a t  somebody else lias 
boughten why they can't wait a min­
ute til they use them, and whilst, 
back comes your manuscript.

8crl|)l and have him say in the letter 
that your story is o. k. and ttie editor 
is a sap if he don't accept because 
you have got a lot of friends that 
will slop their subscription if that 
story comes back.

THAT CENFENNIAI. APPROPRIAnON.

Without a legislative appropriation, U is certain 
that no fitting celebration of the oae hundredth anni­
versary oi Texas’ iudependrncr can be held. More­
over. there ran be no legislative support of the cele­
bration unless the iH'opie amend the constitution so 
that llic Legislature has authority lo lend that .support.

At its Fort Worth meeting the state-wide committee 
on reduction of public expenditures "commended the 
Centennial as a worthy and patriotic public iiroject." 
but urged that no state support be given it.

The Texas Press Association, at its Mineral Wells 
met'ting. endorsed the Centennial and advocated state 
supixirt. At its Lubbock ronventtosi. the Democratic 

i party m Tt-xas, endorsed the project and recommend 
state support.

While It is quite probable that Texas will be just 
as free and Just as indi'iiendent without a celebration 
as with one. it U folly to look upon th^ Centennial 
through glasses etctied with the doUai' mark. But 
even If we do take the dollar viewpoint of the matter. 
It IS doubtful that the public expenditures committee 
ha* viewed the matter rightly. The (leople whom the 
Centennud wUl bring to Texas will leave with us much 
mote money than the celebration costs. Tlie (lublic 
expenditures committee evidences a tendency to be 
penny-wuie and pound-foolish.

In any ei’cnt, the Centennial is more than a  dollars 
and rents proposition. The sentiment In it may not 
be overlooked. And once in a hundred years, surely, 
Texas can afford to spend a Mttle money in proper 
commemoration of the men, the principles and the 
spirit that gave America its greatest commonwealth.

In the present instance, the jieople of Texas .*hould 
give their ears to their press and their party. For 
the Centennial Is a matter as much of the heart a* 
of the head.—Thpi Week's Opinion.

meeting was one of a series planned 
to deal with the reports of the com­
mittee's staff.

•Need E'iiiaiU’iul C'uiilnil.
Mr. Graves pointed out the need 

(or a more simple, modem and 
effective plan of organization for the 
state' government and revealed the 
determination of the committee to 
recommend a plan tor financial ad­
ministration that will meet the erj’- 
ing and immedate need for effec­
tive. economical management and 
proiK’r control of finances and ex­
penditures.

’"The committee has decided to 
recommend to the Ijcgislature a 
coiniilete revision of the entire struc­
ture of our state government In the 
Interests of greater unity and econ­
omy,' declared the chairman. "But 
our filial plan, of course, cannot be 
lirepared until all the 151 units ol 
state government have been fully 
covered. This Is a tremendous job, 
and we are pleased with the progress 
to the present point. Our technical 
advisors. Oriffenhagen & Associates, 
Hided by a clerical, statistical and 
ollice staff (the latter all from 
Texas) are rapidly moving forward 
with the work."

Cokt of Study Reduced.
Chairman Graves explained tlmt 

llu* expense Involved In the study 
has b**en reduced materially, as far 
as the state is concerned, because 
lialf of the committee costs are de­
frayed by the Spelman Fund, as a 
free grant to Texas for carrying out 
such a program in behalf of good 
governnient.

"In  approaching our task,” con­
tinued Mr. Graves, "we felt it im- 
imrative to make first-hand Inquiry 
us to the activities, operating prob­
lems and methods of each govern­
mental agency as the first step in 
lirepurlng our re-organlzation pro- 
IKisuls But this was not our only, 
nor in fact our principal, reason for 
going into these units in great de­
tail. We were specifically directed 
hy the Legislature to make a thor­
ough investigation of state depart- 
iiieiiUs and institutions ‘of any or all 
kinds' with a view to ascertaining 
it they jould be oiierated at greater 
elliciency or lesser expense to the 
laximyers and to ascertain how the 
affairs of this state might be run 
m a more economical manner. One 
ot the greatest difficulties encoun- 
UtixI in the survey has been the 
ubtmniiig ot dependable information 
as to actual expenditures of state 
agmicie.'-

Wrtrk on Five Lines.

Tliere is no surplus 
production. Bakers are not allowed 
to use more than three per cent of 
Imported wheat In their bread. Tliat | 
la one rea-son why the wheat growers { 
of Prance are getting $1.40 a bushel j 
for their product this year as against 
the 50 cents or less which the Amcr- | 
lean farmer gets.

Unfortunately, under our Amerl- ! 
can system wc cannot exercise any i 
such control over individual farmers, j 
Each farmer will prow what he , 
plea-ses. regardles.s of the probable ! 
market. Nobody can help the farm­
ers but the fanners themselves. 
They can only help them-selves by 
cooperative effort for the control of 
crop production a n d  murketln-

Some day the dirt farmers will get 
togetlier and throw out the |>o’.itlcal 
farmers who make their living by 
keeping the farmers and the nation 
ill a state of unrest.
