Deposits Reflect Good Crop Yields

January 31, as Texas knows, is
the last day for payment of taxes
of all general natures, unless one
wishes to have a penalty attached.

February 1, points out W. W, Nel-
son, county tax collector, is the last
day for registering cars without
paying & penalty. The law makes
it a fine of $200 to register a ear
in any county other than that in
which the owner resides.

BACK TO FARM
MOVE GAINING
RAPIDLY HERE

Greatest Swing Toward Seil Finds
Good Farmers Minus Places
To Live This Year.

A back-to-the-farm movement
that is without parallel in Scurry
County history is putting practical-
ly every”tillable acre under cultiva-
tion, turning a small amount of un-
tilled land from its pasture ways,
and throwing a number of deserv-
ing farmers into the mill of the
unemployed.

The return to the soil, prophesied
as an inevitable result of the eco-
nomic depression, with its unem-
ployment and kindred evils, has
been born here almost overnight.

A few years ago landowners were
seeking tenants in some cases. A
short time later, the landlord be-
came somewhat choicy. Now, many
farmers are without places for the
first time in their lives. Those who
have sought to move elsewhere say
the same condition prevails in othe:
directions.

It is not difficult to find an an-
swer to the old song question, “How
You Gonna Keep 'Em Down on the
Farm?"” They are staying on the
farm and going back to the farm
because the farm offers employ-
ment, home-grown food, freedom
from never-ceasing ¢own bills, and
an opportunity to gel away Iromn
the grind of it all

A number of the unsettled tenants
are heads of families who have been
forced to move because their land-
lords are moving back to the old
home places from their town dwell-
ings.

Despite the fact that several
Snyder houses were vacated by the
transition to the soil, all of these
have been filled, and it has become
difficult to find even a moderately

well-appointed rent house here.
