Brzdge Expec{é;iv j
T'o Be Ready For
Cars Next Week

The new bridge over Deep Creek,
on Twenty-sixth Street, will be
ready for traffic late next week,
according to D. P. Yoder, chairman
of the county RFC committee. All
of the concrete work has been com-
pleted, forms have been pulled, and
most of the fills on the bridge ends
are complete. A caliche topping for
the two approaches will be next in
order.

In discussing details of the bridge,

»

Mr. Yoder sald yesterday that the

experience as a civil engineer, ‘The
driveway and a six-foot sidewalk.
The original propesal and plans
presented to the City Council called
for a bridge 80 feet long, but these
did not meet with the engineer's
approval.

The bridge is called a low-water
structure, since it is built to stand
overflow of occasional extremely
high water, but is large enough to
handle ordinary high water without
overflowing.

Over 8,000 pounds of steel, a car-
load of cement and 100 loads of
gravel have gone into the bridge.
It i1s built on & solid rock founda-
tion and is in no danger of damage
from flood or loads; however, there
are 1,000 yards of fill or at
the ends of the bridge, and if these
fills were to be subjected to an ex-
treme flood before they are settled,
they would very likely wash out to
a considerable extent.

“This is an item that must be
taken into consideration in all cases
of this kind," Mr. Yoder said, “and
was the main reason for the orig-
inal proposal for a Jonger bridge
and less fill. The bridge is built on
the experience and plans of the road
engineers, and if the fills get prop-
erly settled it will no doubt give
Snyder and Sewrry County good
service for many years."

Full cost of the strugure will be
given later. Those in charge state
that the cost is very small in com-
parison with the wusual cost of
bridges of like size.
