HOSPITAL AND 
GYMNASIUM TO 

BE REQUESTED
Lubbock Engineer Preparing Plans 

for Construction of the Two 
Public Work* Project*.

Definite plans looking toward con­
struction of a hospital and a gym­
nasium here are being worked out 
by H N. Roberts, Lubbcxik engi­
neer, following him ctmferenoe with 
the county public work* conuiuttee 
Monday.

Tentative plans coll for erection 
of a 20-bed hospital to cost approx- 
imatelv $30,000. The gymnasium 
Is tentatively estimatexl at $1S.0(X). 
Either or both of tire trrojects, with 
workmen employed under the 30- 
hour pl.tn, would probably require 
about one-third of the total oon- 
struction cost for labor and the re­
maining two-thirds tor material and 
other costs.

Austin Erwin, chairman of the 
committee, said yesterday that the 
Lubbock engineer also viewed the 
proposed lake site northwest of 
town. It Is expected that an irri­
gation attorney of long experience 
will be here from Peon* wltlun a 
few day* to look over tlie site and 
pass juelgment as to practlcabiUty 
of tbe giant project.

The dam and other work con­
nected with tbe lake' project would 
lirobably total $175,000 to $200,000, 
of which the major portion would 
go for labor.

Mr. Erwin and other me-mbers 
of the committee call attention to 
tbe fact that all projects are only 
tenUetivc, Slid most paas master 
with district, state and federal ex­
aminers. They feel confident, how­
ever, that the hospital and gymna­
sium plan.* will go threiugh, and 
they are optimistic over the lake 
outlook provided the |>roject 1* 
deemed practical by the govern­
ment.

1 think it Is ra lliir generally felt 
that in the educal.on of our chil­
dren we liave tended too much to 
neglect the spirilual .side. "Man 
cannot live by bie.id alone."

Education is one of the factors 
In human life that has rnabU*d the 
race to ri.se Irem a mere struggle 
of existence into Hie realm of 
acliievomeiits. It has been one of 
Hu* factois in life's iirogress that 
has made modem civilization pos­
sible. ' But the war is not between 
the old and the new. I t  Is bi'twinii 
the false and the true. ' If we look 
live situation squarely in the face, 
most of our (allures grow out of 
sin or ignorance—sometimes out of 
both.

Our remedies, therefore, are to 
be found In a hapiiy blending ot 
education and religion.

Education alone may be able to 
diagnose diseases and discover rein- 
edies, but it Is lacking In the abil­
ity to apply. Education can be a 
deadly weapon unle.ss it Is proper­
ly directed in iiaths of usefulness, 
and made to be servant Instead of 
a  master. Christianity gives to ed­
ucation the right objective* in the 
search for truth.

Ct*rtainly if our dcncmlnatiunal 
and religious schools are to survive 
they must be able to contribute 
something toward making life more 
meaningful or valuable through a 
spiritual growth.

If we except the home, the church 
and the school are ogreed by all 
as being the two greatest Insfitu- 
tlcns of society. FHir years these 
two great Institutions went hand 
In hand In Hie work of training our 
youth. In lact, the school is a 
child of the church.

The school as lui agency of soci ty 
in America was first brought Into 
existence (or the express purixjse 
of Hiding the rliureli in giving re­
ligious training to childhood.

Dr. Butler of Columbia University 
says that "Education is the adjust­
ment of the child to the spiritual 
Inheritance of the race.” Tlie 
greatest inheritance of the human 
race Is the religion of Je.sus Christ.

But a st.ate school, becau.se of 
Jews and others, and bc*eause of 
the separation of church and .state 
cannot teach the religion of Jesus. 
We are everywhere confronted to­
day with the que.sflon of how we 
may bring religion Into our .state 
schools. You ran readily under­
stand the difficulties faced when 
there are .so many ereeds and prej­
udices.

The Chii.stlan college of today 
finds Itself In the midst of two 
great conflicts. First. It being a 
church organization It Is Involved 
In the conflict with respect to orth­
odoxy. Second, being an education­
al institution on the other hand 
It Is Involved In the significant 
movement to enrich and modernize 
the currlcuum of the Liberal Arts 
College.

To the ca.sual observer these con­
flicts appear quite insignificant— 
large masse.s arc hardly aware of 
the situation.

