Moore of Snyder has been
working for several years, has been
perfected to a point where the in-
ventor plans on intensive selling
campaign this fall and winter.

Claiming that his complete oil-
burning unit solves the problems
of economy, cleanliness, conveni-
ence and heat distribution usually
raised by oil burners, Mr. Moore
points to a number of successful
users to whom the unit was intro-
duced last season.

The New Ida is a neat unit, which
is being manufactured in quantity
by Baker Machine & Plating Com-
pany, 330 Bryan Avenue, Ft. Worth.
Several advance sales have already
been made, and Mr. Moore's biggest
problem now is to meet demands
until sales are worked up.

Nolting Refinery at Sweetwater
has assisted the inventor in secur-
ing a fuel that presents the utmost
in economy and cleanliness. Since
low priced oils must necessarily be
used, the problem of stove makers
has been to thoroughly vaporize and
burn out the soot and smoke. So-
lution of this problem is claimed by
Mr. Moore. He invites those who
are dubious of this all-important
feature to sec his model on display
at W. C. Wenninger's, east side of
the square.

“Besides being far more efficient
and certainly more convenient than
coal or wood stoves, the New Ida is
the very latest thing in modern
heating units,” declares the inven-
tor.
