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Commissioners 
support notice to 
issue certificates

Monday in a special meeting of the Bailey 
County Commissioners Court, the Court 
unanimously voted (including County 
Court Judge Marilyn Cox) the publication 
of notice of intention to issue certificates of 
'obligation for not more than $5,000,000 to 
underwrite the construction of a new 96-
bed jail. This is one of the last steps before 
construction of the new Bailey County jail. 

The certificates will be levied against 
property but not collected unless the rev-
enue from the new jail fails to meet the 
lease purchase payment of $395,000 per 
year. The plan is to house federal prisoners

had hard times then. It was 
during WWII, but everyone 
was a neighbor," she said. 

Stegall stayed on the 
farm until she moved to 
Muleshoe in 1997. 
Coincindentally, her neigh-
bor in Goodland, Mildred 
Williams, also moved to 
Muleshoe and they now 
live within two blocks of 
each other. According to 
Stegall, the two ladies have 
been neighbors for over 70 
years. 

Stegall remembers that 
Muleshoe has always had 
huge 4th of July celebra-
tions. They would barbecue 
eight to ten beefs every year 
and the meals were free to 
anyone who wanted them.

Stegall was 11-years-old 
when her family moved to 
Bailey County in 1922. 
"Muleshoe was just a little 
place then. They didn't even 
have a court house. Sudan 
was just a little cowtown but 
it boasted a motel.

Her family lived "south of 
the sand" or on the south 
side of Bailey County which 
was divided by a string of 
sandhills.

West Texas A&M's appli-
cation for an Educational Tal-
ent Search grant was approved 
in July 2002 at $190,000 per 
year for five years. 

Now that it has been estab-
lished, the WTAMU College 
Talent Search Office is 
equipped to assist students 
from middle school to their 
entry into college. 

WTAMU has two field of-
fices up and running, serving 
students in Amarillo, Bovina, 
Friona and Hereford schools. 

The office at Hereford Jun-
ior High School serves 300 
students on nine campuses that 
include schools in Bovina and 
Friona. 

The College Talent Search 
program was devised to iden-
tify and assist individuals from 
disadvantaged or underserved 
backgrounds who have the po-
tential to succeed in higher 
education, beginning at age 11 
but all the way through age 27. 

The program provides aca-
demic, career and financial 
counseling to its participants 
and encourages them to gradu-
ate from high school and con-
tinue on to the post-secondary 
school of their choice. 

Talent Search is designed to 
identify those students with 
the potential to make it but 
who might not be culturally 
supported. Children whose  

parents never went to college 
or those who want them to go 
but don't know how to accom-
plish it. 

If a sixth-grader is identi-
fied that meets the criteria, the 
university gets that student 
into the program and supports 
them all the way to the college 
door. Those who dropped out 
of high school or college and 
want to return are helped, too. 

Talent Search also provides 
workshops for families, assis-
tance in preparing for college 
entrance exams, tutorial ser-
vices and occasional field trips 
that expose participants to a 
variety of college campuses. 

Talent Search is a good, 
sound program that's 35 years 
old. 

In the Talent Search appli-
cation process, priority is 
given to potential first-genera-
tion college students with low-
income backgrounds.

of the week. Not that those 
are bad things, you under-
stand, but our society does 
seem to have a significant 
problem with balance and pri-
orities, don't you think?) 

To make the music work, 
so that a family filled with 
low-voiced altos and basses 
could manage to fake four 
parts, we lowered the pitch of 
the songs pretty drastically. 
My sister sang the melody, 
Mom sang alto (I can still 
hear her smooth alto tones), 
Dad stretched to catch the 
tenor (a tenor, he was not, but 
he strove manfully onward 
and did the job), and, as my 
voice changed, I picked up the 
bass. My younger brother, 
who had the hardest time sit-
ting still for family singing 

sessions, fidgeted, and, when 
my much older brothers and 
their wives were around, we 
just spread out the pans as 
needed. We still manage to 
find time to sing whenever we 
all get together, and though 
Mom and Dad are gone, they 
still seem to be very much a 
part of the proceedings. Upon 
reflection, it was a really nice 
way to grow up. 

