But none of these efforts touch the liquor tratffic
in its vital spot. Those who have followed this prob-
lem through the years are now convinced that the
greatest hope of progress is in building up on the one
hand the individual's freedom from a false appetite
for intoxicants, and on the other a supporting system
of governmental control of manufacture and distri-
'bution which will take the profit out of the industry
| and at the same time keep the industry out of poliics.

Repeal’s first year has served to show the trend of

legal liquor. The first 12 months have not proved
!vn(-oummnz—snvn that they have shown that the cul-
| pit is not prohibition or repeal or any other system
but is liquor itself. Evils tend to become more bla-
tant and to destroy themselves. The fight against
intoxicants has not ended. It should be pressed with
alertness in every wise way. But possibly until some
of the new American experiments can be judged and
the new battle lines more clearly discerned it will be
| best to let opinion crystallize behind the most practi-
| cable reforms.

! OUR “ARITHMOCRACY"” RULE.

The United States now is ruled by a pure “arith-
| moeracy,” that is, a numerical majority,
| decides the action of Congress. A majority decides
the dictums of the Supreme Court. A majority of

| industrialists sit together and decide ¢the policles!

{ which shall rule their whole industry. A majority of
| the farmers decide what crops shall be planted and
| how much produced. A majority of the workers in
| each plant decide, by an election held under federal
control, who shall be hired, what hours they shall
work, what wages they shall be pa'd, ete.

| In every field, the minority have no rights which
|the majority are bound to respect. Those who will
| not cooperate become outlaws, with very severe pen-
| alties in the form of fines and imprisonment hanging
over their heads.

Secretary of Commerce Roper has thrown out the
hint that if everybody else is to be bound by the laws
