Arthur in a Dickens County Jail 
break last October 27.

The case was turned over to the 
Jury late Mondar, after the state 
had demanded the death pensdty, 
and the murder convicUon was re­
turned shortly after court opened 
Tuesday morning. Stalcup's attor­
neys gave noUce of appeal.

Clarence Brown of Snyder was 
with Stalcup In the escape and was 
captured November 1 while fishing 
lor oysters In a rowboat In Galves­
ton bay. and a day later Stalcup 
was arrested by a posse near Gal­
veston. Brown Is held In the Lub­
bock County Jail.

Before his prison break at Dick­
ens, Brown had been taken In cus­
tody at his home here by local of­
ficers. He has almost 1(X) years 
of prison terms hanging over hta 
head, while Stalcup has an aggre­
gate of 254 years for a series of rob­
beries In Potter, Brown, Wilbarger 
and Wichita Counties.

The Texas-Oklahoma b a d m a n

The Tenant-Landlord Clause.

EDITOKIAL OF THE WI:EK
DOWN ON THE FARM.

Song writers and poets from the days of WUIlam 
Oreenleaf Whittier have sung of the glories and the 
pleasures of life down on the farm.

Buttermilk, country sausage, your (ran vine and 
fig tree, have developed a new meaning as a result of 
the praise of life on the farm In West Texas, where 
the country Is newer, where the lack of rainfall has 
made It difficult to produce fruits and vegetables, 
life on the farm has not recelvi-d .such pean.s of pral.se 
as In the older states.

'The traditional old nomesreaa mansions of co~ 
lonlal brick have not as yet graced the broad acres 
of West Texas ranchlands, even where Its owner 
might have achieved great wealth.

To get down to bnuss tacks, all of us know that 
life on the farm has not been anything like as rosy 
as life in even the small towns or the cities. The 
average West Texas farm hou.se Is not a very Invltin? 
affair. Look at them along the road as you go back 
and forth across the country. See how Inviting they 
are? Do they spell an easy life to you?

Certainly they do not. PH;w have trees—leas have 
any gra&s. Fewer have running water—still fewer 
electric lights or refrigeration. Women can be seen 
carrying In wood, milking, and In the cotton .season 
whole famllle.s may be found In the cotton imtch.

Yet with all Its disadvantage.s—with all Its troubles 
and Its hard labor—we know that the farm Is one of 
the most Important elements In our national life. 
Here there are the necessities of life if not the lux­
uries or the refinements. Here Is found the only 
place in America where there are as many children 
per family as among tho.se families that are living 
and reproducing upon government relief. Here, if we 
are to Judge the future by the past, we must bring 
forth the new generation that will save ns from the 
generation that Is coming out of the relief camps. 
Here, today as It has been In ages past. Is the hope 
of America.

Surely the farm Is Important to us all. Surely 
everything that tends to make farm life better should 
be encouraged by every thoughtful citizen. Not only 
should farm life be improved for the pre.sent fanners, 
but we should make It possible tor more families to 
get back on the farm.

We need to not only do what we can to bring 
prosperity to the farm—but we need to bring refine­
ments and comforts and conveniences to the farm.

Tom Green County cannot afford to deprive tta 
tural population of the benefits of the service of a 
home demonstration agent. There Is no comparison 
between the benefits of this service, competently ad­
ministered, than rocul dragging for Instance, or an/ 
other service which the county taxpayer received 
for his taxes except perhaps the protection of the 
lives and property of Its citizens.

Water Cooservatlsii as Means
•f Fatare Seaaona 

Editors, The Scarry C'oanty Times:
1 a constrained to write at this 

tune on the question of water con- 
liervation as a means for future 
rains and seasons In this country. 
'There Is no more Important ques­
tion now before the people of all 
our Northwest states, and recently 
a writer of national reputation ha.s 
•stated that unless we Immediately 
turn to conservation of our natural 
rainfall and the storage of flood 
water we will see In the future 
drinking water hauled as far west 
as Wyoming.

Our late W. C. Wllraeth was an 
advocate of flood water conserva­
tion for a number of years, and 
along with him many others have 
held to the idea that something 
ought to be done to preseri’e our 
natural rainfall In the matter of 
storage of our flood waters. These 
extreme drouths In the minds of 
expert.! Is the result of dry moisture 
conditions, and that rains are made 
by reason of evaporation. In other 
words, tt Is Just too dry to rain.

There is now going on In Texas 
a large program of flcxxl oonserva- 
Uon through the efforts of our 
Board of Water Engineers, and we 
want to suggest here that our Com- 
nilssioners' Court and Chamber of 
Commerce and other civic organi­
sations take this matter up and ap­
plication be made to the Board of 
State Water Conservation at Austin 
to have our streams In Scurry 
County surveyed, and a system of 
lakes recommended to be establish­
ed In every section of our county, 
as well as small dams built on our 
small streams to catch and hold 
the water that eventually finds Its 
way Into the Gulf of Mexico.

There ought to be built on Deep 
Creek a system of low dams every 
three or four miles apart through­
out the distance of the stream in 
Scurry County, and also on Little 
and Big Sulpiiur, Bull Creek and 
oher streams of the county. Also 
In addition to these dams on our 
streams every prominent draw In 
the county should be dammed and 
a lakes ssrstem established.

