Alford Brothers

Badly Burned as
Stove __E_xplodes

E. P. and W. H. Alford, brothers,
were badly burned Friday morning
about 8:00 oclock, when a gasolne
stove exploded at the Midway serv-
ice station, 15 miles east of Snyder.

The blazing stove ignited the
small room, and fire quickly razed
the station and the two attached
rooms that served as llving quarters
for Mr. and Mrs. E. P, Alford and
their two children.

The brothers recelved first ald
treatment Iin Snyder, where they
were carried by meighbors. E, P.
Alford, who has operated the serv-
fce station for several months, was
more severely burned, his right arm
and the right side of his face hav-
ing deep wounds. His brother, who
had been assisting hiin at the sta-
tion for scveral days, lost practi-
eally all his hair, and was painful-
ly burned about the face and arms.

The explosion occurred when one
of the brothers pumped too much
air into the gasoline tank, forcing
a hole through it and sending the
fuel toward the stove, where it was
ignited.
