Former Resident 
Dies Early Last 
Week After Fall

R. S Norman, 45, editor and 
founder <jf the Community Weekly, 
Plalnvlew, died early Sunday morn­
ing of last w(<ek os a result of in­
juries sustained at 10:30 o’clock 
Saturday morning while hunting 
near Teague. He was formerly 
publisher of the Hermlelgh Her­
ald, which was purchased by the 
Snyder News In 1930.

The Community Weekly wrote of 
the accident and of final rites as 
follows:

Accompanied by Junior Long, his 
nephew, and a neighbor boy, Mr. 
Norman hud started hunting from 
the home of his sister, Mrs. Ida 
Long, when the accident occurred 
The youth was sent for help and 
Mr. Norman was carried to a car 
and taken to the Long home. An 
ambulance was culled from Teague, 
where he was taken to the David­
son Hospital. He lost con.sciou.sness 
soon afterward and remained un­
conscious until the time of hU 
death at 12:50 o'clock Sunday 
morning.

The accident occurred while Mr. 
I  Norman was trying to cross a 13- 
I feet deep ravine. He was crossing 
on a fallen log which broke as he 
approached the middle. He Jumped 

I for tlie bank, reaching It with his 
feet, but without enough momen­
tum to carry him over. He toppled 
backward Into the rock bottom of 

: the ravine and tumbled into the 
I water. The youth then went to 
I the Long home for help.
I  Mr. Norman was carried about 
a quarter of a mile to a car and 
was taken to the Long home. Dr. 
W. N. Sneed of F\iirfleld gave first 
aid before the ambulance arrived 
from Teague to carry him to the 
hospital. He sustained Injuries to 
the head which resulted in hU 
death later.

Funeral services were held Sun­
day in the church at Dew, 10 miles 
from Teague. Rev. E. H. Tlrey, 
pa.stor of the First Baptist Church 
of Teague, officiated.

He Is survived by his widow, two 
sens, Brents and Jim; one daugh­
ter, Reta Jane, all of Plalnvlew; 
two brothers. W. C. and Henry 
Nonnan of Teague; five al.sters, 
Mrs. Mattie Parish, Mrs. Lena 
John.son, Mrs. Ida Long, all o f the 
L a n e l y  community, Mrs. Eunice 
Stringer of Teague and Mrs. Car­
rie Stanley o f Henderson. A ll were 
present for the services.

Services at the cemetery were In 
eharge of the Masonic Lodge of 
Teague, with Dr. E. V. Headloe 
leading.

Car Mystery Uncovered Here 

Remaiiis Unsolved.

Officers admitted this morning 
that the wlvereabouts of Truman 
Cannon, Big Spring liquor saiea- 
mau whose blood-stabied car was 
found five miles northwest of Sny­
der lu t  Thursday morning, remsdns 
an unsolved riddle.

Equally mysterious is the manner 
of the man’s disappearance. Sher­
iff S. H. Newman said the mam 
of facts and rumors surrounding 
the mystery could point either to 
robbery and murder or to an elab­
orate fake hold-up pre-arranged by 
Cannon.

The Camion car, a 1834 Chevro­
let sedan, was reported to Sheriff 
Newman Just after daylight last 
Thursday. It was parked (m ona 
of the dirt roads that connect two 
new sections of Highway No. T at 
the proposed underpass northwest 
of town.

Gun Found in Car.
A .45 calibre six-shooter, oon- 

taining two dlscliarged and two 
undischarged sheels, was feund on 
the front floor of the car directly 
beo(»th the steering wheel. On the 
left running board was found a 
32 calibre bullet with a flattened 
nose. The dcxir glass nearest the 
driver’s seat was broken.

Blood staln.s were found on tha 
front upholstery and on an enve­
lope near the gun. A blue felt hat, 
positively identified as Cannon’s by 
the missing man’s wife, who teachea 
school at Sweetwater, was found 
not far from the car. It  had slight 
blcod stains.

Worked for Big Spring Firm.
Cannon was employed by tha 

West Texas Wholesale Drug Com­
pany of Big Spring. He left Big 
Spring about noon Wednesday, and 
sold liquor totaling $564 65 at ona 
Jayton and two O’Donnell drug 
Stores later In the day. Blll.s of 
these deliveries and liquor permits 
to the drug concern and to Can­
non were among papers found In 
and near the deserted car.

Facts gatheird by local offlcera 
Indicated that Cannon collected for 
the liquor and later cashed all tha 
checks. The drug concern’s man­
ager at Big Spring said the checks 
were cashed without authorization. 
Cannon was reported seen at Sla­
ton late Wednesday. A filling sta­
tion operator at Post said he at­
tem pt^ to sell him .some liquor 
about 8 00 o’clock Wednesday eve­
ning, and that he flashed several 
hundred dollars In cash.

Posse Searches for Body.
A posse of between 40 and 60 

persons, headed by dty and coun­
ty officers, searched the country 
from where the car was found '-a 
Justlceburg Friday, but no trace ut 
Cannon was (otuid.

Cannon was known to a number 
of l(}cal persons. He had made 
lt(Iuor sales here, officers said.

He was under two indictments in 
Nolan County. He was to have 
faced trial in the January term of 
district court on charges of driving 
an automobile while Intoxicated 
and for theft of an automobile. 
The two coses were continued at 
the last term of court on account 
of the illness of his attorney.

To a Departed Friend.

The Times pau.ses this holiday season to pay 
tribute to a friend, a fellow craftsman, a man of 
vision. R. S. Norman, formerly publisher o f the 
Hcrmleigh Herald, later founder and publisher of 
the Community Weekly, Plalnvlew, Is the man. He 
pas.'ied away at 45 years of age, when his pungent 
pen was at the height of its writing prime.

".Meeting the Challenge."

There 
probably never were as many idle people as there 
are now, but when It Is taken Into consideration that 
the country Is no larger than It was many years ago 
and that there are a lot more people than at any 
previous time, one can begin to see some additional 
causes for the increasing number of unemployed at 
this Lime.

There Is no section of the country which Is as 
symbolic of challenge as these broad plateau plains, 
and there ha.s never been a time when enterprising 
people were faced about with the peculiar challenge 
us now faces the people of the world at large es­
pecially here in our far advanced America. I t  Is no 
matter what the changes now taking place are 
going to demand, the main thing is being ready to 
meet the challenge wtiich Is being presented.

It was only comparatively a few years ago when 
ambitious and capable men and women came to this 
new section of the country In response to the chal­
lenge presented here In this great and then unsettled 
section.