The educational changes of the 
last few years have had not only 
to do with the organization and 
fmbject matter of our schools, but 
with the fundamental philosophies 
of life. We look back upon the 
Reformation as a crisis, as the 
dawning of a new day in htslory. 
But some ■ of our keenest students 
of church history iwlnt out that 
the present struggle will far exceed 
the great Reformation. A real con­
flict between modernism and ortho­
doxy is being waged. The funda­
mental question Is whether or not 
there is a  God.

I f  one makes the scientific meth­
od an investigating Instrument, he 
comes back with the answer that 
there is no God, or at least that If 
there is a  God there Is not the 
slightest evidence of him. (I'm  
bringing to you lines from a man 
who studied long and seriously leav­
ing God out of his life).

"Man. so far as natural science 
by Itself Is able to teach. Is no 
longer the final cause of the uni­
verse—the heaven descended heir 
of all ages. His very existence Is 
an accident. Ills s t ^  is a brief 
tn n k tory  epjgode In the life of one 
of the meanest of the planets.

"O f the combination of causes 
wtiieh first converted a dead organ­
ic compound Into living humanity, 
ortenoe, indeed, knows nothing. We 
survey the past and see that Its 
history is of blood and tears, of 
hetplesB blundering, of wild revolt, 
of empty aspirations. Man will go 
dosm into the pit and all of his 
thoughts win perLsh.’

He ends with this sentence: “Nor 
Is anything there is be better or 
be wnrse for all that the labor, the 
gsniuB devotion and sufferings of 
man have striven throuith count- 
leaa ages to e ffe c t" I

To refuse to face the facts of 
life and their clear Implications ISj 
eowardloe, and unworthy of per-1 
sons who call themselves Christiana. 
R  Is oompllmentary neither to our 1

Intellinfiice nor to our cause to dis­
pute Hu* findings or scientific spe- 
cialisUs In the fields of which we 
have little or no technical knowl­
edge.

To ii.se a book of religion as a 
textbook of science Is wrong. It  
will really do no gooti. bill much 
liiirni to the Christian .sehool, or 
any other, to bury Us li. ad ostrich­
like In the .-'iinds of ancient writ­
ings.

What Hie world sadly necd:s today 
Is students who ar. belli .seholiirly 
and devoutly religious to give ■■ re­
ligious Interiiretution to the world 
In terms of modern —■••nee.

The ta^k (>f the Christian college 
Is not to keep young ix-oiile from 
knowing Hie facts of life in order 
that cherished interpretations of the 
past miiv 1>* irerirotimled. Iiiil rather 
to dcvcloi) a religion consi. t̂ iit with 
th Si fact.s. ,and then s ’tid Hie.-,;- 
voting students out with a r'ligious 
training that will be of tnculcuablc 
use to society.

Advocates of Christian college ed­
ucation stress the im|)orfanc<* of 
Christian environment and Influ­
ence In the develoimicnt of the 
character of the student. In recent 
years the heads of denominational 
colleges have eloquently* advertiz'-d 
their wares a.s siiix'rlor to the sec­
ular brand, by virtue of their pro­
grams of n'liglous education.

The one slogan of all churcli pro­
motion has bet n "a Chrt.stlan col­
lege for character." The programs 
generally include (1) coinpuLsory 
chairel attendance. (2) a required 
course In Bible, (3< a iirc.sldent out- 
■standing as a religious leader, (4) 
a faculty of profe.ssional Christian 
ideals, and i5) a .student body re­
cruited largely from good Christian 
homes.

Small enrollment of our Chris­
tian colleges is a great advantage. 
Oxford and Cambridge Universities 
of England are each a collection of 
.small colleges and owe their e f­
fectiveness In large mca.siires to thLs 
fact. In America Harvard and Yale 
and others are seeking residential 
and tetTltorial devices by which they 
may reorganize their large masses 
into smaller units. Teachers can 
get much closer to the pupils and 
be of much greater licit) to them.

Small colleges offer students bet­
ter otiportunitlcs In extra curricu­
lar activities—athletic, social, mus­
ical. religious and many others.

8**vcnly ix*r cent of the students 
wlio attend ClirLstiun colleges of 
their own faith conic home church 
workers. Forty right per cent of 
the students who attend state col- 
Icgis come honi churc-h workers.

Eleven of the la.st 13 pre.sldciits 
of the United States had college 
training with a distinct Clirlstlan 
emphasis.

When my daughter was a tiny girl 
I taught her about God—His love 
and iKiwcr. and the simple, true 
facts about Jesus. All Hic.se she 
believed implicitly, os do all clill- 
drcii when mothers tell these truths 
to them. Tlie ever imt>liclt faith 
of childhood is sweet and subllm?. 
It Is literally true as Jesus says; 
•'Whosoever .shall not receive the 
kingdom of God as a little child 
shall In no wise enter In." The 
trust of the adult In God should 
lx- a.s free from doubt as tnat of 
a little child.