Okay. Back to that song. 
For at least a little while in 

my young life, my favorite 
song was a questionable piece 
entitled, "Watching You." 
I'm told that I used to prance 
around the house singing, 
"Otching Ooh!" (way before I 
could sing bass). Not filled 
with the greatest music or the 
best theology, that song pic-
tured God as an "all-seeing 
eye watching you." 

I must have been pretty 
young. I obviously wasn't old 
enough to have smoked 
grapevine on a Scout campout 
or puffed pencil shavings in 
an old pipe back behind our 
house (that was a very hot 
smoke!), or the idea of an all-
seeing eye watching me 
would have been much less 
comforting. The fact is, at that 
age, I didn't care what the 
song said, I just liked snappy 
and upbeat music, and it had 
that, if not much else. 

Yes, my musical tastes have 
changed—and so has my under-
standing of God. Is God watch-
ing me? Is he watching you? 

Yes, I believe that he is, but 
not because he's an all-seeing 
cosmic code enforcement offi-
cer just waiting to catch us in a 
mistake.

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Muleshoe baseball ends on high note

The Mule baseball team 
ended their season on a high 
note by defeating the 
Littlefield Wildcats 17-16 on 
a very foggy and windy 
night. The win handed the 
Mules a tie for third place in 
the district but the tiebreaker 
eliminated the Mules from 
the playoffs. 

Gale-force winds and sand 
blew out a critical meeting 
with the Brownfield Cubs. 
The game was stopped and 
rescheduled for Saturday fol-
lowing the Mules' second 
meeting with the Lubbock 
Cooper Pirates on Friday. 

Jonathan Marlow pitched 
his final game of the year 
against the Pirates and gave 
up 13 runs on 11 hits. The 
Mules committed four errors 
and were hitless in the con-
test. 

Jarad Flores got the call to 
pitch the rescheduled game 
in Brownfield on Saturday. 
The Mules took a short-lived 
one-run lead in the first in-
ning but the Cubs answered 
with a run of their own in the 
second half of the inning. 

The score remained tied 
until the bottom of the third 
when the Cubs scored three 
runs on one hit and error. The 
Cubs added two more runs 
in the fourth and four in the 
fifth to go ahead 10-1. With 
one out in the sixth, the Cubs 
added a run to stop the game 
with the ten-run rule. 

The Mules' only run came 
after Ryan Marricle punched 
a fly ball to short left field 
for a single and stole second 
base on the first pitch to 
Flores. Marricle moved to 
third on a passed ball and 
scored on a ground ball sac-
rifice by Flores. 

After the two disappoint-
ing losses and a 180-degree 
change in the weather, the 

Mules bounced back strong 
against the Wildcats of 
Littlefield. Brian King 
pitched a complete game and 
smashed back-to-back home 
runs in his first two at bats. 

"I was throwing mostly 
fast balls and curves today," 
said King. "It was tough 
fielding the ball today, but it 
was the same for both teams. 
Early in the game they gave 
me two good pitches to hit 
and I was able to connect." 

The Wildcats jumped on 
the Mules early sending 
eight men to the plate in the 
first inning, scoring five 
runs. Marricle doubled to left 
and with two out, King 
blasted a line drive over the 
left field fence. 

Juan Nuilez lofted a fly 
ball to short center for a 
single and moved to second 
on Geoff Sirkel's ground ball 
single over third base. Robby 
Bomer pushed a fly ball to 
right that scored Nuflez and 
cut the Littlefield lead to 5-
3. 

Littlefield added four runs 
in the top of the second in-
ning to extend their advan-
tage. Miguel Castorena led 
off the Mules in the bottom 
half of the inning with a blast 
over second base. 

Castorena went three-for-
four at the plate including a 
single off of his hand. "That 
one hurt," said Castorena. 
tried to do what coach had 
been telling me about keep-
ing my weight back and hit 
the ball. It was tough to see 
today, so if you put the ball 
in play it might go for a hit." 

Marricle drew a one out 
walk to put Mules on first 
and second and the 
Littlefield pitcher hung a 
curve ball out over the plate. 
King blasted the pitch for his 
second homer of the game to 
trim the Littlefield margin to 
9-6. 

The Wildcats picked up 
two runs in the third inning 
and held the Mules scoreless 
to take an 11-6 advantage 
into the fourth. Littlefield in-
creased their lead by push-
ing two runs across in the 
fourth inning. Flores scored 
for the Mules. 