Now, the question naturally aris­
es, “Where Is the money to come 
from for this work?" We suggest 
that application be made to the 
government for projects and funds 
for the establishment and main­
tenance of these conservatlcm en- 
erprise.s Work of his kind would 
be worth far more to the people of 
Scurry County than the rood work 
now being carried on. A program 
of this kind should be established 
and carried on in every county and 
in every state In the Southwest. 
Not only will we change our .sea­
sons by reasons of creating a mois­
ture condition, we could stock these 
lakes with fish, which would prove 
a means of additional food supply, 
and Instead of a semi-drouth sec­
tion, we would eventually make 
this country one of seasons and 
certain crop prcxluctlcm.

These thoughts are offered for 
your considcratlcm and we hope 
that steps will be taken at once, 
looking to a state survey and a 
recommendation by state authori­
ties. toward the consumation oif 
these much needed projects.—Ben 
P. Smith.

Burial fees set by 
the court range from $10 to $30. i

Dr. Rosser’s application for re­
appointment to the place of county 
health officer reads as follows: 

Rwiscr Application.
“It has been my plea-surv to re­

duce the cost of public health to 
Scurry County from some $300 per 
month to around $20 per month 
during the last year's service With 
the added burden that now threat­
ens all Texas counties, the public 
health matter will liave to be *n ex­
perienced hands If the cost Is held 
down to safe limits, and I feel that 
I am better qualified to do that 
than any other accessible man.

“Should you favor me with the 
place again, I assure you I shall 
cooperate with your body to .save 
the county every cent we can to 
keep the county on sane basis.

"During the last .summer It was 
my pleasure to administer 324 Im­
munizing doaes for diphtheria to 
Scurry County children, saving the 
citizens $1,134 had they had to buy 
and pay for the Imniunlzlngs. I 
secured the vaccine from the state, 
and gave It without cost to the 
county or the patients. I  only men­
tion this to illustrate that good 
can be done without having it 
placed In the headlines of the 
county paper.

“My records and charges are In 
your records, and you have access 
to them to verify the above state­
ments.”

Mary P r a n c e s  Smith, garden 
demonstrator of F l u v a n n a  4-H 
Club, Is planning her garden to 
care for the family's need In coop­
eration with her parents. Her plan 
Includes 1,000 feet In tomatoes, 
which are to be of the McGee va­
riety, the Marglolie, a drouth re- 
slstent variety, and at least 60 of 
the cherry variety. i

In preparation for the carrying j 
out of this plan, a hotbed 8x3 feet 
has been made. In which to start 
the plants, so that they will be 
ready to put In the garden when 
the first favorable weather appear.-'. 
The soli of the hotbed will be 
warmed by heat generated from 
barnyard manure placed In the pit 
under the growing soil.

Property Brats Burden.
In announcing February 2 the 

' six to one decision. James D. Ham- 
' im, president of the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce, said:

"Real estate or visible property 
' now bears practically all of the 
burden of dty government, of coun- 

I ty government, a large share of 
; school government and a great per 
I cent of state government. 'The av­
erage total of taxes a.sses.sed on real 
estate In these subdlvlslon.s of gov- 
eniment is from $3.50 to $6 per $1 
valuation These taxes mu.st b»- 
paid whether the property makes 
or doe.s not make a return, other- 

, wise these taxes are governmental 
llen-s upon such properties. Around 
$.50,000,000 In taxes In West Texas 
are delinquent, and governmental 
lleiLs exist agnln.st our property to 
that extent.

“It is proixised that the state 
with a .sales tax will proratably 
fund the debts of political subdi- 

. visions, now estimated to amount 
to $730,000,000. It Is estimated that 

' It takes 4.5 cents out of every ad 
valorem tax dollar to pay the In­
terest and sinking fund on out- 

' standing debts. If the state takes 
' over the task of fundmg such out­
standing indebtedness a very sub­
stantial relief will be given to every 
ad valorem taxpayer In the form 
of reduced taxes. A most Impor­
tant point of our program Is mak­
ing It mandatory on the political 
subdivision to reduce the tax bill 
In accordance with the relief se­
cured; and our proposal is to write 
Into the constitution a limit of two 
per cent onsany sales tax that may 
be levied by the legislature.

Not Additional Tax.
"The proposition Is a supplant­

ing tax and not an additional tax. 
We arc for the sales tax only as 
a means of relieving the ad valorem

tax burden by debt paying, and we 
would be unalterably op mod to a 
sales tax If It were on additional 
tax."

TTie West Texas Chamber of 
Commeroe contends that a two per 
cent tax. based on retail soles In 
Texas of $2.0«OIXIO.OOO (Uie 1928 
figure), wUl produce from $201)00,- 
000 to $40,000,000 annually, which 
would completely a m o r t i s e  the 
$730,000,000 debt of poUUcal subdi­
visions in 40 years at three per cent 
interest

“The orightal Duggan proposltlou, 
tliat of supplanting the state ad 
valorem tax. which is only 25 cents, 
would afford only six per cent re­
lief." said Hamlin’s statement.