But there comes a time In the 
life of every boy and girl known as 
the doubting age. It comes, or at 
least is strongest, about the time 
they are entering,college. I t  Is com­
mon to all and need cause no alarm 
If there Is a strong, able pilot to 
aid and steer them through the 
dangers—dangers which to the stu­
dent are unknown.

This is well, for we 
would have them able to reason 
and reach sane conclu.slons and con­
victions for themselves.

If at this unsettled age they come 
under the influence of a Christian 
character they will be led finally 
to anchor .safely. But If during this 
period they come into dally con­
tact for (our years, or even one 
year, with a teacher with a drawing 
personality as most of them have, 
who scoffs at the idea of God, the 
Bible and religion In general, they 
are apt to have thetr Christian faith

It looks 
a- If there will be another big crin) 
this year. Unless sometlung is done 
to stop It. then' will be too much 
cotton this year, too; and cotton 
farmers will not get much Income 
from It. Obviously something must 
b;* done to stop a big crop from 
I'cln,; pi'iKlucixl or harvested, or con­
ditions In till' South will remain 
bad. It Is imiiortant for the rest 
of the ccuntry, too. that the South 
get better Incomes—southern farm­
ers cannot buy things from other 
sections unless they have money 
with which to buy.

There 'vere only 4% million bales 
of Amerlean cotton In the world 
carry-over when faimers started to 
harvest the new crop in 1929. When 
fanners started to harvest the 1932 
crop there wore 13 million bales 
of old American cotton on hand. 
Last year's cro|> ginned out 13 mil­
lion ^iles more, making altogether 
'26 million bales available for use 
last season. This was enough cot­
ton to la.st for nearly two years. 
It  looks now as If 12 million bales 
or more of this cotton will still be 
left unu.si'd w-hen farmers begin 
picking their now crop on August 
1 of this year. Moreover, unofficial 
reiiorts Indicate that there has teen 
a marked increase in cotton acre­
age this year, perhaiis 7 to 10 per 
cent. (Official statl^irs have not 
yrt been compiled.) Many farmers 
applied more fertilizer and the new 
crot> generall.VB looks to bo in the 
best of condition. Even if the yield 
tier acre is only average, the bigger 
ucreiige should produce around 14 
inilUon bales. A crop this size on 
tot> of the large quantity of old 
cotton still on hand would make 
26 million or more bales of cotton 
to be sold this year—Just as big 
u s'lpply as a year ago.

Tliere is practically no chance 
tliut the use of cotton will in ­
crease enough to i ' 'irume much of 
this excessive supply. If farmers 
kiH'p on producing as much cotton 
ns they have bei'n producing n - 
cently. it would ta’ite four years to 
get rid of the extra cotton on liand. 
even if the use of cotton should 
Increase to the large quantities that 
were being u.sed before the business 
troubles began in 1929. That means 
that It w'ould take threi' or four

years before the South would be­
gin to get decent prices for cotton 
again. Tliese facts make it clear 
why something delinlte has to be 
done about cotton If Southern fann­
ers aie really to get fair Income.s.

dcurry County luu always ste|>ped Into the line of 
pragrt">s. A few cynics are always di'ploriiig the in­
activity of our citi/rnshlp, but they have their eyej> 
opened wh' ii .something of fur-reacliiiig pi»portlon.s 
IS prusenled to the county.

Pcrhain It is too early to begin gue.ss.ng. No 
matter. We .shall guess anyway. Scurfy Ctunty 
should reduce her aertuge. under Uie guvenimeiu 
plan, not less than 3U.000 acres.

On many ocxra.slons Jesus wen his 
cose with a  single question—one of 
the best weapons in the whede ar­
mory of persuasion and all to in­
frequently employed.

Below, certain eary March fig­
ures relating to Texas business ac­
tivity arc placed alongside current 
figures for the pur|H)-« of ■'-howing 
Just what progress has been made. 
Dependable figures of tills kind arc 
not as plentiful In a state dciiend- 
ing primarily iiixm agricultural and 
other raw material iiroductlon as 
In a more highly develoixd Indus­
trial .‘;tate. But here are enough to 
make a showing.