After giving up a double 
to left center to start the fifth, 
King struck out the next two 
Wildcats and fielded a 
comebacker for the third out 
to hold Littlefield at 13. The 
Mules exploded for seven 
runs to take the lead with 11 
Mules going to the plate. 

Castorena got the Mules 
started with a walk and 
Ariam Perez nailed a line 
drive up the middle for a 
single. Marricle reached base 
on an error by the shortstop 
to load the bases with Mules. 

Flores lifted a base hit 
over the reach of the first 
baseman to score Castorena 
and Perez. King bounced his 
third hit of the game over the 
fence for a ground-rule 
double that pushed Marricle 
across the plate. 

The Wildcat shortstop 
made his second error of the 
inning with a bad throw to 
first that allowed Bomer to 
reach base and move to sec-
ond. Flores and King came 
home on the error as the 
Mules cut Littlefield's lead 
to 13-12. 

With two out, Tyrel Gear 
banged a double to left to 
score Bomer and tie the 
game. Castorena singled up 
the middle in his second 
plate appearance of the in-
ning to score Gear and put 
the Mules on top for the first 
time. 

Littlefield retied the game 
at 14-14 in the top of the  

sixth, but Flores tripled to 
center and scored on a hit 
down the third base line by 
King to put the Mules back 
on top. The sun had disap-
peared in the west by the sev-
enth inning and the heavy fog 
and high winds made even a 
routine pop fly an adventure 
in wonderland. 

When the ball went up, the 
fielders could only wonder 
where it would come down. 
Littlefield scored twice in the 
seventh to reclaim the lead on 
disappearing fly balls. But 
Mother Nature did not play 
favorites and the Mules 
scored twice in the bottom of 
the seventh with high fly balls 
of their own. 

With two out, Marricle 
reached base when the 
pitcher lost a high pop fly that 
landed on the backside of the 
mound. Flores flew around 
the bases for a triple on a high 
fly to right center and 
Marricle scored to tie the 
game at 16. Flores scored on 
a pop to short by Nurlez. 

"The kids showed a lot of 
heart today coming back the 
way they did," said Mule 
baseball coach Gilbert 
Ramirez.

This weekend polls will open 

to registered voters as they exer-
cise their right to vote in the Sat-
urday, May 3 special election for 
the Muleshoe City Council, 
Muleshoe Mayor and for U.S. 
Representative District 19. 

Only voters in the District 3 
area will be allowed to vote for 
one of the three candidates run-
ning for the council seat. 

Mariann Anzaldua, Earl 
Behrends and Filemon Guzman 
Jr. each filed to run for the Mule-
shoe City Council District 3 seat 
which was recently vacated by 
Jerry Hicks. Hicks has since 
moved to Lubbock. 

Anzaldua, born and raised in 
Muleshoe, attended Muleshoe 
schools from first grade through 
graduation. She has worked in 

several local 
businesses 
and now 
runs Viola's 
Restaurant. 
Her hus-
band, 
Alfredo, 
also 	at- 
tended 

school here. He is the third gen-
eration of his family to operate 
El lacalito Tortilla Factory. 

She feels that the greatest 
problem facing the City of Mule-
shoe is that people are leaving 
looking for better jobs. She 
would like to bring businesses to 
the community to employ the 
youth. 

She also wants to be a part of 
the process for improvement in 
town and is also interested in Se-
Mor Citizen projects. "Taking 
care of those that took care of us," 
she adds. 

Behrends is married to 
Donita. They have three children, 
Lyndee, Garrett and Jessica. He 
was born in Hereford and at-
tended Hereford schools, gradu-
ating from Hereford High 
School. He also graduated from 
Lubbock Christian University. 

He has worked 15 years for  

the United States Soil Conserva-
tion Service, 12 of those years in 
Dimmitt and 3 years in Mule-
shoe. 

He says the city council has 
been doing a good job.

They 
have a one-year-old-daughter, 
Madison Rae. 

He sees the lack of attention 
on the waste disposal as a prob-
lem facing the city. He also would 
like to find a way to revitalize 
neighborhoods. He has noticed 
houses in different neighbor- 

hoods that have fallen to disre-
pair. 

He welcomes the opportunity 
to serve the people of Muleshoe.