Some Favorable Facts,
The most dependable, because the 

most Inclusive, index of business in 
either industrial or agricultural com­
munity is the volume of bank deb­
its. The average weekly bonk deb­
its at present In the leading Texas 
cities arc 32 per cent above the 
average of the several weeks Im- 
mcdlatriy before and after the bonk 
holiday. In the four major cities 
of Houston, Dsdlas, San Antonio and 
Port Worth there are bank debits 
of approximately $15,000,000 weekly 
more than the average three incnths 
ago, and there lias been a relative 
increase in most of the smaller 
cities.

Some other comparLsons for the 
same period are as follow.s: Princi­
pal Texas agricultural prices, 90 per ] 
cent increase; building as reported 
from major cities and towns, 60 per 
cent increase; retail trade, 22 p'jr 
cent Increase based on actual re­
ported increase of l<'ading depart­
ment stores to May I with an esti­
mated further increase of 15 per 
cent for last month; business fail­
ures, 40 per cent decrease approxi­
mately in both number and In 11a- 
billUes.

Handtod DOUion to Good.
In some Instances, of course, these 

rises have meant only pai>cr or fu­
ture profits to growers. Tlw cot­
ton market rise means iiotont lolly 
an Inert aae of $70,000,000 In the 
value of tlie crop, although the real 
benefits will not accrue until au- 
timn. However, the wool and mo­
hair producers and the Uvestuck 
producers, tncludlng poultry and 
dairymen, have already largely prof­
ited from the market lncrca.se. Veg- 
elable gi-owers have profited from 
the rising market, and the short 
wheat crop to come presently on 
the market wtJl be offset by the in­
creased price. On the whole, the 
Texas crop and llve-tlnck piodueers 
are probably $100,000,000 better off. 
actually and potentlallv. on their 
year's production, than they were 
three mciitbs ago.

The East Texas nil situation re­
mains a stumbllngbloe'ic with a mar­
ket at 25c as against 50c early In 
March. However, the present quo­
tation reprsbL'iits an aiMiri rlubl* Im- 
provoment over the 10c market of 
mld-Aprll. and during the last few 
days there has been general pre­
diction in oil and stock market cir­
cles that there will b* furthsr ad­
vance In the price.

Cottoa Mills as Index.
There Is no Inclusive Index to 

Texas Industrial production, but the 
cotton mills have Increased output 
from 25 to .50 per cent, a number 
of mills having resumed operations 
are those at Dallas. Mexla. Onrst- 
cana. Itasca. Waco, Bonham. Sher­
man. Denison and Hillsboro. Lum­
ber shipments from mills have In­
creased appreciably during the same 
three-month period. While thars 
Is no definite Index to  Texas In- 
dusirlal aetlvlty.

N TIXAS the natural gas industry and 

__ ultimately the gas consumers are re­
quired to pay four special tax levies to the 
state as follows:

Under one article of the state statutes, 
the gas companies pay an annual franchise 
tax. Under another article, gas distribution 
companies arc required to pay a tax of one- 
half of one per cent of their gross receipts 
in all cities and towns with a population 
of from 2,500 to 10,000, and one per cent 
of their gross receipts in towns of over 
10,000 population. Under still another ar­
ticle, a gross production tax of two per 
cent is levied upon all natural gas, and 
under a further article gas pipeline com­
panies are required to pay a gas utilities 
tax of one-fourth of one per cent of their 
gross receipts.

The natural gas utilities are required to 
pay to the state two special tax levies which 
no other utility is required to pay. In addi­
tion to the various special taxes collected 
by the state, the gas utilities are required 
to pay many other tax levies, such as Fed­

eral Ii come Tax, Revenue Smmp 1 ax, A J 
Valorem taxes le\ led b} Road Distiicn , 
Water Improvement Districts, Levee Dis­
tricts, Independent School Districts, and 
the Ad Valorem tax levies made for the 
support of the various citv, county and 
state governments.

This company is willing to pay, and 
should pay, its just share of the reasonable 
cost of government; however, there ap­
pears to be a constant and growing ten­
dency on the part of some tax assessors, tax 
boards and tax commissions to increase the 
values and raise the taxes of the gas utilities 
entirely out of proportion to the values 
and the tastes levied upon other personal 
property. Ultimately, this must result in a 
higher price for gas to the consumer. 
Under the present burden of taxation it 
requires approximately 56c out o f  every 
hill rendered to the gas consumer to pay 
taxes. Such taxes must be charged as an 
operating expense to the customer, be­
cause the company cannot control this ex­
pense and is merely a collector of the tax.
